special election, and if a majority of such
qualitied electors voting thereat sLall ity
the same, it shall thereafter be submitted to
the Legislature for its approval or rejection
as a whole, without power of alteration or
amendment. Such approval may be made
by concurrent resolution, and if approved by
a majority voie of the members e.ected to
each house, it shall become the charterof such
city,or if such city be consolidatea with a
county, then of such city and county, and
shali pecome the organic Iaw thereof, and su-
persede any existing cuoarter and all amend-
ments thereof, and all laws inconsistent with
such charter. A copy of such charter, certi-
fied by the Mayor, or chief executive officer,
and authenticated by the seal of sach city,
setting forth the submission of such charter
to the electors, and its ratification by them,
shall, after the approval of such charter by

the Legislature, be made, in duplicate,
and deposited, one in the office ot
the Secretary of State, and the other,
after being recorded in sard Re-

corder’s office, shall be deposited in the arch-
1ves of the eity, and thereafter all Courts shall
take judicial notice of said charter. 'The
charter, so ratitied, may be amended at inter-
vals ol not less than two years by proposals
thereior, submitied bv the legislative author-
ity of the eity 1o the qualitied electors thereof,
at a general or syecinl election, held at least
forty days after the publication of such pro-
posals for twenty days in a daily newspaper
of general cireculation in such city,and ra

fied by at least three-tifths of the qualified
electors voting thereat,and approved by the

such charter, or amendments thereto, any ai-

WHEREAS, It 1s expedient that the wishes
ot the people of this State upon the subject of
reauiring an  educational qualitication of
voters snonid be unmistakably expressed, in
order that future Legislatures may be guided
thereby in submitting amendments to the
Constitution of the State; therefore,

The people of the State of California, repre-
sented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as
tollows:

Section 1. That thirty days prior to the
next general State election the Governor shall
issue his proclamation calling upon the
electors to signify at said eiection their will as
to whether an educational qualification
should be required of voters in this State by
placing upon the ballots the words *F u
educational qualitieation requiring every
voter to be able to write his name and read
any section of the Constitution in the Eng-
lisa language.” or the words “Against an edu-
cationai qualification requiring every voter
to be able to write his name and read any
section of the Constitution in the English
anguage’; and the Inspectors and Jud of
Election at each and every poll in the State
shall ascertain and make returns of the num-
ber of votes cast “For an educational qualifi-
cation re ing every voter to be able to
write his name and read any section of the
Constitution in the English language,” and
the number of votes cast “Against an educa-
tional qualification requiring every voter to
be able to write his name and read any sec-
tion of the Constitution in the English lan-
guage,” in like manner as other votes are re-

The people of the State of California, repre-
sented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as
follows:

Section_ 1. For the purpose of liguidating
and providing for the payment of the funded i
indebtedness of the State of California here- |
inafter specified, and to lessen the burden of |
taxation, the Governor of the State, the Con-
troller of State, and the Treasurer of State,
and their sueccessors in office, shall constitute
a Board of Commissioners, to jbe styled the
Loan Commissioners of the State of Califor-
nia, und shall have and exercise the powers
and perform the duties hereinafter provided.

ally, in gold coin, on the second days in April
and October in each year, at the office of the
Treasurer of Stat The principal of said
bonds shall be made payable in gold coin,
within twenty years atter the date of their
issue, and shall be of such denominations as
the said Loan Commis:ioners shall direct, but
not less than five hundred dol'ars; shall bear
the date of their issue, and shall be signed by
the said Loan Commissioners, and shall have
the seal of the State affixed thereto; and the
mith of the State of California is hercby
pledged for the payment of said bonds and
the interest accruing thereon, as herein pro-
vided.

section 3. Coupons for the interest shall be
attached to each bond, so that the Yy may be
removed without injury or mutilation to the
bond; said coupons, consecutively numbered,
shall be signed by the Treasurer ofState.

Section 4. Before the sale of any of said
bonds the said Loan Commissioners shall
cause notice of such sale to be published for
the space of one month in two daily newspa-
pers published in Euglish, one in the city of
San Franciseo and one in the Capital of the
State. Such notice shall specify the amount
of bonds to be sold, the rate of Interest they
shall bear, the day and hour of sale, the pl;u:o
of sale, which shall be at the State Capitol,
and that sealed proposals will be reeeived by
the said Loan Commissioners for the purchase
of said bonds, within oné month from the ex-
piration of such publication; and on the day
and hour named in said notice the said Loan
Commissioners shall open all sealed propo-

sold for less than one hundred cents on the

Section 5. It shall bethe duty of the Treas-
urer and Controller of State each to kespa
separate record of ail bonds sold under the
provisions of this Act, showing the numnber,
date, amount and rate of interest or each
bond and to whom the same was issued.

section 6. The proeceeds of such bondsshall
be paid into the State Treasury, and shall be
applied to the payment of the following
bonds, in the order of their issuauce: The
outstanding bonds issued under the Act en-
titled *“An Act to provide for the payment of
the funded indebtedness of the State of Call-
fornia, and to contract a funded debt for that
purpose,” approved April second, eighteen
hundred and seventy.

Section 7. All persons having any of the
bonds specified in Section 6 of tnis Act shall
upon presentation of such bonds to the saic
Loan Commissioners, be entitled to excnange
them at thelir par value for bonds authorized
to be issued under this Act at the rate of one !

bond shall be issued for a less saum than five
hundred dollars, nor for a fractional part of a

Section 13. This Act shall take effect sixty
days after the next general election, as to ail
its provisions, except those relating to and
nec ssary for its submission to tpe people,
and 10T returning, canvassing and proclaim-
ing the votes, which shall take efieet imme-
diately.

Seetion 14.—This Act shall be submitted to
the people of the State for their ratirication at
the next general election, and the qualified
electors of this State shall, at said election, on
their ballots for State officers, vote for or
against this Act. Those voting for the same
shiall write or have printed on their ballots the
words, “Refund the Debt—Yes;” and those
voting against the same shall write or have
printed on_their ballots the words, “Refund
the Debt—No.”

Section 15. The votes cast for and against
this shail be counted, returned and ean-
vassed, and declared in the same manner and
subject to the same rules as votes cast for
Treasurer of State; and if it appear that a ma-
Jority of all the votes so cast for or against
this law as aforesaid are in favor of this Aect,
then the same shall have etfect as hereinbetor
provided, and shall be irrepealable until the
principal and interest of the habilities herein
created shall be pald and discharged, and the
Governor shall make proclamation thereof;
but if a majority of the votes so cast are
against this Act, then the same shall become
void.

Section 16. It shall be the duty of the Sec-
retary of State to have this Act published in
one newspaper in each county of this State tor
four successive weeks immediately preceding
election.
