Brief Accounts of Many That Have
Raged in America.

A Hundred Years As;o the lather of

nis Country "Was ln Peril of Ills

Life—A Treasonable Uprlslua ln

Pennsylvania in the Year 17!)U.

This free country, where law has al-
ways triumphed In the end, has seen
many bloody mobs from the beginning
of its history. Some of them are a

forgotten and arc worth recalling, one
of the problems which beset the early

politicians was the aggressive and brutal
custom of England in impressing our
seamen on the high seas. Itsc happened,
says tiie New York World, that about
1393, when tho question of impressment
was particularly agitating tho public
mind, England and France becarae en-
gagad inopen warfare. Washington de-
cided upon a policy of neutrality. The
general feeling in the United States, how-
ever, was with France. The tricolor lep-

reeeuted liberty, and as such was popu-
lar with ,

At this juncture a ilorid, fat, fanatic
Frenchman appeared in America as tbe
accredited representative of France orof
the Girondists, who were uppermost at
the time. < it,/.en Uenet, as he was called,
had a dangerous duty to perform. Se-
< n-liy lie proposed to get America to as-
sist the French against England. Citizen
Genet landed at Charleston, where lie
was received with every mark of lavor.
Later he moved on to Philadelphia,
where he was welcomed In a fashion tiiat
led linn to suppose he had the whole of
Ainetica at his feet. The Fourth of July
that yiar was more of a French eelebra-
'loll ibiiii an American. Genet, tho red
cap el in erty on his head, sat ai tho nost
1,1 11, nor. iii* ang the "Marseillaise"
wiin tremendous effect The red cap of
liberty was passed from man to man
around the table. Next day the town
was on lire with enthusiasm for the

h cause. Another dinner was held.
At this Genet passed around the board
ihe bead ol a pig upon a huge platter. As
each guest arose, the platter passing be-
lore miii, be ~tiick Ins knile in the pig's
bead ; tb< late French King—
at the same time uttering maledictions on
the bl a i of loyalty!

Next Genet distributed a number of

HOBS IN THE KEYSTONE SKATE.
Pennsylvania, the seat of many rii ,s.

\u25a0was the first state in the Union to wit-
ness a popular uprising, ln Maren, 17IH),
the Germans in La-tern Pennsylvania
resisted the officers who came to lake the
measure of the windows in their bonus.
A direct tax had been levied on window
glass.' Thirty citizens were arrested.
Tin\v were conveyed to jail to await trial.
Suddenly a i o ly of horsemen, headed by
one Fries, appeared, surrounded the
prison anu effected the release of the pris-
oners. The tiniitia was promptly called
out. The mob reigned forsome days all
through Northampton, Bucks and Mont-
gomery Counties. Fries was captured
and placed on trial for treason. It was
the first time sueii a charge had been
presented against a citizen ol the Union.
He was convicted, pleaded hard for a «,,-
ond trial, and anally was condemned to
death. A: the last moment President
Adamscame forward with a pardon. For
this he made ninny political enemies.

In Baltimore, in August, 1812, tiie first
bio, d was shed by a mob after the Revo-
lution. A newspaper Of that city vio-
lently attacked President Jefferson's em-
bargo, which stopped the foreign oom-
nierceoi this country. One dark night a
mob broke into the office of (he paper,
smashed tin* presses and sacked the
building. in the course of the riot

The year 1831 waa notorious for its
riots. Political excitement was roused
by President Jai kson's refusal to re-char-
ter the l nited States Bank. A worthless

. currencj - naced thousands
with ruin. The April elections in New
York city w ttnessed some severe noting.
For four days troops wore quartered in
Washington Square trying to quell the
violence of the in,,, s. in October of the
same year the 1 ity ol I>r itherly i.ove was
shocked by terrible riots. The mob de-

