The Squabble Between Property-
Owners Before the Trustees.

Macadam Meets Witli Defeat—A Tele-

phone franchise— Another Elec-

tric Road Branch.

The row among property-owners of M
street, from Fifteenth to Twenty-eighth,
as to whether that street should be paved
with gravel or macadam, was ventilated
Ijefore the City Trustees at the latters'

ing yesterday.
i . A. Burr appeared as chief spokes-

man ior tho maeadauiites, while Attorney
Lincoln White spoke for the gravel ad-
vocates.

Mr. White opened proceedings by pre-
senting a petition from property-owners
owning 4,07y feet on Mstreet, asking that
I olaom gravel bo used in paving the
tireet.

Then Mr. Burr presented his side ofthe
question and a protest, aud made a speech.
He said that gravel would not make a
good street. Macadam was the proper
material, and money would be saved by
Uiing it.

TROPEIITY-OWS Kits' IUGHTS.
Mr. White argued that the pnjperty-

owners on the street should have some-
thing to say as to the work to bo done
there. The majority of them wanted the
v.ork done this fall. Besides, every signer
<>i tho petition was a bona lide property-
owner, whose lots front on the street.
None eif them were alley-owners.

.Mr. Burrdeclared that there was not a
name on the protest that was not a bona
fide owner, either.

Mr. White retorted that Burr Mme_>lf
did not own property fronting on the
tsireet.

Burr acknowledged this bat sajel his
.property was so situated that he had to
'jay for an intersection, had to pay moro
] -ally than those owning regulation
frontages. He referred to tho condition
ol Q street to show that gravel was not
good for streets. Although that street
\. as only recently graveled, it needed re-
lairing already. In many places there
were chuckholes aud hillocks, and when
tlie rains set in the street will bo as bad
as it ever was.

(ieorge Murray, addressing tbe board,
1 bo was not opposed to gravel pro-

vided the gravel was ofgood quality. He
<!id not believe in paving a street
with bowlders aud dirt, besides,
he thought there should be some
competition in regard to the con-
tract. He did uot think the Folsom
gravel people should bo given the con-
tract unless they should agree to screen
the gravel.

FOLSOM GRAVEL "GOES."
Itwas explained to Mr. Murray that

the petitioners bad already declared
themselves in lavor of Folsom gravel, so

: c could be no competition. Mr.
White suggested that the board advertise
for both screened and unscreened Kol-
a-ana gravel, and afterward tho board aud
lie property-owners could decide which |
tlicy wanted. The principal thing was
te) get a move on," and not have any
lucre delay.

Burr finally agreed to gravel, but in-
sisted that it be considerably better in
quality than that laid ou (4 street.
