0CCAN CREYHCUNDS.

Records Made by Some of the Flyers:
This Year.

Quick Passages Between New York
and Liverpool Are Now

the Rule.

A correspondent of the Liverpool Jour~
nal of Commerce writes as follows:

In regard to the performance of the
Majestic, it may be of interest to your
readers to know that she and her “‘sister’’
are the only vessels which have ever
crossed the Atlantic four consecutive
times in the same direction in under six
days. The Teutonic, in 1590, crossed
westward four times, running well with-
in six days, and in 15891 and 1892 the Ma-
Jjestic has done it. Eastward no steamer
except the Teutonie has ever crossed
three times running in less tiime than six
days. 'The Teutonic aceomplished this
feat last year. Altogether the Atlantic
has been crossed 51 times in less than six
days. Of these the Teutonic has 17, the
iajestic 15, the City of Paris 12 and the
City of New York 6 runs. Thus, in three
years, the White Star line has 32 tive-day
voyages, against 18 for the Inman in four
Years., The above trips amount to 50, so
that there is one remaining, made this
season by the Umbria.
greatly surprised that she did the trip in
under six days, but there is nothing to be
surprised at, simply because she never
before took so direct a route as she did on
the voyage referred to, and her speed was
actually below her previous best.

Tt is'to me a matter for surprise that the
Etruria has not yet done the trip in less
than six days, for this year all the Cun-
arders began to fo!low the short course in
suminer, like the White Star and Inman
lines. Now, as to average passages, in
158) the City of Paris’, and in 1840 the
Majestic’s, City of New York’s, and Teu-
tonic’s averagos stand as follows (the City
of Paris not running in 1890 her trips for
the season 1589 are taken): Average pas-
sage and speed from Mayv to December
(summer scason) of the grevhounds—
Year 1590: Majestic, 19.085 knots, 6 days 4
hours 14 min 5; City of Paris (1839),
19.02 knots, 6 days 4 hours 13 minutes;
City of New York, 15,02 knots, 6 days 4
hours 54 minutes; Teutonic, 18.85 knots,
6 days 6 hours 5 minutes; ruria, 18.29
knots, 6 days 11 hours 10 minutes. The
average distance traversed per voyage by
the Majestic and City of New York was
longer than that taken by the City of
Paris, which explains the greater length
of their average passage.

In 1891 the average of the Teutonic and
Majestic was much better than any of the
averages in 1800, so that the Teutonic im-
proved very greatly. On the other hand,
ihe City of New York and City of Paris
were slower than ever this year. You
published somie little time ago atable
showing the comparative speeds of the
Inman and White Star liners in 1591, as
prepared from the times of departure
ifrom Roche’s Point and arrival at Sandy
Hook, published by Lloyd’s. These ves-
sels in your table stood thus: 1891—
Average passages—Majestice, 12 voyages,
6 days 1 hour 45 minutes; Teutonic, 12
voyages, 6 days 2 hours 18 minutes; City
of New York, 11 vovages, 6 days 7 hours
2 minutes; City of Paris, 9 voyages, 6
days 9 hours 19 minutes. I have myself
caleulated the average passages of these
vessels from the beginning of this season
(May) to the present time (end of Sep-
tember), from the times of departure and
arrival each voyage at Roche’s Point
and Sandy Hook, published by the com-
panies. I give the averages below: 1892
—Average passages—Majestic, 10 voyages,
6 days 1 hour 49 minutey; City of Paris,

rages, 6 days 2 hours 8 minutes:
Uity of New York, 10 voyages, 6 days 2
hours 19 minutes; Teutonic, 10 voyages,
G days 2 hours 31 minutes.

It will thus be seen that all four steam-
ers are keeping pace with each other, and
that the tables are somewhat turned from
last year. But every year since the
Majestic came out she has been the best
average vessel, and this is the fact I wish
to impress. It was this that led me to
say in my former letter that I observed
the Majestic was now making on an av-
erage faster tripsthan either the Teutonic,
City of Paris or City of New York. In
conclusion, I would just mention that if
the winter season were thrown in as well
as the summer the Teutouic would come
out above the “Cities” in the list, and
perhaps in the remaining two or three
voyages of this season will improve her
averages

Wong Fun maide lots of noise last night,
about 10 o’clock, in the vicinity of Fourth
and L streets. IHe discharged a mam-

rear of Weinstock, L.ubin &
and then started on arun, velling and
cursing as he went.

The shot attracted a big crowd of peo-
ple, and some of them pursued the China-
man. ‘I'wo youn fellows grabbed him,
and justthen a light wagon came along
and knocked them ail down. The young
men held on to their prisoner, howeve
and when the mob reached the spot some
of them wanted to hang the Chinaman on
general principles.

Finally Ofticer Warner came along and
rescued him and took him to
station, followed by a crowd so big that
the jail corridor couldn’t hold them.

The Chinaman was looked on a charge
of carrying a concealed weapon. Hesaid
he was on his way to the Bing Kong Tong
highbinder) settiement on M street, and
was going down IFourih street when
three white men came out of the alley,
knocked him down and robbed him ot'all
his money and his hat, and then tled;
