
GRATEFUL WOODLAND.

How She Manifested Her Gratitude
fcr a Timely Favor.

Sacramento Firemen l'r. sented With

Eleaant Gold Badge* lor Goins

to Iter Keller.

On tho Ist oflast July the cityofWood-
land was visited by the most disastrous
lire within its history, and tbe citizens
were oompeUed to tc-;.-graph to Sacra-
mento for help 10 save the place. It took
about fifteen minutes to get one of the

steam fire-engines on board a flat-
car, wiili a crew of men under eh*
Assistant Chief L. MoT-tgaillard (Chief

oeer being absent), and just twenty-

two minutes more to mako tho run to

Woodland, somo twenty-eight miles.
The relief party did very effective work,
and Woodland -.va- saved.

Tbe citizens and officials of the town
manifested their gratitude to the Sacra-
mentana by tendering them a dinner be-
fore their departure and cheering them
iiy..in emil again as their train palled oat
lor home.

Hut the appreciative Woodlanditeswere
not content to let the matter end there,
although the Sacramento firemen felt
doubly repaid for their efforts in check-
ing tbe ravages of tlie lire. They sub-
sequently brought the matter up before
their City Trustees, who adopted resolu-
tions eulogizing those who had hastened
to the nelu:! of their burning city. Mid
finally—though unknown to the Saera-
mentans—made provision for beautiful
individual badges to be presented to tiieir
friends.

The matter was kept very quiet until
last night, when ci delegation of promi-
nent citizens ot Woodland dropped into
tlie city with the badges forpresentation
to those who had charge of the relief
party. The committee consisted of Chief
Engineer 11. D. Prindleof the Woodland
l-'iio Department, foreman O. I-, Horn-
lein. Foreman R. G. Law-sou, and Presi-
dent T. 8. Spauiding of the Hook and
Ladder Company, President J. E. Strong
of the lloso Company, <'ity Clerk R. is.
_1o_eley. Trusteo J. _\u25a0'. Duncan and
J remk iJcitz.

Chief Engineer Guthrie bad been let
Into the secret of their Intended visit and
its object, and weis requested to call to-
gether those to whom the badges were to

'lio presented. The opportunity offered
ley the Fire Commissioners holding their
monthly meeting last evening.

When the regular business of Hie board
bail been transacted, Chief Guthrie an-
nounced the presence of the committee
from Woodland, and introduced the gen-
tlemen to tlie members of tho board.

Chief Prindle made a neat speech, iei
which be stated that lie hackbeen re
ad by the City Fathers of Woodland to
come bore in person ami tender to the de-
partment lure an expression of their ap-
preciation and thanks for the timely and
efficient services rendered the city of
Woodland at the time of the fire there on
July Ist. They telegraphed here foraid,
he said, and, with tho efficient and timely
help of tho Southern Pacific Railroad
Company, the Sacramento boys were en-
abled lo promptly respond.

They desired to assure the Commis-
sioners that they still fell as they did at
the time of the lire—grateful for the
timely assistance rendered by the boys
from Sacrami nto with the "littleNo! 3
engine.'' and that it was mainly through
their efforts that hundreds of tin. -
<•:' dollars' worth of property bad been
caved trom ihe flames.
