A telephone mes-
sage brought Dr. Wheeler, the City Phy-
sician, and he at onee discovered that the
Lieutenant was sutiering from what ap-
peared to be narcotic poisoning. From

the jail the Lieutenant was immediately |
sent to the Good Samaritan Hospital, {
where everything was done for him, but |
this |

in vain, and he died at 5
morning.

Lieutenant Schwatka had been suffer-
ing from a complication of troubles and
had shown symptoms of apoplexy on
numerous occasions. His life had been
marked by such a degree of convivialities
that his stomach had of recent ycars given
him much trouble, and for the purpose of
finding relief he nsed small quantities of
laudanum, usually taking from fifteen to
twenty drops. Last eveuing his stomach
trouble came on with such severity that
he complained bitterly and sought relief.
Going to adrug store, he asked for two
ounces of laudanum. The druggist asked
him if he had a preseription. He re-
plied that he had not, but as he was a
graduate of a medical college he could
soon write one. The druggist replied
that it was not necessary, and gave Lieu-
tenant Schwatka the drug. He went
away, and after visiting a political elub
was not seen again aiter 9 o’cloeck until
picked up on the street,

The autopsy revealed nothing to indi-
cate apoplexy, and the only assizned
cause for death is that deceased took an

o’clock

Strange
to say, all were answered except the
prayers for rain., It was a just punish-
ment for our former sins, and it will turn
out eleven good and true Christians.”’
