C. P. Huntington's New Bol__.n_o -Some

of the ( holcei-t Land In the Sacra-

mento Valley Cut Up Into Small j
I_.nehe« nnd Placed on tho Market. ;

Daring last year it was publicly stated |
that C. P. Huntington, President of the j
E ethern Paeilic Company, had become j
interested in tbe subdivision of large .
land-holdings in the Sacramento and Sau

Joaquin Valleys. It was also given out
that be would exert his personal inllu-
enco and employ some of his capital in
securing the subdivision of some of theso j
t-O-dings. Mr. Huntington, however, re-
turned to New York from his annual j
visit without anything being accom-

plished in the direction indicated. Itap-
peals now Ceil tbe subji ct l.as been un-
der serious contemplation and that (ex-

tensive examinatit ns into the iarge land-
holdings of the Sacramento Valley in
particular have been instituted under
Mr. Huntington's direction, and all the
facts bearing upon tlio practicability of
subdividing some of these holdings have
been carefully inquired into. Tiie in-
tpiiry lias resulted in action, and tlie at-
tention of the President of Une Southern
Paciiec Company will be actively directed
toward practical methods of securing tbe
subdivision of large land-holdings into
small acreage plats sufficient for the in-
dustry of ;i single agricultural holder and
bis family.

A- the practical administration ofthese
matters heis been placed in the hands of
William 11. Mills, Land Agent of the
Central Pacific Railroad Company, a rep-
resentative of the Examieer yesterday
sought that gentlemen for information
upon tbe new enterprise, in response to
the general inquiry as to whether any
practical movement in the direction indi-
cated had taken place and about which so
much beis been send eit intervals in the
public press, Mr. Mills said ihe best ex-
planation he could give is embraced in
the following letter from Mr. Huntington
himself on the subject:

Commenting on the above letter, Mr.
Millssaid:

"As is well known to everybody from
statistical facts \u25a0which have" beri'toforo
been presented in various forms, a tend-
ency to the aggregation of large land
holdings has been going on in the Sacra-
mento Valley for the past ten years.

"Ithas been said that this is a legacy
from the landed system of Mexico, the
original sovereign of the soil in Califor-
nia. While this is in a measure true, it
is not a full statement oftb * case. What
are known as Spanish grants in the Sac-
ramento Valleycomprise in the aggregate
I ut a Mnaii areaof the large landed esta es
in that valley. <me hundred of tue larg-
est holders in the valley hold an aggre-
gate of 1,700,000 acres,while the entire ares,
In the aggregate, granted by tiee Mexica i
Government prior to the acquisition of I
the territory by the United States falls I
short of 2.0.000 acres. i'he extent to ]
which these holdings havo arrested the j
gr. .will and development of this Mate heis
attracted the attention of C P. Hunting- {
ton, President of tho Southern Pacific
Company, very strongly, and he has ad-
dressed himself to tho task of remedy-
ing it.

\u25a0it was clearly perceived at the outset
that since the ownerships wen* oomph te,
tlie only way to secure their subdivision
weis either by inducing the present own-
ers io subdivide orlby purchasing large
holdings and securing tbeir subdivision.
Tbe tatter plan weis found to be the only
feasible method. filtering upon ttii. aii
experimented instance is projected.

"Mr. Huntington heis purchased the
lands belonging to the into Colonel C. L.
Wilson on the northern limits ol Butte
Qounty. The purchase comprises 0,100 |
acres of the richest valley lands, fine al-
luvialsoil, all capable "i t'i. highest cul-
tivation, and all lying under cliinaticcon- I
ditions admitting of the cultivation of all
objects known to California's horticulture
and agriculture. The land lies between
tho main line ot tiee California and Oregon

Railroad and the Sacramento River. Con-
sidering the bigli fertility of the land un- •
der consideratii.il, its geographical loca- 1
tion and all other conditions iniinem
Its value, the experiment is to be made
under the most favoring circumstances.

"The plan of tbe sale of this property
waa devised by Mr. Huntington himself.
The purchase i« made by him md;.
nally, and tine project is therefore an indi-
vidual matter with the ii'ese.lent ot the
Southern Pacific Company, and is not iv |
auy respect an undertaking ot the com-
pany itself.

"The plan which has been given tn mo !

both in writing and verbally comprises
the true colony idea. Land schemes are

but the word is misapplied where tho
owner of a piece of land subdivides his
jLand and sells at the subdivision rate,
that is, he charges the purchaser with tlie, enhanced value due to segregation.

"The plan of subdivision willbe, alter
; the ordinary preliminaries of surveying

Jhe culmina-
tion of tbe whole plan will repay to Mr.
Huntington the exact cost ofhis purchase

! and divide the surplus among the new
landholders on the basis ol a percentage

lofwhat each has paid. The cost will in-
clude the original pun hase, tho cost ofad-
ministration, with et low rate of interest
on tin*purchase money; from this will be
su itracted tho rents and probts of tin*
land, all interest paid on account of sales
aud proceeds of tne sides, whi eh. r prin-
cipal or interest, and ihe difference will I
constitute a dividend to the colonists.

"Asummary of these general features
might be presented in this form: Mr.
Huntington has purchased of the owner
alarge tract oi land, lie is willing to
forego all profit in the subdivision oi the
land to induce its settlement and occu-
pancy by thrifty, intelligent and indus-
trious cultivators! lie is seeking to lay
the foundation of community life upon
the seeieill holdings of very fertile lemd in
California, lie is making an experiment
to ascertain the extent to which there es _
demand for small holding of fertile land
in areas sufficient to employ the industry
of a single agricultural holler, and to give
the cultivator an opportunity to become
th**owner of the property out of its for-
tuity through the intelligent application
of his own industry, ln the second place,
he is giving the purchasers of this land
tiie same advantage of purchasing a sin-
gle piece which would mure to them if
all had united in tin* tor mation of a colony
company and meule the purchase them-
selves eit the minimum rate of $.0 per
aero, and had then subdivided by them-
selves the small holdings iv proportion to
the \alue.

"if tins enterprise is successful Mr. 'Huntington will no doubt engage in j
other sieiiilar undertakings, thus becom- |
ing the capitalist for the .small cultivator
of tho sod and facilitating Ins ownership
of the laud he cultivates. Mr. Hunting-
ton made a very careful and thorough
persona] inspection ofthe land upon its
purchase, and carefully considered (he

practicability of its subdivision, and,
above all, the probable opportunities for
for the employment ofthe unused sur-
plus of the laoor ofthe colonists.

"The location possesses many advant-
ages which afford ci guaranty of the em-
ployment of the industry oi the colonists.

"'\u25a0 m the face ofthe purchase itself there
are about 500 acres of timber land scat-
tered in picturesque groupings. Tne
land will be so divided teeat as nearly as
possible each piece shall contain ci portion
of the timber. The timber comprises a
splendid growth of oak, large, smooth
and thrifty, easily converted into fire-
wood. The railroad station upon the
land has been one ofthe well-known
wood stations of tbe road, and a market
for wood will be readily obtained. U
may also be found practicable to sell a
detached wood lot of small acreage to
some ofthe purchasers of lots of land
whore forests are not contiguous. All
theso matters willhavo careful consider-
ation.

"The subdivision will bo proceeded
with at once. In the meantime such
of the tracts as are not sold wiil bo culti-
vated cis heretofor tocereals, but will be
hold subject to possession of tho colonists
who may wish to buy.''
