
A BROAD CONFESSION— THE IN-
TEIRIOR VIEW CONFIRMED.

We publish this morning in another
column a letter by Isidor Jacobs of San
Francisco, a prominent business man,
originator of the TrafficAssociation, and
for the first year Chairman of the Classi-
fication Committee and Chairman of the
Membership Committee, and under
whose auspices the major portion of the
members of the association were brought
into it.

Mr. Jacobs' letter is the most import-
ant expression yet made by any of that
as-ociation, or anyone in its behalf. It is
a perfectly open, above-board and frank
confession of the truth of everything the
Recokd-U_.ion' and the press of the inte-
rior have said of the aims and purposes
of the association, to-wit: It waa i,:-,_/,tu-

tted solely to secure to San Francisco the
flyof distribution, and to make in-

landpoints dependent upon that city for
all supplies, 11 in for goods from the East
chipped poet their doo7-s. That all the
ciabiis made by the managers of the asso-
ciation that its interests are cum mon with
those of the interior are false and mere

pretense, and intended to blind the inte-
rior.

Mr. Jacobs makes those propositions
perfectly clear; he makes not only no
concealment, but boldly advances it as a
wise and justifiable proposition that San
Francisco ought to and has the natural
right to control trade as far east as .Ne-
vada points, and as far south as Tucson,
Arizona.

So far from lending himself to the de-
ceit, insincerity and hypocritical pretense
that San F*rancisco*s interests are identi-
cal with those of the interior, be declares
that the jobbers of San Francisco, who
number 2e_s out of the 2GO San Francisco
members of the concern, joined the asso-
ciation, and are to-day in it for no other
purposo than to rehabilitate San Fran-
cisco as tho chief and dominating point
of distribution of supplies for the coast.

More than this, he claims that by
natural right, and by decision of courts
and the Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion, this claim of San Fraucisco is sus-

tained, and that it ought to be pushed
and fullyrealized.

In nothiug tho Record-Union and the
interior press have said of the original
aims and purposes of the Traffic Associa-
tion, has there been expressed a single
thought that Mr. Jacobs does not now
fully confirm and especially declare to be
not only true, but, lie adds, that its
aims and purposes—tbe subjugation of
tho trade of the interior and tbe levying
of tribute upon all consumers of inland
California—aro still the same and must bo
maintained, if Sau Francisco is to suc-
ceed, and that all pretense to tho contrary
is sham, unmanly and cowardly.

Tho writer of the letter makes a rapid
review of the history of the Traffic Asso-
ciation to fortify his assertions. In brief,
it is laid bare that tbe association, in its
origin, had in view no political agitation,
no long-drawn contests, no transporta-
tion warfare. But it was intended to do
as have the associations of Chicago, St.
I'aul, St. Louis and Omaha, with success,
by conferences with carriers, and by lay-
ing the merchant's case before them, to
secure concessions asked for. To go to
tho railroads as business men, with cold
business propositions.

Cut instead of doing this the managers
of the association have pursued a radi-
cally different course. They have never
approached the railroads with any re-
quest or demand; they have sought for
no conference with and preferred no
claims before them. How- then, asks Mr.
Jacobs, can there be complaint that that
has not been granted which has never
been asked for ?

But there must be a reason for this de-
parture at right angles from the purposes
of tlio Traffic Association. Mr. Jacobs
lays that reason bare to the bones—the
managers were cowardly; fearful of an-
tagonizing the interior they attempted
t i ineiko it believe that the association had
the interior as well as metropolitan in-
terests at heart. With shameless hypoc-
risy they denied that San Francisco
wished to control interior trade and dom-
inate as a distributor. To give a color
to this sham, they inaugurated warfare
upon the Railroad Cqniinission, and
finally drifted into political agitation.

But the association has not, Mr. Jacobs
declares, over ten members in the inte-
rior, for all its effort. Ithas 200 members
in San F*rancisco, and ___i of them are
jobbers aud footing the bills ofthe con-'j
cern, with the definite and sole purpose *
of benefiting themselves only, and with- i
out any regard or concern whatever for
the interior except as a tributary to S.m

Francisco's dominance as a distributing
center.

Mr. Jacobs appeals to the association
to come out into the open; to have no fear
of the interior; to abandon political agi-

tation and hyprocrisy aud make a busi-

ness effort for a business end, and con- j
eludes by saying that, in his opinion— j

and no man has had deeper interest or j
concern in the association thau he —"the j
TrafficAssociation, as a business proposi- !

tion for the benefit of San Francisco, will
be a auceees; as et political organization it
will go to pieces."

We commend the letter to the people: it *
; concerns every man in the interior who j
I consumes a pound of provisions, or uses j

! a yard of cloth, or so much as an iron |
hoop. It coniirnis all the interior has I

I claimed relative to the Traffic Associa-
] tion and strips the mask from insincerity
and hyprocrisy.

to aristocracy, has limped before royalty
done obeisance to rebellion and dis-
loyalty.

These are not platitudes or campaign
vaporings; on the contrary, we atlirm it
as historical fact that the Democratic
party has been tho consistent foe of" the
homestead and. pre-emption laws, and
that during forty years it did battle in
aud out of Congress to prevent the sys-
tem tinder which our public lauds havo
been settled by the people. '

Itnever suggested Improvement or re-
reform of election laws, save in one in-
stance, where a young Democrat of San
Fraucisco, iv the name of a reform wing
of his party, proposed a law similar to
that of the present system. Itheis led in
no political, economical or moral reform ;
it never turned a hand to extend the area
of freedom ; it lilted not a linger to wipe
the stain of slavery from the National
escutcheon; it has used the vicious and
ignorant for party ends in defiance of the
naturalization laws; it never attempted
to put an effectual check upon the intro-
duction of anarchists, revolutionists and
the criminal and pauper classes of En-
rope; all such legislation sprang from
the sentiment underlying the Republican
party of which it was born.

The Democratic party has uniformly
and always opposed regulation of in-
fluences antagonistic to good order in
society; it favored and now urges the res-
toration of a financial system that once
overwhelmed the country with practical
bankruptcy; it has been the advocate and
is urging tho doctrine that office, trust
and administration constitute spoils that
shouid be distributed among party serv-
itors for party good rather than for the
promotion of the general-welfare and the
conduct of economic government.

It has ever been that mob violence,
rebellion, revolt and nullification have
had in their ranks more of the affiliates
of tho Democratic than of any otiier
party; it has been the one and onb* parU-
that has asserted tho non-equality of
human rights under tho Constitution and
the laws.

To restore that party to full power in

, in Fort Moultrie and fired from rebell-
ion's breastworks upon fated Sumter,

I willbo to intrust tho whole Government,
without check or restraint, to an organi-
zation that will be dominated at Wash-
ington, however patriotic men may cling
to it in the Xorth, by elements that have
neither forgotten nor forgiven the lesson
ofthe sixties, nor pardoned the Republi-
can party for saving the Xation, conquer-
ing peace in the name of the Union, re-

suming payments without shock, and
paying olf well to its end the most
gigantic debt ever heaped upou a nation.

All which the Democratic party in
platform and press, on stamp and in con-
vention pronounced Impossible; for it de-
clared that the war was a failure, saving
the Union was not to be accomplished,
specie payment could not be resumed,
and tbat the debt never could be paid.
