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JUDGE VAN FLEET RETIRES.

Kind Farewells From the Members
of the Sacramento Bar.

The Judge Says His Eight Years of
Service Here Were the Hap-
plest of His Life,

Judge W. C. Van Fleet formally stepped
down and off the Superior bench of Sac-
ramento County yesterday.

His honor’s resignation takes effect
Monday, but as yesterday was last courl
day, the occasion was made considerable
of by the bar. There was quite a gather-
ing of Sacramento’s legal lights when
court convened in the forenoon, and the
lobby was also well filled.

After taking his seat, Judge Van Fleet
said: **Asthe gentlemen of the bar are
aware to-day will practically end my ad-
ministration of this tribunal, and I wish
to take this occasion, since I may not
have another, to express to the bar, as
‘well as to the officers of the court my sin-
cere appreciation of the uniform courtesy
and kindliness of sentiment that has
characterized their conduct toward my-
self during the eight years that I have oc-
cupied the bench of this county.

NOT AN EASY JOB.

*“The administration of an important
judicial office is not a light task,”’ con-
tinued the Judge; not a bed of roses, so
to speak, and it is inevitable, perhaps,
ihat now and then unpleasant incidents
will occur to mar, temporarily, that per-
fect serenity of intercourse between court
and counsel which is always to be de-
egired. But looking back over the period

of my incumbency of this oitice my
mind reverts to no circumstance of a
character to leave an unpleasant im-

pression. There is no place where mu-
tual assistance and co-operation are so
essential to the best results as between
the judiciary and the bar; and no Judge
can hope to efficiently administer justice
without the cordial support and sympa-
thy of these members practicing before
him, and I feel that this has been es-
pecially true with me. At the time I as-
sumed the rights of this office I .was
younger in both years and experience,
and found myself beset with many mis-
givings. And I feel that whatever of suc-
cess 1 may have achieved is due very
largely to the kindly aid and intluence ot
the gentlemen who have practiced before
me. For this I shall always feel a sénse
of gratitude.”
HAPPILY DISAPPOINTED.

Ex-Judge S. Solon Holl, oneof the
oldest members of the bar, arose and re-
plied to Judge Van Fleet in pleasant
speech, “This being the lust active day
that your honor will oceupy the bench,”
he said, *and being about to depart to
other scenes and other employments, it
is but proper at this time fi be mem-
bers of the bar to express the tion
they have felt in the administration of
Justice since your honor has occupied
this bench, I confess that when your
honor first took this seat that I felt some-
thing of the apprehension which your
honor felt at that time. I felt that prob-
ably you was not bringing to this bench
the experience which ought to be brought
by one who presides in a position so im-
portant as this has been. I think that I
express the sentiment of the bar generally
when I say that we were all very happily
disappointed. I must say that I was for
one most happily disappointed, for I
found that your honor brought to the
discharge of the duties of this exalted
ofiice that state of mind which enabled
you to transact business to the entire
satisfaction, not only of the bar but of the
litigant in this court, and from that time
on the usefulness of the Judge of this
court has increased, and it is perfectly
safe to say, and I say it as one who has
some knowledge and experience on the
subject, that the duties of Judge of this
court have never been more ably or more
Taithfully discharged by any one who has
presided in this court than by your honor
since you have taken 3
bench. There is one g
Judge, arising out of the peculiar posi-
tion, and important position, that the
court occupies, that, above all other
qualifications, is the most important, that
is the qualification which the Judge of
this court possesses in a
DEGREL VERY FEW EVER POSSESS,
and that is, perfect integrity in the dis-
charge of the judicial functions, and there
is no higher quality that can be brought
to the bench than integrity in the dis-
charge of the duties of the office of Judge;
the power of the Judge is very great and
it is but too true, that ow ing to the man-
ner of the election of Judges in this coun-
try, it is not always the fortune, the
RO d fortune of people to have upon the
bench men of strict and unswery ing in-
tegrity. There is, so far as the bar of
ihis county is concerned, and so far as the
litigants in this court are concerned, and
S0 far as any body who has any knowl-
edge of the subject is concerned, there
has not been and there is not now anvy
question upon that subject, and it is
something of the utmostimportance. We
cannot always agree with Your honor in
your judgment—you differ very often—we
*very often think that your honor decides
a case as we think it ought not to be de-
cided, but there is no member of this bar
—that I know—that ever doubted that
Your honor decided a case according to
Your own ideas of the law and ut'ulhu
facts of the case—that it was the law and
the fact only that influenced your honor
in making this decision. I say this be-
cause I think it is due to your honor,
and I say it also because I think it is the
highest compliment that can be paid to a
judicial or any other oflicer. Personally,

Before you wentupon the bench and
while you have been upon the bench our
relations have been that of friends, and I
hope that they may continue to the end
of life.

LOSING AN ABLE JUDGE.

