
THE DEPOT ACT.

Reasons Why the Feop'e Should I
Vote For It.

TLo "Examiner" Mattes a Careful In-

vestigation of tiie Merits

of tho Kill.

In another column will be found a ,

number of interviews with men in a

situation to know the merits and de-
merits ofthe "San Francisco Bepot Act."

Tins Act provides lor the issuance of
the bonds of the State to the amount oi
six hundred thousand dollars with which
to construct a depot at the foot of Market
Btreet for the accommodation of the
traveling public and to facilitate the trans-
portation of freight.

These bonds are to bear 4 per cent, in-
. and are to be payable within

twenty years out of the earnings of the
water-front property under the control of
the State Board of Harbor Commis-
sioners.

Thero is a provision of the Constitution
which forbids any indebtedness in excess

\u25a0>.< tn be Incurred, except with the
consent of the people expressed at an
et'.-tie]!. Therefore, the "San Francisco
Depot Act" is made to depend upon the
vote of the people at the election to be
held on Tuesday next.

tt has bee:; asserted in many quarters,
and claimed by many people, that this
Act iaa scheme of tho Southern Pacific
Company for the purpose of obtaining a
valuable property, and of saddling the
burden of paying for it upon the state.

With the object ofdetermining whether
this claim was justified by the facts, and
to aid in the defeat of this measure if the
claim proved to be true, aud on the other
hand to relieve the Act of that unjust
criticism if the fact were found to be un-
true, the J has spared no pains
or labor in the investigation of this ques-
tion, and has reached the conclusion that

t is a measure deserving the un-
qualified indorsement of every citizen of
the "-tale, and certainly of every voter in
San Francisco.

The State is the owner of tbe entire
water front, which yields an annual reve-
nue of $600,000, collected from the indi-
viduals who have uso for the properly of
the stale in the transportation of persons
and freight. Every corporation and per-
son engaged in the business of transpor-
tation across tbe water front line of the
City and County of San Francisco pays
tribute to the State for tho use of this
property. The Southern Pacific Com-
pany pays, as it should pay, large sums"!'
money monthly and annually for tbe priv-
ileges whichitenjoys. There may be some
doubt as the wisdom of some of th details
concerning this Act, such as have been
pointed out iv the interview with Mr.

1 aulselL, but even ho concurs in the jus-
tice ofthe unanswerable claim "that tbe
Stale should furnish the best possible fa-
cilities to every oue doing business over
the water lrom, bat at tbe same time
make them pay for what they get, and
\u25a0tip in the bud all attempts of any to
obtain a controlling interest in those fa-
cilities."

And again, "Ofcourse the Southern
Pacific people will lie ontitled to facilities
for doing their business over the water
front, but all other roads willbe entitled
to their share."

That the business of the corporations
and individuals engaged in the trans-
portation ofpersons and freight from Ban
Francisco to adjacent points imperatively
requires better facilities than now exist
is* question upon which all persons are
agreed.

Dhe buildings at tho foot of Market
i;ri et -.ro nothing better than cattle sheds
and should certainly be replaced by com-

us and respectable, structures suita-
ble for our present and future purposes
and Deeds, unless thero be some control-
jng rt ason to the contrary.

As lias been pointed out in the inter-
view with William I>. English, ex-Presi-
dent of the State Board of Harbor Com-
missioners, it is impossible for the South-
ern Pacific Company or any other cor-
poration or any individual to obtain con-
trol of this depot, when built, or of any
of the other property ot the State, except
as leasees under tho will and at the

ire of tho Board of Harbor Com-
missioners, and upon such terms as they
may lix, however arbitrarily they may
fix them.

Therefore, the Stato has absolute and
unlimited control over the property. It
can lix the price which the Southern Pa-
cificCompany or anyjother corporation
or any individual must pay for the oae
and enjoyment of this depot when built.

No Board of Harbor Commissioners
could fail to make a charge which would
be a reasonable and fair return for the in-
vestment and for tho use of the property
ho built with the money of the State.

It is provided by tho Act that the
principal and interest of these bonds
Khali bo paid out of tbe earnings ot the
water front, and there is no possibility
that the people geuerally will ever be
obliged to jay one cent on account of tho

nee of the bonds authorized by the
Act. The people who uso the water front
willpay through tho Stato Board of Har-
bor Commissioners the moneys which
will finally redeem every dollar of prin-
cipal and interest incurred in tiieprose-
cution and completion ot the work.

