Mr. Nourse goes there to takelcharge of
the financial interests of the company, of
which he was Secretary in this city. The
company owns a group of four mines
there, embracing the ancient Carizel,
the Carizeli del Norte, the Finalais and
Rascone, which are now being devel-
oped and all of which promise to become
bonanzas of ,wealth to the stockholders,
nearly all of whom reside in this city.

The old Carizel ledge has been opened
for a distance of a thousand feet or more,
by a tunnel, and a Jarge quantity of ore
taken out. A letter was received a few
days ago from Superintendent Myers
stating that an up-raise had been com-
pleted from the end of the tunnel to con-
nect with the old workings some two
hundred feet above. This was done
chiefly to ventilate the mine, but in pros-
ecuting the work a new and extensive
body of ore was developed.

A few weeks ago Superintendent Myers
started up asmall Mexican smelter which
the company has on the ground, and
worked a considerable quantity of ore
which averaged 360 to the ton. Additional
smelters of the primitive Mexican pat-
tern are being constructed, and it is the
purpose of the company to work the old
Carizel ore while developing its other
ledges. Two of these have been opened
to a considerable depth and tound to con-
tain excellent grades of ore, while the old
Carizel ledge has been traced through the
extension, or Carizel del Norte.

The company—whose stockholders com-
prise about ninety citizens of this city
has buildings, water reservoir and all the
necessary appliances for working its
mines, but will not be able to turn out
bullion rapidly until a iarge and modern
smelter is erected. Its business has
reached that stage, however, where it has
been found necessary to send a book-
keeper and accountant to the mines to re-
lieve the Superintendent, so that the lat-
ter may devote his entire attention to the
development of the mines,

Under the by-laws of the company each
stockholder is limited to a certain num-
ber of shares, in order to prevent the con-
trol of the property from falling into the
hands of a few.
