WHICH IS THE BOSS ?

The City's Present Double-Headed j

Police Department.

Conflict of Authority liefwoen Chlel

and Captain—The Reeves In-

surance Fraud Case.

Mention was made in the Record-
Union yesterday morning of the arrest

of Richard Beeves, on tho complaint ot
George Kromer, who charged him with
attempting to collect money ou a fraud-
ulent insurance policy issued on the life
of his v iie and in his favor.

The alleged facts o/ the case are that
Reeves applied to Kromer for the policy
and introduced as his wife a strong,
healthy woman. The latter passed a
satisfactory examination, and a
policy was issued. This was early in
September last, at which timo the real
Mrs. Keeves was nearly dead from c >!.-

Bumption. She died a lew weeks later,
and when Reeves presented the pro
her demise and applied lor the amount of
tho policy, Kromer became suspicious
and started an investigation, at the same
time notifying iho otacials of his com-
pany.

This is, indeed, a pretty state of affairs
—when a subordinate attempts to take
upon himself authority to override the
executive officer of the Police Depart-
ment, upsets the lalter's plans tortile
furtherance ol the ends of justice, and so
conducts himself as to encourage in-
subordination, and add to the Ueun ral-
ization of the Police Department.

Uut it U no loss strange than that a ma-
jorityofthe I'.liee Commissioners, hav-
ing full knowledge of the situation,
should allow sw.-ii a condition ofaffairs to
exist, Ji is apparent that tho position of
Captain ot the Police is being use<: for far
different purposes than those contem-
plated by that clause in the law which
provide.-, for such an officer.

The office should be an adjunct to that
of the Chief, instead of being used to
bolster up a rival authority thereto, as
has been done, l.'ndor the present re-
gime the Police Department has been rent
by dissensions and jealousies; subordi-
nates have openly defied their Chief, and
the latter has no redress.

For the sake of justice and good gov-
ernment the sooner something can I c
done to break up the present disgraceful
condition of affairs the better it will be.
Fortunately the ti:ne i» not far distant
when the Chief ofPolice alone will he rc-
spousible for the efficient conduct of his
department. Under tho new charter
there can be no repetition of the rebellious
and demoralizing state of affairs that is
now bringing opprobrium upon the Police
1 department.

THE UBIQUITOUS TOMMY.

Another Uncertain Story of" the Alleged
Arrest ot Tom Lawtoa.

There has been for several days a rumor
alioot that some sharp detective in the
Last had Tom Lawton, the Tullis mur-
derer, ''staked ont" while waiting for the
assurance of a reward for his arrest, and
that the elusive and übiquitous Thomas
is now in irons.

Under Sheriff Bugbey informed a ici<-
okd-Union reporter yesterday that if
Lawton is under arrest tho fact is not
known at the Sheri;! "s office.

The murderer haw, according to reports.
been arrested about nine hundred times
since he escaped from Sacramento twelve
years ago, hill somehow they never had
111;' right man.

The truth is s Tom Lawton could have
walked—and, it is believed, did walk-
through tin; streets ot this city, after com-
mitting the crime for which is wanted,
with liilie ioar of detection. There were
not, probably, two men on the police
force at that time who could identify him,
and it is doubttul ifhe could be identified
to-day ii iie were to show up in this city.

He was a diminutive creature who, al-
though wellknown to many di tho round-
ers, hut never attracted any attention,
and was b-u-ely known to the officers.
Tho descriptions of him that were pub-
lished at that time would not lithim now,
and ifhe be alive he will not likelyever
be arrested unless, like tlio <;reeuwoou
murderer, he gives himself away.

A RAVING MANIAC.

now and then he would mount a table
and give a Bowery song and dance, but
before any one could reach the door to
escape he would assail them. The priest
finally flung up a window, thrust his

' head out and cried "Murder!" lustily.
Crowds had collected, but could do noth-
ing until a crowbar was procured and the
door forced open. Even then the lunatic
resisted the efforts of a half-dozen sal wart
men to capture him.

Finally he was overpowered and taken
to jail. Here he displayed another phase

i of insanity, a most abject, cowering fear
of being killed,and kept up a constant
cry: "Don't let them kill me!"
