COSTLY RESIDENCE BURNED.
Cornelias Vanderbilt's Summer Villa

at Newport Destroyed by Fire.
Newpobt (li. L),Nov. 25.—The elegant!

and costly summer resideucoof Cornelius
Vanderbilt, known as the "Breakers"
was totally destroyed by lire this after-
noon, together with all the valuable con-
tents of the villa. The tire was discov-
ered by Vanderbilt himself about 4:30
o'clock. A telephone message was sent j
for the fire department, but the lire i
great headway, and before the apparatus
reached the soene, which is nearly two i
miles from the station, the fire was l>e-
yond control. Even when the depart-
ment arrived they were handicapped by
an insufficient number of hydrants. Van-
derbilt himself stated that nothing could
be dorm to save the property, as the whole
building, save tiie servants' quarters,
was a roaring furnace when the depart- 'mr-nt arrived.

A portion of tii" furniture was saved, I
but insignificant, either in quantity or ;

va ac, when compared with that lost. 'All the rich tape-tries, rare paintings,
valuable bric-a-brac, elegant decorations
and furnishings, wearing apparel and
rare and costly articles of every descrip-
tion were destroyed.

The character ofthe furniture and deco-
rations may be judged from the fact that
in a single hall there were bung tapestries

i estimated to be worth $50,000 or more.
Vanderbiltand his family found tem-

porary refuge in tlie gardener's cottage,
on the premises. Vanderbilt could give

ROSLYN BANK-ROBBERS.

Three Members of the Gang Run
Down by Officers in Oregon.

DESPERATE CHARACTERS WHO TER-
RORIZED THE PEOPLE.

Au Unknown Youujr Man Makes a

I'robably Successful Attempt at

Suicide Near MarysvlHe by Cut-
ting His Throat From Kar to Ear—

Stabblue Affray at Wh.eatla.nd — A
SUeepherder Shot and Killed by a

Farmer.

Tacoma (Wash.), Nov. 25.—A Ledger

special from Arlington, Or., says : Three
men, identified as members of the gang
who robbed the Roalyn Bank in Septem-
ber last and secured f10,000, arrived here
to-day in charge ofSullivan and deputies
of Tluel's Detective Agency, having been
captured in the mountains. They are
desperate characters and for years have
been a tenor to the people living in the
vicinity. They are believed to bo the
same sang who robbed two other banks
daring the past year in a similar manner.
( iflicera are now in pursuit of the balance
ofthe gang and expect to capture them in
a few days. An effort was made by con-
federates to rescue the prisoners, but
failed. The prisoners were taken west
this afternoon on tho train to Portland.

MBAQKR DETAILS OF THE CAPTUBE.
Poktlakd tor.,, Nov. 25.—Word

reached here this evening from Arling-
ton, Gilliam County, (ir., that three of tlie
live men who robbed in.- first National
Bank at Roalyn on September 23d last,
hail been captured In the hills near there.
Only meager details of the capture have
been received at. ThiePs Detective Agency
in tins city.

It is learned that a posse of about
twenty-five men, consisting of the iSher-
iils of surrounding counties and a num-
ber of Thiel's men, was formed on Sun-
day last, and started in pursuit of tiie
men, who had been located by detectives.

The entire band ofrobbers, whose head-
quarters are known to be in liill-
lam County, number twenty or twenty-
live. It is thought they have been oper-
ating ail over the Pacific Cuast, robbing
banks am! holding up trains.

The first clue to the rendezvous of the
gang was obtained by finding a hor.~e
which one of the robbers hud left near
Kilensburg. After some time it was as-
certained that the animal was owned in
Gilliam County. After following the
trail of the robbers several days the posse
came upon them and an engagement took
place, in which it is supposed one of the
robbers was wounded. Next day rags
with which tho men had dressed the
wounds were found. This clue was fol-
lowed up and it was learned that the
robbers went toward the Columbia
River.

From the accounts of the capture re-
ceived itis supposed that the posse came
upon the three men when they were oil
guard and raptured them without re-
sistance, it nas feared that the remainder
of the gang would attempt to rescue tho
prisoners, as they are known to be well
armed and desperate. The three menwere identified oy Dr. Lyons, who was
in the Roslyn bank at tho time oftherobbery, lie passed through this city
yesterday, having been summoned to
identify the men in case their capture
was effected.

That the Couaptrt-lier ofCurrency, with
the approval of the Secretary of tho
Tr< asury, be employed u> reiu ye officers
ami directors of banks for violations of
law; that the law be so amended as to
prohibit otaceris or employes of a bank
borrowing its funds in any manner, ex-
cept upon application to :uid approval by
the Hoard of Directors.

