James Whitcomb Riley Before a Sac-

ramento Audience.

lie Pntortalns Ills Hearers by Ills In-

lmitablo Drolleries and -eutl-

niont—Anain To-N'lclit.

The Congregational Church was
crowded far beyond its seating capacity
v ith thoso who wished to hear and see;
.nunc.-, Whitcomb Riley, under tho aoaj l-
ees of the Sacramento Lecture Associa- !
tion, last evening, and tiie audience
proved very appreciative and enthusias-
tic. The evening's entertainment began
with a piano solo by Theodore Mertens,
a.v i- which Mr. Riley was Introduced.

The "Hoosier'' poet and hum. irist was
•! with a round of applause. He

began Ids brief introductory speech in iu-
formai and slow tones that verged upon
a drawling style of speech. It was soon

apparent, liow ever, lhat lie was master of
the situation, and tliat his audience was
prepared to laugh or sigh upon the least
provocation.

He began by stating that tho dialect se-

lections be would give were meant to be
truthful and common to middle America,
rather than to the extreme West. He
denominated the dialect produced to lie
tbe voice of Nature, aud from tlie heart.
And held tbat it meant something more
.ban smooth tone or bad grammar, and
ie believed the time would come when it
vould be more than ever appreciated as
lignitied and sincere as ezpressvie of

natural and homely sentiment. His
studies, lie said, were taken from the liio
ami people and pioneer "Hoosiers."

His first selection was the story of a
farmer's quarrel with a neighboring far-
mer, jind the story was told in the words
oi the larmer himself, in rather rugged
my me.

The selection, as were all that followed.
Was full offeeling, natural sentiment and
humor, but Mr. Riley's manner of recit-
ing, Ins facial expression and his entire
demeanor captivated Ids hearers more
to.m Ins words, and at ome put them in
an easy, appreciative mood.

"That idd Sweetheart of Mine" was
given with great force of expression and
in a style which seemed peculiarly nat-
ural to the lecturer.

His character sketch oftbo stock-dealer's
courtship was also given in a very aura, t-
Ive and natural manner, which kept ids
bearers between Laughter and seriousness
and wholly oiir.ipt.

His rendition of a brother's letter, re-
calling old times at "Old AuntMary's,"
drew _ vivid picture of country lanes,
barefoot boys and rural scenes, and was
produced with a pathos and truthfulness
ofexpression tbat thrilled many a breast.

He was most humorous in his narrative
ofa city teacher's address to a country
school, and in the story of the crippled
Soldier borne irom the field by a com-
rade, us a . ountry boy tried to tell it.

Tbe school teacher from the city as as
depicted as one of the most esthetic. With
eyeglasses an I drawl, and he disserted in
incomprehensible language upon "object
lessons." Mr. Kiiey impersonated tlie
character to perfe -lion, and when he pro-

The story of the soldier was given in
the inimitable way of an overgrown
country boy. It was that a soldier in a
l ere., battle had ids leg snot away. He
called a comrade, who undertook to bear
him irom tbe held, but while being
borne off on his comrade's shoulders the
wounded man's bead wns taken off by a
second cannon ball. The faithful com-
rade, however, did not know of his bur-
den's secon I misfortune, and continued
<-n his way to tiie rear bearing his decap-
itated friend.

Finally lie was hailed by an officer,
who asked him what he bad mere. When
told the man's leg was shot off, the offi-
cer replied, "iii-. bead is shot oti, you
lubber!" Thereupon the good Samari-
tan threw down hia burden, as he ex-
claimed: "I'll oe durned if it ain't!
Why, tlie dum cuss toll me himself that
it was his leg!"

The story may have been an old one to
some, but it was never told with so good
ellect.

Mr. Riley concluded with some tales of
boyhood days, and was so loudly encored
in bis finish that he was obliged to apolo-
gize and excuse himself on account of
hoarseness.

UP THE RIVER.

Farmer Carroll Says Its Navigation is
Really in Danger.

The Feather Rlvor Crevasses and tho

Jacobs Break should bo Re-
paired nt Once.

In a letter to the Record-Union, P.
Carroll of Nicolaus, Sutler County, again
calls attention to the danger that threat-
ens the navigation ol the Sacramento
Kiver north ofthis city, and the Feather,
in consequence of levee breaks that are
left open. Mr. Carroll says:

I have made au inspection of tlie break
in the levee beiovv the town ot .Nicolaus,
and 1 must say that our worst fears are
about to be realized. The Levee Com-
missioners visited tho break to see ifit
was advisable to try and stop it. They
came to the conclusion that they were
not equal to the task, and that if there is
anything done it must be by the Govern-
ment.

