His recom-
mendations were always regarded with
favor. when tbe Southern Pacific
Company was organized Mr. Miller be-
came Secretary, and held that oflice until
about three years ago, when be asked to
be relieved, jind '..

HOW COLUMBUS LOOKED.
I l»en Portraits of tho Oreat Discoverer

by Contemporaries.
In the opinion of Henry lljiiris.se, who

lias made Columbus the study of his life,
sjivs the New York Tribune, and wbo is

j universally regarded as tlie foremost ol''all Columbian scholars, there is Dot ...
| siugle autneutic likeness among the
i countless engraved, sculptured jin.tpaint-
ed portraits tliat pretend to reproduce tbe
features of America's discoverer. Since
tbey are, without exception, more or n _a
fanciful, there is hardly any better way of
bringing Columbus before the mind's eye
just as the man really stood and walked
uiion the earth than to read « hat has been
written about bim by those who knew
hiiu personally, and by historians ol later
date.

Mtrangely enough, tho gossiping letter-
| writer and officialroyal chronicler, Peter
Martyr, iioes not condescend tn describe
the personal appearance of Columbus,
although he was well acquainted with
him. Hut in an unauthorized translation
iuro Italian oi Peter Martyr's tirst "l>e-
caiie,"' made in 1301, ana published a;.
Venice in 1504, is interpolated the most
an.-lent peu portrait of the great navi-
gator. This book isso excessively rare

Another contemporary portrait of Co-
lumbus is embodied in the biography
usually ascribed to his son Ferdinand,
although a few later critics are disposed
to believe it the work of some other pen.
There it is affirmed that: "The Admiral
was a man of gooel sh:ipe and more than
middling stature, with a long face and
with cheeks a little full, though neither
fat nor lean. He had an aquiline nose
and light eyes, a white complexion set off
with 3 bright oolor. ln his youth he bai
fair hair, but whon he was 30 years old it
bad all turned white. in eating and
drinking, aud also in the adornment of
his person, he was very spairing and
modest."

1 >\ iedo, tbe historiographer of the In-
dies, was a boy of 15 and a page at court
when Columbus was received by Ferdi-
nand and Isabella on his return from his
lirst memorable voyago. and he had
other opportunities ol seeing tlie famous
Genoese, although he is not known to
have been ou intimate terms with him.

aye Ji_r" and robust in build, with bright

jeyes, and his other features veil propor-
tioned, his hair being very red and his
face somewhat high-colored and freckled.
