110 'Will Hurry lp the "Work nnd

Will Havo tho Building Finished

in Eight Mouths.

N. J. Edbrooke, Supervising Architect
of Government Buildings, and his lirst
assistant, Frank Grygla, arrived in Sac-
ramento last night, direct from Washing-
ton, and registered at tho Goldeu Eagle
Hotel.

The officials come here to hurry up the
work on the now Postofflce building in
coarse ofconstruction in this city. Mr.
Edbrooke said Ust night that lie and Mr.
Grygla wanted to look over the building
and decide upon what was needed iv the
way ofinteriorwork, now that most of tho
Outside work is done, and as soon as thoy
reached an agreement the contract would
lie let. He says thoy intend to have the
interior in keeping with the haudsome
exterior, ifnot even more elegant.

Tho building, when completed, says the
Supervising Achitect, will be tlio hand-
somest Government Btructure in any city

ranieiilo's si/.o in tho luited States.
nnd the Capital City has reason to be
proud of it.

Itis proposed bythe Government offi-
cials to consider, in connection with other
matters, the advisibilily of lighting the
i-nlire building with incandescent lights
nnd provide other electrical conveniences.

The power tor moving tbe elevator will
also bo considered.

( Uie of the first things to be attended to,
though, will be tho laying of a line stono
walk on Seventh and X streets. An iron
fence will surround tbe building, pro-
tecting the basement windows, as well as

strians, and attention will be given
to the lawn, and shrubbery will orna-
ment two sides ol the building.

Tbo Supers ising Architect says the peo-
j le of Sacramento can count on seeing tho
new building completed in eight months.

Tho second paper on
"The Leicester Corportion Art Gallery"
is given and is fully illustrated. A paper
by tho editor of tho magazine is devoted
to Jianiel Vierge, the Spanish artist,
whom Mr. Speilman describes as "one of
the most brilliant artists who ever drew
with the pea."

accents saying: "Internal idiots! when
shall I teach you to respect Charles
Keade?"—London Daily Telegraph.-— .

Thought is the motive power ofall defi-
nite action, and, liko any motive power,
it cannot be utilized while dormant;
therefore, I say unto all, think.'

Use the inherent power which God has
given you, for by so doing you can de-
velop it into more beneficial results.
History and observation prove this as-

< olumbus had a thought that probably

; thero wero othor lands beyond the coasts
of Europe, anu that thought—whether
acted Irom by him or others—was the
motive power which added to tlio thouknown world the continents of America,
t.aliioo had a thought that the earth andother heavenly bodies were in motion,
lollowing orbits prescribed by some un-
comprehended power, and that thought
has developed into modern astronomy.

And so ofall the sciences, and arts, and
inventions, and discoveries; our present
knowledge is but the development of
thought originating in someone. In fact,
our wholo civilization is but the result of
thinking, and one of its wonders is the
lacility with which we can acquire the
knowledge which has resulted from past
generations of devoted thinkers. Many
men of eminent int< llects have spent the
working ponion oftheir lives developing
and arranging proofs of single ideas, and
wool modern times can pick up books

; which record their, observations and
i studies for decades, and in a few hourswo are comparatively familiar with tbo

accumulations of their prolonged efforts.Certainly we aro living in the most
favored age of earth, enjoying all the ben-
efits conferred upon the world by past
tiiinkers,;and Iam sure that we shall per-
petuate and add to this accumulation for
the enjoyment and enlightenment of

; future generations.
All thinkers do not think alike, nor is

it desirable that they should; ior if they
did the exclamation of the effete old epi-cure that "thero is nothing new under
tbo sun" would be literally true. It is
the development of new thoughts—often
originating in humble and obscure indi-
viduals—m hich constitutes progress, and
not the following of precedent, which
ought to liave been abolished long ago as
a bar to improvement.

Nothing loss than perfection is worthy
to ho set up as an established rule, and
surely tho sociology and current law of
even so-called civilized nations is very
far from perfection.

A mau thinks that some wav might be
devised for performing a certain kind of
work more expeditiously, and lie works
from that thought until be produces a

| machine which performs perhaps more
than he expected. Another man thinks

I that some force in nature might be con-trolled and directed to perform some
sorvico for mankind, and he works iromihat thought until he develops possibili-

| ties which had seemed unattainable.
The world is full ofsuch thinkers nowand the wisest men will not presume topredict what they and succeeding think-ers may accomplish.

j Sncb thinkers are uot worshipers, or fo_
lowers, ot precedent; and thoiign they
may not all bo devoid of the natural set-iwh desire of man for his own aggrandise-
ment, in them it is a noble selfishness.j lor success for self means benolit lor all.In this direction of thought our future
looks magnificently brilliant; but when
we turu our contemplation toward ourpolitical directors, our law-makers and
our law-enforcers, although thoy show no 1
lack of ability, too many of them seem to
lack the Christ spirit of self-abnegation
wliich works for ihegoneral good of man-
kind.
