Tho Board of Supervsors met again
yesterday morning, and examined uiarge
number of hold-over road bills, consum-
ing the entire forenoon session in this
work.

In the afternoon a committee of the
Northern California Citrus Fair Am
lion waited on tho board, and Baked for
financial assistance in order that Sacra-
tnento might be represented as she should
be at the coming citrus fair which will o
held in San Francisco, in connection with
the "World's fair Dress Unhonrmi "

DIFI ED 1'IIKill REQUEST.
The first member of the committee to

addrc . atd was M. J. Dillnian.
Mr. Dillm&nsaid they had first in tended
to ask foran appropriation of $500 to as-
e «t in defraying the expenses ofthe ex-
hibit, but after a consultation, and realiz-
ing thai the connty bad been under heavy
expense, they had agreed that $250 wonld
bo enough. The opportunity, lie said,

ne that would net recur in years lor
showing oB the county's products co a
groat mass of people. Every dollar of
the money would bo expended for the
I encut nt tho county, and be felt conii-
dent that the county would reap a hand-
some benefit. Private citizens, he said,
were doing all they could to make the
citrus exhibit the banner one of the fair,
and were contributing as much as they
could. Ifthe county would appropriate
the amount asked for iiio success or the
exhibit would be assured.

Captain V. B. Hall also addressed the
board with reference to the appropriation.

INCIDENT OF THE FLOOD.
Timely Rescue ofborne Children From

a Broken Ixvoe.
For some weeks to come the up-coun-

try papers willbe tilled with thrilling
and touching incidents of tho Hood in,

Colnsa, llutte, Yuijaand Suiter Counties,
as there are said to have been inauy nar-
row escapes from drowning.

Passengers on tho steamer I). E. Knight
on its down trip from Marysvillo on
Wednesday were witnesses to an incident

!of tins cuaracicr. Near the mouth of tho
Feather River a group offour boys and

| tuo girls were seen on a piece of levee
i waving signals of distress, and the
I steamer went to their relief.

They proved to bo tho children of
Michael Kaiser, a ranchman, who had
come to this city three days before to pro-
cure aid, fearing that his home would bo
surrounded and perhaps destroyed by
the waters v. hich threatened to break
through his levee. He had been unable

hack, and the motherless children
decided to aband ;i their home, as the
levees were breaking in all directions.

They had scarcely been taken on board
the steamboat when a portion of the
levee over which they h;id just passed
was carried away, while another section
below them went out. Had the steamer
not happened along just when it did the
children would have perished in the rush-
ing torrent.

Un tho arrival of tho steamer hero
Kaiser was on hand to greet his rescued
little ones, and tho meeting between
them was very affecting.

STABBED BY A PENCIL
AChild Nearly Loses Its Life by Fall-

ing on One.

Itis a common practice for little chil-
dren to run about tho house or yard with
pointed lead or slato pencils in their
hands. It is always dangerous, and
parents should stop tho practice when-
ever opportunity affords. Many a child
has-been disfigured for life by falling on
a pencil, and not a few have been killed
thereby. Indeed, a case of this kind oc-
curred in San Francisco only a fewweeks
ago.

A three-year-old child of Captain
Thomas A. Ryan of(his city bad a nar-
row oscaue from being killed on Wednes-
day by Calling on a pencil while
playing. While carrying it in his hand
the little fellow stumbled and fell, tho
pencil penetrating his neck. Mrs. Ryan
extracted the pencil, but the child came
near bleeding to death before a physician
arrived.

1 f the pencil had entered a little further
to the right or left the child would surely
have been killed.

BURR'S SUIT.

Anumber of witnesses foi the plaintiff
wero examined, tho object of their testi-
mony being to show that the ballot used at

policemen's delinquent salaries was not
legal. It was shown that the ballot sim-
ply had printed on it: "Iv favor of the
tax."

The plaintiff will contend that tho bal-
lot should also have had "Against the
tax" on the ticket. This omission, he
claims, invalidated the whole election.

ABOUT ANNEXATION.

"Anti" Orators Did Not Put In an
Appearance Last Night.

Arguments lv Tavor of tho Scheme

Before the Council of Fed-

erated Trades.

The Council of Federated Trades held
an open meeting at its hall last evening,
for the purpose of discussing and hearing
discussed tho proposition to annex the
town of Washington to Sacramento
County.

liuite a number of business men of this
city who are known to be in favor of the
movement, and the citizens of Washing-
ton who are for and against it, were in-
vited to attend. President Hantzman
presided.

David Lnbin was the first speaker. lie
related the many advantages that would
result from annexation to both Sacra-
mento and Washington. There was no
"nigger in the fence," as some would-bo
wiseacres would have it, but it was a
plain business proposition on the part of
the down-town merchants of this city.
They realized that no factories could be
located on this side of the river, as that
was all occupied now, and tho only place
left was tho other side; they realized that
by the establishment of factories the pop-
ulation would increase, and their re-
spective businesses would be greatly en-
hanced. And they guaranteed that fac-
tories would be established provided
annexation was agreed to, because they

I proposed to purchase the necessary land
I and give, it to the manufacturers. Besides
jthis, there was behind tho annexation

i idea a scheme to eventually relieve the
jSacramento River, and do away with the
annual seasons of high water.

Itwas expected that some of the anti-

scheme just to make things lively. Tho
former did not think the plan was half
understood yet, and lio counseled cau-

I tion. Mr. I'icasance was radically op-
posed, and argued that manufactories
were an evil, causing low wages and
forcing laborers to live in tenement

! houses.
Mr. Lubin replied to those arguments

brieily, and then the committee retired.
President Hantzman announced that the
Council would take the matter under
consideration and notify the committee

: of its action.