, d thirty buildings, among them
two churches". An oid negro man was
made to leap out of an upper story 01 a
building. The ringleaders were convicts
and miscreants ot tho worst kind. But
tiiis riot wa> less disgraceful than the at-
tack on the Ursuline Convent, at Charles-
town Bights, near Boston, which oc-
curred in ;::<\u25a0 same year. Somehow a
story spread that a young girl who had
taken the veil .had been so abused that she
\u25a0cscaueu to save her life, but had been re-
captured and now was inured in adtin-
g ou under the convent. The story was
utterly absurd. As a matter of tact a
girl, delirous from fever, had wandered
away aud had returned, voluntarily, un-
der the care of her brother. A band of
fanatics, dress* d as fora masquerade, sur-

rounded the convent one night and or-

dered all tiie inmates to leave in half SO
hour under penalty of ilea!'.. Then the
building was barned. The work of de-
struction was continued lor hours. All

red vestments, the altars, the hymn
-. the religious libraries, tin.- person-

its of the inmates wero dragged to
the lawn, heaped t*.-, and destroyed by
lire. Hut tiie outrage did not end there.
A year after the burning of the convent
tiie anniversary was celebrated by tho
populace at Hunker Hill, who gave a
grand picnic, with a shooting match, an
eiugy os the Lady Superior ol the convent
being used as a target.

A year before, on
December 10, I*-.;.", a terrible tire occurred
in the vicinity of Wall and Pearl streets.
over Tuu buildings were destroyed, val-
ued at {001,000,000.

ti lollowing was one Ol great suffer-
ing. That winter there were mass meet-
ings and denunciation oi the high rents.

Affairs came to a climax when it was
hinted that certain dealers bad cornered
tbe dour market in the hope os squei zing
the last peuny out of a pi ople already on
the verge of starvation. A huge mob
formed near the -New York City Hall, it
descended upon the warehouse of a flour
dealer. Tiie doors were broken in; t. c
wiudows were smashed; the (amishii g
people broke through tne walls. Then
tbey knocked in the beads of ihe barrels
and rolled them into the gutter, '*< Ud
crones darted forward like birds ofprey,"
says a historian of the hour, "and, tilling
baskets and aprons with the so'Alrilt,
which lay knee deep on the pavement,

whiter thau suowilakes, made off to their
homes."

The methods of that earliest of Aboli-
tion editors, William Lloyd Garrison,
conduced to mob violence. One of Gar-
rison's schemes was to print the picture
ot a slave on a handkerchief, roll it in a
wrapper aud send it, along with inflam-
matory tracts, to slave owners in lhe
.South. On one occasion a mob of 3,000
tore open the United States mail bags in
Charleston, seeking Garrison's tracts.
Not long after that he imported a hot-
headed Englishman named Thompson to
stir up matters by public addresses.
lie spoke so well that ono night Garri-
son found set up before hisdoor a gallows
in the streets of Roston, an ominous
warning of his fate. The next day a furi-
ous mob of fully 5,000 people chased tiie
editor through the streets, lie was caught
and arope put around his neck. There
were loud cries that he should be hanged.
Tiie Mayor interceded and Harrison was
arrested as a feint to get him out of the
bands of the mob. He passed the night
in jail. The crowd was thirsting for his
gore. But be was spirited away aud lived
to see many another mob.

A murder was committed by a mob at
Alton, ill., on November 7, Is. 17. Elijah
P. Lovejoy, a Presbyterian minister, had
been driven out, of St. Louis for inviting
free discussion in his paper on the slav-
ery matter. He crossed to Illinois, but
was again suppressed. Nothing daunted
Lovejoy made preparations for starting a
new paper. Presses and type were on
the way. Lovejoy was visile 1 i,y a dep-
utation and told to quit tho town. In-
stead he went to the freight-house and
tried to defend liis property. Ho fell,
pierced by live bullets. The rioters then
set uro to the freight shed, destroyed the
press, smashed it in little pieces and bore
the fragments, along with tli3 type, to tiie
river.

There have been other mobs within ihe
memory of persons who are now only
middle-aged, including tho draft rioters.

-^REPORT OF GENERAL BCHOFIELD.

IT. S. Troopa Used In Support of Civil
Authorities.

Washington, Oct. 19.—"Domestic vio-
lence ivsome States has rendered neces-
sary the use of the military in support of
the civil authorities," says Oeneral
Seholield in his report. "Idaho's mili-
tary organization has not yet reached the
strength necessary to cope withv formid-
able insurrection involving the destruc-
tion of life and property, as in the Cieur
d'Alone mining region. Wyoming also
employed national troops to prevent a
conflict between armed parties of citi-
zens. Other special services were ren-
dered by troops in various parts of the
country, involving much labor, exposure
and hardship."