Hon. Charles T. Jones next addressed
the court., He said: *“If your honor
please, I am suffering from a cold this
morning, so I do not feel in good condi-
tion to make any extended remarks. But
I would not feel that I was doing my
duty as a member of the bar and as a
citizen of Sacramento County if I failed
to let this opportunity pass without say-
ing something., I feel that I can truth-
fully say that every member of the bar
and every citizen of the county of Sac-
ramento, regardless of politics, feel that
in the loss of Judge Van Fleet they are
losing an able, upright and honest Judge.
I do not know ot anything that is to be
taken as more of a compliment to a man
occupying a judicial position than to say
that he is honest. During the eight years
that Judge Van Fleet has occupied this
bench, in all his rulings, all his actions,
no matter how hull}' the case is contested,
either by client or lawyer, 1 never heard
his integrity once questioned. I recollect
well when he came to the city of Sacra-
mento to reside amongst us—a young
man—and commenced the practice of the
law, and when he aspired to the position
he now occupies a ditference of opinion
arose among the members of the bar as
to whether at that time he should aspire
oflice. He received the nomina-
and was elected. No Dbetter
compliment can be paid to a man than to
say that after be had been elected for one
term he came up for re-election and there
was no man to be found as a candidate
against him. There were two oflices to
fill at the time and there were many to
aspire to the other place, but there was
none to be found as a candidate against
Judge Van Fleet. He received the nomi-
nation and the opposite party indorsed it,
so that when he went before the people
the second time there was no one Lo run
against him. I say thatr was a compli-
ment. It is a compliment that any one
ought to feel proud of. And I trust as he
now severs his connection with us, that
when he enters the new comimunity,
he will receive from them the same com-
pliment he received here. 1 hoped
that when Judge Van Fleet left the bencn
here he should ocecupy a position on the
Supreme Court bench. 1 believed that
was his aspiration. I believe there are
members of the bar peculiarly titted for
the bench, and he is one, and that it was
best for the community, best for the
State and best for himself that he should
have retained the position he now occu-
pies until such time as we could elevate
him to a more elevated position. 1 trust,
though he leaves the bench now, that it
will ve temporary, and that the time will
not be long betore we elevate him to that
position which I believe he is titted aud
snould ocecupy.”

I'HE COURT'S THANKS,

Judge Van Fleet thanked the gentle-
men lervently for their kind expressions.
*It would be impossible for me to find
words to express my appreciation for
the kindly sentiment that has been given
voice to this morning,” he said. ‘I can
only add to what I have already stated.
And I trust I shall always be worthy of
the same degree of respect and sincere
friendship which has been expressed this
morning. Certainly, in any new tield of
labor which 1 shall seek, it will always

@

be my endeavor to retain the good will
- esteemn of my fellow-men. And I

rust when I return to the bar and meet
gentlemen who have practiced before me
during my term of ofiice, as I shall hope

| to at the bar, that we may meet upon the

same kindly plane and pleasant senti-
ment that we part with on this occasion.
I, of course, am as well aware as any one
in administering an oflice of this charac-
ter criticism 1s bound to come at times
and no man can expect to escape it.
Differences of opinion will arise in hotly
contested casesinvolving the most import-
ant rights of people and are bound to be
followed by adverse criticism from those
thinking they are right having lost. Itis
not entirely to my mind a thing to be re-
gretted that those occupying public posi-
tions are subjjcted to it which tends to

make them more careful, more con-
siderate of the rights of others
and to endeavor to steer a course

which will be as nearly in accord with
the principles of right and justice as is
possible to be attained by the human
mind. Of course the law is not an exact
science. Itis the framework of the hu-
man mind. And it must, of course, and
does, have its defects. The administra-
tion of the law may liken to the course of
the locomotive upon its iron track keep-
within the lines of its inflexible
rails, and it carries us to prosperity and
piness; but an attempt to detlect it

ng
ing

{ from its course a single inch in the inter-
| est of an individual or a particular in-

| stance, and you will meet with disaster

and ruin. So it is with the law. The
principles of the law are immovable and
tixed in the very nature of things, and
cannot always be deflected or bent to ad-
just itself to the countless circnmstances
which go to make up the sum of human
transaction, but is even-handed, fair and
impartial. The adjustment of legal prin-
ciples, as near to the circumstances of
each case as they can be brought, that
makes up the sum and substance of the
administration of the law. And itis in
that regard the Judge so essentially needs
and must rely upon honest, faithtful and
efficient help from the members of the
bar. It is that sort of help that I have
received that I feel isdue my success upon

| the bench, and I desire to express again

to the members of the bar my sincere
feelings of gratitude.”

LEVEE-BUI__LDING‘

Steps Taken by the Trustees to Legal-
ize Its Recent Action.

Ata special session of the City Trus-
tees, held yesterday, a conveyance was
presented and referred to City Attorney
Hart, assigning to the Southern Pacific
Company the right ceded to the city by
the Legislature in 1868 to remove earth
from the bed of the Aerican River, the
soil to be used for levee-building. The
convevance included the stream west of

Trustee Conklin, was so amended that it
relinquishes the right only in the stretch
from Seventh street to the Sacramento
River.

City Engineer Boyd submitted specifi-
cations for levee work under which the
board was to call for bids. These provide
for a levee beginning at Seventh and D
streets and running to the Sacramento
River, and thence to R street.

River and dewn to I street the embank-
ment must be four feet above high-water
mark., From I it will descend a grade to
K, where it will be three feet above high-
water mark. From there to R the hight
will be the same. The frontage on the