So that the Act simply provides for the
prosecution of a public work of great im-
portance, imperatively demanded by our

cities, which, when completed, will
be owned by the State, and bo let to
many persons eagerly and anxiously de-
sirous of having it upon terms which the
State will lix, and which will bo there-
alter fairly remunerative.

The bonds authorized to bo issued will
bo finally paid by the very persons and
others like them to whom the Mate will
leaaethis property when completed. It
will be therefore seen that to.>re arc many
good reasons why the Act should be
adopted. Men may differ about the de-
tails, but in all ofits essential features the
Act is a good oue, contemplates a very
commendable improvement which will
involve no waste of money and which is
surrounded by every conservative safe-
guard. There is therefore no reason why
the people of this state should not aa a
business proposition authorize the con-
struction oi this building, which a private
individual similarly situated would uot

lie lor a single moment to construct.
To the people ol' Sau Franci- o there

are additional reasons why they should
heartily support tbe proposition to au-
thorize the Issuance of these bonds. The
building would bo an ornament to the
city and would replace barns that no citi-
zen can behold without experiencing a
blush ofshame for the local pride of his
home. Tbe money thereby put into Cir-

culation willafford employment to larsro
numbers of mechanics and other laborers,
and at the same time the expenditure be
absolutely devoid of burdens to the tax-
payer, for the reason that tiie taxpayer
willnever be called upon to pay any part
<n this principal or ii.terest.

There is a plain duly upon tho people
oi the State and upon the citizens of San
Francisco to authorize the issuance of
these bonds by voting in favor of tho
"Sau Francisco Depot Act."

WHY HE ROBBED A GRAVE.
A Negro Qomblerol Georgia Wanted a

Bight Hand Index Finger.
The negroes of the Southern States

bave many curious local superstitious.
Tbe almost universal luck charm among
them is the left hind loot of a graveyard
rabbit, but in gambling there arc special
charms, their oat ire varying with the
locality and other conditions. In Geor-
gia, for example, says the New York
Advertiser, the most highly esteemed
charm among negro gamblers is a bone
from the index finger of the right hand
of a woman. These bones, once ob-
tained, are objects of envy and venera-
tion, and readily command good prices.
An incident illustrating the ghoulish na-
ture of the superstition occurred recently
in Meriwether County, Georgia. Barnie
Almand is a prosperous young farmer.
On June 18th his wile died: on the 20th I
sho was buried. Three days later thero
was another burial at the same church-
yard. It was discovered then that Mrs.
Almand's new-made grave had been
tampered with.

When this became generally known, as
it did almost immediately, \\ illiam York,
another farmer, remembered noticing the
same thing the morning after the burial.
The gravo was opened by the lamily to
see, then, ifthe body had been stolen.
No, the coffin had been opened, but there
was the body. The lookers-on were hor-
rified tofind a second later that the long
white glove had been stripped lrom the
right arm aud the index linger of that
hand had been cut oil. Nobody could
understand it. In no other way "hail tiie
body been mutilated. It was taken to be
the work of some crazy person, and
tuere was great excitement in the neigh-
borhood over the discovery. Detectives
were employed to solve the mystery.

A few days ago one of the detectives
overheard a lot of negroes talking about
Rich Mitchell's luck bone. Mitchell is a
notorious negro gambler. Ho hat been
wearing the charm in a small red flannel
lag just over his heart, lie had shown
the bone to several negroes, but would
never tell where he got it. To one man
he stated that he "had gone into a grave
alter it." The charm really seemed to
bring exceptionally good luck. Rich
Mitchell was so lucky that it was hard to
find other negroes in tbe country to play
against him.

"He's fixed wid a luck bone," they
said. "He can't be beat."

The detective worked quietly for three
or four days, and then arrested Mitchell
for grave-robbery. The luck bone was
from Mrs. Almand's grave, cut from her
right hand the day after she was buriod.
The negro came very near being lynched.

Illustrated Lecture.
Rev. Joseph E. Roy of Chicago doliv- I

ered an entertaining lecture at the Con-
gregational Church last evening to a
fair audience, on the "Africo-Ameri-
cans" of the Southern States. He illus-
trated his lecture with stereoptioon views
of many iti the schools and colleges of
the South, devoted to the work of edu-
cating the colored people there aud equip-
p ng them for missionary work.