In a chapter in regard to circulation,
the Comptroller says: "Soiled paper
money is popularly believed to be a po-
tent means of disseminating infectious
and contusions diseases. Tho Bank of
England never reissues a note. The
statute provides tor tho redemption of
i'nited stages notes when so mutilated or
injured a* to be unlit for llae, and says
the accumulated tilth of continuous ifso
is limit for circulation and should 1
deemed. Send in the old, and let the i
people have new and clean money."

National bank notes, says the Comp-
troller, have furnished currencyadequat
to the wants oi the public, sound, ejastic
and beyond criticism. This form oi cur-
rency should be continued as the money
oi the future. The Comptroller argues
against Siat6 bank notes, and s.iys i ou-
gresa must, under the Constitution, pro-
vide all money that possi ssea lull, debt-
paying power. By every consideration of
sound business principles, it should pro-
vide all the money the country requires.
No public interest can be served by
dividing ibis function with forty-four
States. Every period of financial de-
pression in the past has resulted in tho
suspension of spi eie payments, more or
i. h general, by the backs; that is, re-
suited in the inabilityof the banks to re-
deem tlieir notes. The same conditions j
would produce similar results in the |
future if State bank notes were allowed |
to circulate. Their acceptance is not j
voluntary: it becomes a necessity. The I
wealthy class could provide themselves
with means of discriminating against i
notes of weak banks, and, if tney found
themselves possessed of any, would pro- j
ceed to work them oil' upon their less •
fortunate neighbors. That is the record'
of the past; it would be the experience ol j
the future. I

NEWS FROM ABROAD.

English Delegates Try to Break
Up the Monetary Conference.

THEY RECEIVE A DECISIVE CHECK.
HOWEVER

Senators Allison and Jones Sot Forth
tho American Suggestions, liasiujr

Them on the General View of tho

Monetary Situation in This Coun-

try —An Apparently Prosperous

Canadian Farmer Turns Out to be
a Cunning Swindler.

London, Nov. 25.—Sir William Vernon

Hareourt, Chancellor of the Exchequer,
has instructed the English delegates to
tbo Brussels conference to expedite the
deliberations bo as tobring the conference
to an end within a few weeks. Itis
learned from high authority that ifthe
conference is prolonged beyond three
weeks the leading English representa-
tives would return to London, leaving
the less important member to watch the
proceedings. Advices from Brussels
show opposition to prolonged debates
opened with the English delegation.
They only finally consented to sitting on
each alternate day on finding they stood
alone. The incident has created the Im-
pression among members of the confer-
ence and Brussels oilicials that the Brit-
ish delegatea want to break up the meet-
ing or cause it to fail to achieve definite
results. They received a decisive check,however, as a majority of delegates
evince every disposition togo thoroughly
into tho matter until it is examined to the
bottom.

Gladstone will return to Hawarden on
Thursday. Though the Cabinet does notresume councils until January, the .Min-
isters and committees will continue to
meet. The industry of the Ministers is
unprecedented, but an unmistakable
symptom of general apprehension of the
early collapse of the Government is
found, in tact, no privato bills being pre-
pared for Parliament.

MONETARY COKFHHEKi E.

American Snggoatlona Set Forth by
Senators Allison and Jones.

Brussels, Nov. 26.—The Internationa]
Monetary Conference resumed its sitting
this morning. .Senator William B. Alli-
son and .Senator John P. Jones set forth
the American suggestions, basing them
on the general view of the monetary sit-
uation in tho United States and countries
represented in the conference. Great
secrecy is observed concerning the
American proposal. S. M. Montelioro
Levi, President ofthe conference, objects
positively to anything in regard to them
being published. Alfred de Rothschild
willsubmit the suggestions on behalf of
Great Britain. The American delegates
submitted a resolution declaring that in
the opinion of the conference it isJesira-
ble that means be found for increasing
the use of the silver currency system of
the nations. A document prepared by
tho American delegates and presented
with resolutions explained that they
wished that an opportunity be afforded
to them ti> consider their plans. Atthe
Mime time they submitted a general plan
on bimetallism offered by the United
states, showing that the re-establishment
and maintenance ofa fixed parity between
gold and silver, and tho continued use of
both as coined money of full debt-paying
power, would be productive ofimportant
bouei'M to the world.

PROPOSALS OF tin: AMERICANS.
Bui ssels, Nov. 25.—The proposals

made by the American delegates at yes-
terday's session of the Monetary Confer-
ence were printed in Kuglish and French
and distributed among the del.