This break is of more than local eon-
corn. It means tho closing of navigation
on the Feather in low water; it means the
damage ofa large body of valuable land;
it means the changing of the channel ol
the river down through the American
Basin to an entrance into tbo Sacramento
at the north end of your city, and n will
be well for the people down there to have
their houses in g;>od order, especially
those on the west side, for the next Uo id
must send the whole volume down that
way.

The boatmen tell us that already the
river begins to be slack below the Jacobs
break ou tho Sacramento, and as a conse-
quence the river beiovv is tilling with
sand.

Now, tho proper solution of the river
problem at .Nicolaus is a cut-off on the
west side, beginning opposite the town of
Nicolaus and bringing it out again at the
Nelson mound. This would give a
straight channel clear to the mouth. It
is tlie straight channel that discharges the
water best. Where there is much bend
and resistance there is the place where it i

is most likely to give way, for there the |
water willpile aud ihe pressure will be
greater—something our engineers seem
not to have counted on in laying out
levees.

Now, if the Government is going to do
anything as it ought to ue done, it must
work fora straight river. It will be the
cheapest in the end, because it will be
the s ifost. By all means we should have
a statu Kiver Commission, having power
to condemn land when wante i. for it
may be the General Government possesses
uo >ucli power withm the jurisdiction of
tin-state. The coming Legislature should
not neglect ithis. something must i c
done, and thai right away, or we shall
wake up when it is too late,

I am told there is enough loose material

uot be allowed to escape, for mat is the
only salvation ot the rivers.

In the meantime the landholders and

Legislature. vVho will nnike the call?

tion, submitted a report, in wliich ho \
stated that in tlie suit of the couniy of I

the condition of the Yuba River, Mr.

carried in the water at this place was one-
lemh of 1 per ceut. lnthe samples taken
on November 20th of tliis year, the per-
centage was one-fourth, or two aud a hall'
times as much.

mahaoeb Wilbur's deductions.
Commenting on this analysis, the man-

ager said: "liy the above figures, it is
seen that tbis river in November, Is!..
carried in suspense about double the
quantity of debris that it did in the year
'8-8; that the latest observations" are
shortly after the miners m convention I
had promised to cease dumping debris
into tberivers, or v. here i could escape
into the rivers, and otter our watchmen
bad been reduced in numbers.

'ihe manager also gave a detailed

account of the regular watchmen of
tlie association and the extra men that i
bad been employed for that purpose, and :

the information gained by them.
During the mount Mr. Wilbur, in

company with R. T. Devlin, attorney of
the association, and two civil engineers,
made a preliminary examination of the
North Bloomliekl mine, with the object
of determining the feasibility and cost of
a cross-section survey wbich would show
the capacity of the restraining reservoirs
ami the amount of material in sight that
can be mined. The engineers submitted
a minute account of the plan to be pur-
sued in arriving at this result, and the
probable cost of the same. The manager
was given full power to act in the
premises.

LOTS OF e'I.AV.

A letter from Kdward Woodruff, speak- j
ing of the vast amount of pipe clay in |
the .North Bloom held deposits and the
danger oi the valley lands below in let-
ting this quantity of deleterious matter
loose upon the lands below, was read.

Attention was called by one of the
members of the committee Irom tho
upper counties to the incipient danger to
the upper Sacramento by hydraulic min-
ing, and steps will be taken to prevent
the destruction oi this stream, and avoid
in time the injuries caused in the past to
tbe other valuable streams of California.

Many matters of minor importance
and of detail were discussed, But it was
agreed tliat there sliouid be no more
foolishness in dealing wiih the hydraulic
mining evil, nil matter what men it
might require to patrol the mountains or '
sinews of war to carry on the tight.

HONITOEtS READY.
It was shown by the report submitted

to tlie committee that over a hundred
monitors wero in place, amply supplied
with water, to be tinned upon the bills
and to pursue their work of destruc-
tion, unless extreme vigilance was used I
to prevent Some are now running in |
the absence of watchmen, but this will
lie remedied by the employment of addi-
tional men and the prompt prosecution of
every man wbo will not obey tbe law.

At tlie close of tl.e meeting tlie associa- j
tion took up the question of the improve-
ment ofthe Sacrjimeiito River by closing
the Jacobs Slough, and, after allowing the
monthly bills, adjourned at a late hour. !