POINTS FOR LAWYERS.

The Supreme Court Reverses a Mer-
ced County Case.

| An Action to Have a Deed Declared a

Mortgage and to Foreclose

Thereunder.

The Supreme Court filed its opinion in
jDeputy Clerk Oovan's oilieo yesterday in
the case of the Merced Bank vs. A. Ko-

; sonthal and others appellants,. The ac-
\u25a0 tion was brought to have a deed, abso-
lute on its lace, declared a mortgage and

Ito obtain a foreclosure of the sauio. It is
brought against A. Rosentbal and 8.
Pecker/roan, aa copartners, doing busi-
ness under the style of Rosenthal Jc Peck-
erman, and against A. Rosenthal and S. j
Peckerman and Betsy Koseuthal, wife of j
A. Kosonthal.

It is averred that on and prior to July
; 20, 1883, the copartnership and A. Koseu-
i thai and 8. Peckorman were indel)ted to

I the plaintiffin the sum of about J2.000,
1 and being desirous of establishing a
! further credit with tho plaintiff, and of. securing the payment of saiil moneys
then duo the plaintiff, and of securing
the payment of said moneys then due tho
payment to plaintiffofany and all other j

! sums of money and advances that might
thereafter become duo to plaintifffrom ]
said defendants, or any ofthem, and also
ol'securing any and all balances that might
thereafter be found due from said de-
fendant* or any of them to plaintiff in the j
course of their dealings, whether such j
indebtedness should bo evidenced by
promissory notes then or subsequently !
given or otherwise.

The defendants, A. Hosenthai and Betsy
Kosenthal, on the 20th day uf July, IJSNS, i
to secure the plaintiff of tho principal j
sum then duo and thereafter to become
due to plaintiff, for moneys thereafter to
be advanced to said defendants, and tho
interest thereon as hereinbefore stated,
according to the tenor of any promissory
notes or other instruments, then or there-
after to Vie given, on s.tid 'Juth day of July, |

11--1,I 1--1, executed to plaintiff a deed lor the
mortgaged premises, absolute on its face,
but intended to be and in fact a mortgage,
"to secure tho payment to plaintiff of all
money then due at tho day of its date,
and all moneys to boeome thereafter duo
from said defendants, Kosenthal it I'cck- j
erman, and A. Kosenthal and S. I'ocker- 'man."

It is also alleged that Roseuthal and i
Peckerman were partners, and that cer- I
tain indebtedness accrued from them to
plaintiff subsequent to July "0, lsvj, part
of which was evidenced by promissory
notes, which are set out at length in the
complaint.

Judgment was asked against defend-
ants, Kosouthal and Peckerman, for
11,412, with interest at li per cent per
month from June, 1884, for costs and at-
torney's fees, a decree of foreclosure and
sale of the premises, and for a judgment
for the deficiency, it" any, against defend-
ants Kosenthal and Peekerman.

defendants A. Koseuthal and iJetsy
Rosentbal appeared and answered at
length, and as between them aud plaintiff
a trial was had. Itdoes not appear that
I'eckermau was served with summons,
and he did not appear in tho case. No de-
fault or judgment is entered against him.

A decree was entered in favor of plaint-
iff,against A.Hosenthai and l!et_sy Rosen-
thal, declaring tho deed to bo a mortgage,
and for a sale of the premises, for tho
payment out of tho proceeds of the sale
the sum of JB,3oti 95, found duo, with a
direction to the Sheriff to report the de-
ficiency, if any, to the court.

Tho appeal was taken by A. Roseuthal
and Betsy Kosenthal from tho judgment
and from an order refusing them a new
trial. Tho notice of the appeal was served
upon the plaintiff, but not upon S.
Peckerman, and an objection >was made
to tno jurisdiction of tho .Supreme Court
to hear the appeal, because the uotiee. was
not served upon Peckermau.

"It is contended," says the Supreme
Court, "that the judgment discharges
Peckerman from^tho debts, so far as
plaintiff is concerned, and that upon a
reversal ho may be brought in and mado
responsible. He, thereforo, it is argued,
has an interest in maintaining the judg-
ment, and is an adverse party, within tho
meaning of Section Mi) of the Code of
CivilProcedure."

Upon this statement of the case tho Su-
preme Court reviews it at great length,
and tho judgment and order of tho lower
court was reversed and the court directed
to enter judgment for the defendants on
the findings.

WAHL'S WOES.

Thomas Ilannan, iound guilty of petit
larceny, iv having stoleu $5 from I>an
Sullivan, will receivejudgment to-day.

Anjjus McDonald, charged with petit
larceny, had his case continued until to-
day.

Adam Holly was tried for battery on
complaint of C. F. Wahl, who told a long
story, charging Holly with persecuting
him generally, and Anally striking him
with a cane in tho face last Monday.
Wahl's face boro no evidence ol its hay- j
ing been "smashed," and ho was evi-
dently drawing upon his imagination.

When Holly took tho stand he ex-
plained how ho found Wahl'w wife and
children sullcring from want, while \\ ah!
was posing as a dude, with a bouquet in
tho lapel of his coat.

According to Holly's testimony he and
other friends took up a collection for
Wabl's family, and in trying to help
them incensed Wahl, who undertook to
cave dolly.

Holly took tho cane from Wahl, ho ad-
mitted, but denied having struck him.

.In .Igo i'ravens found a verdict of not
guilty, and Holly was discharged.

Wahl spends a great deal of time iv the
Police Court, either prosecuting some one
or defending himself, and his cases al-
ways ijo against him.