Regarding small arms and field artil-
lery, he says that when the troops are
furnished with magazine small arms they
will bo as well equipped as any troops iii
tiie worid, and urges that no time be lost
in providing these arms for the regular
troops.

Continuing, the report says that a sub-
stantial beginning has been mado in the
fortifications and armament of sea-coasts
and the construction of the new navy.
He suggests that no time lie allowed to
elapse iv tho appropriations necessary to
continue this great work.

<leneral Scnolield renews his former
recommendation on tho passage of the
three-battalion measure pending before
Congress. He also recommends the es-
tablishment of au artillery reserve iv the
sea-coast Slates.

A considerable increase in the pay of
non-commissioned otlicers is urged, and
a tribute is paid the [radian soldiers.
Wiser theories of administration and
more moderate views of authority of su-
bordinates has brought about harmony
iv the War Department, which was dis-
turbed and the efficiency of the military
service Impaired by the conUict of as-
sumed authority between stall' depart-
ments and commanding otlicers.

STORAGE BATTERIES.
They Aro Again Coming Into Use In

Now York City.

The Second Avenue Street Railway, in
New York, has applied to the State Board
of Uailwny ComiiiisMoncis forpermission
to operate its line by means of electrical
storage batteries. The Kings County
!.:, i ated Kailway Company, in Brooklyn,
V V., have also decided to adopt tbe stor-
age system, tbe weight of batteries hav-
ing now been reduced nearly one-half,
and it is likely we will |Sco a wider appli-
cation of the storage method than hereto-
fore on lines now operated by horses, and
in other cases where there is a dread of
depending, for all the cars, on a central
generating plant; also in cases where

, overhead conducting wires aro objection-
able. The fact is that there has been a
good deal of contention against storage
b itteries that had ilsorigin in commercial
rather than sctentifio or economic rea-
sons, —industry.

Judge Harber asked them iftbey had
agreed on a verdict, and when a juror
replied that they had not, but wero "in J
trouble," the Judge asked if it was over |

a question of law or racts. t
Juror Senatz replied that it was neither,

but Juror Gerber said there waa no mis-
understanding regarding either tho law
ni* the court's instructions, but there was j
as to some oftho facts. :

In that case. Judge Harbor said, tbo I j
jury would have to decide.

-Mr. Gerber said tbo jurors cculd not I 1
possibly agree: that they stood just SS
they did the night before, and that some , \u25a0

of them had declared they would not \u25a0 'change their minds if they staid thoro 'sixteen years. 'To this statement Juror A. 1.. Warren 'took exception. He thought there was a !
good chance of agreeing on a verdict.

It turned out some of the jurors wanted ' 'to know whether, if the defendant were 'proven to be insane before tho shooting, j 'ii was to be understood thai he should bo
considered insano at the time the act was |
committed. Judge (larber instructed i

them that if tiie existence of insanity ,
prior to the act were proven—which '
question the jurors must determine for
themselves---it must be assumed that tho
prisoner was in that condition at the
time ofcommitting the act.

The court said he sympathized with the
jurors in their hardship, but promised
that if they had to be locked up again
that night he would instruct tbe Sheriff
to see that thoy were made comfortable,

AU sorts of rumors were alloat during i .
the day as to how the jury stood, but ;
tbey wero based chiefly on guesswork.
The prevailing belief, however, was that i !
there were ton for acquittal and two for
conviction, while others had it six to six.

The afternoon dragged wearily along,
yet quite a crowd haunted the < 'ourlhouso 'corridors and courtroom thinking that
possibly the jury would suddenly agree
upon a verdict. Hut they did not—the
aliernoon passed, and night came on, and
Still tho twelve men in whose hands j
rested tho fate of tho prisoner remained \u25a0 ,
imprisoned in the loft of the Courthouse.

Mo result had been reached at midnight j
last night, and one ofthe attorneys for the
prosecution stated that Judge Garber had j
signified his intention of discharging the
jury.

At latest accounts last night the stand-
ing of the jury was said to be seven for
conviction and live for acquittal._

As a Debator.
President Harrison began to take an

active part in politics so early as 1858. In I
the first Lincoln campaign he caineinto I
notice as a political speaker. In the i
great debates of lSiiO ho was at one time
pitted against Thomas A. Hendricks.
Mr. Hendricks sized up his youthful op-
ponent as ono unworthy of his oratory, a
person to be crushed with a word and a
gesture.