For some reason not fully explained
Mr. Roy greatly abbreviated his lecture,
which lasted but little over half an hour,
but as the entertainment was free no
one could complain of not getting his
moneys worth.

Mutton Chops Grilled.
Cut tho chops an inch thick, either from

the loin or the best end of the neck; if
lrom the latter, the bones must bo shor-
tened a little, writes Mary Barrett Brown
in the Ladies' Home Journal. Remove
all superfluous fat and season each chop
by pressing in a mixture of salt, nepper
and powdered herbs; then dip each chop
in warmed butter aud grill on a hot,
well-greased gridiron, over a clear fire,
from eight to ten miuutes. according to
thickness. During the process of cook-
ing the chops require to be frequently
turned, in order that they may be done
equally, and for this purpose use a pair
oi steak tongs. By inserting any sort of
a sharp instrument into meat that is !
cooking wo provide a ready means of
escape for the juices which the meat con-
tains, and thus, being deprived of its best
element, i; becomes dry and taste.ess.
When cooked, place each chop, just
siigiuly overlapping its neighbor, upon a
hot disii; pour over each a dessert-spoon-
ful of hot butter and a tablespoonful of
boiling mushroom ketchup, and serve
immediately.

RECIPES.
Tomato Butter —Twenty pounds of ripe

tomatoes, ten pounds of brown sugar, two
tablespoonfuls of ground cinnamon, two
tablespooafa—i of ground cloves, two ta-
blespoonluls of ground allspice, three or
lour sliced lemons, ono quart good eider
vinegar. Remove the skins, mush the
tomatoes up line and remove ihe bard
parts. Mix all the ingredients together
and put them in a preserving kettle and
boil three or four hours. When cool put
in sealed jars.

Rice and Apple Pudding—Soak evap-
orated apples and chop small. Mixthree
cups of tqe apples with one cup washed
rice with or without one or two spoon-
fuls dessicated cocoanut. Fill even full
with the apple juice or water, and cook
three or (bar hoars in double boiler (iv a
bowl, not in metal). Serve warm or cold
with or without dressing. This can be
baked in a pipkin in a slow oven.

Broiled Sardines—lTaco within a double
broiler one dozen good-sized, boneless
sardines and broil for two minutes over a
brisk lire. Serve on hot toast with butter
and accompanied with quarters of lemon.
Tiie sauce is made by mixing a teaspoon-
fui of very finely-chopped parsley to one
ounce of half a lemon, flavor with nut-
meg very slightly.

Roast Shoulder of Veal—A roast shoul-
der of veal makes a very tempting dish
when served on a bed ol boiled macaroni
and mushrooms. After you have taken
Hie drippings from the pan put in about
a quarter of a pound of boiled macaroni
cut in six-inch lengths and half a dozen
mushrooms. Let the veal roast over tbo
macaroni on the ra,-k about six minutes
longer. Then take up the veal. Pour a
good (ream sauce into the pan with the
macaroni anil mash rooms and let them
cook about six minutes longer in the
oven. At the end of this time pour tbem
around tho veal ou the platter aud serve
the dish at once.

Miik shake—To three and one-half
pounds of granulated sugar add two
quarts of boiling water and let it simmer
until it is entirely dissolved. It is notnecessary to boil. Aftercooling add three
teaspoonfuls of extracts, any flavor, and
a small lump of citric acid will improve
the syrup. Citric acid is harmless, as it
is used In the manufacture of all the lem-
on drops on tbe market and may be put
in in quantities to suit the taste.

Spanish Pulls —Put into a saucepan half
a pint of water and a quarter of a pound
of butter; stir it till it boils, ami mix iv
live tablespooululs of Hour; stir it well
together and 'add six yolks and four
whites of eggs, two at a time; let it cool,
ami with a dessert spoon drop it into boil-
ing clarified dripping or laid. To mal;e
ginger pull's a teaspoocful of pounded
ginger may be added.

Icing for Cake—Beat the whites of two
eggs to a stiff, dry troth, so that it forms

a lump when beaten, and slides in a solid
mass from ihe dish. Add a large tea-
cupful of granulated sugar, beat it well
into the eggandmix with it two drops
of vinegar. This makes it dry quick and
prevents cracking, it flavoring is de-
sin d a very lew- drops.

Egg Broth—Beat an eggvery light nnd
pour en itgrai ually halfa Dint ofboiling
wator, very slowly at lirst, and stirring
tho mixture vigorously to prevent curd-
ling. Sugar or salt to taste.
