
MURDER OR ACCIDENT.

Terrible Affair at Brighton Junction
Yesterday Morning.

Tho Railroad Station Burned, and Miss

K. O. Ayres, the Operator,

Dies lv the Ruins.

This community was startled at an
parly hour yesterday morning by the ar-

rival of several persons from Brighton
Junction, four miles east of the city, with
tho news that the railroad station at that
place had been burned and that Miss E.
(). Ayres, the railroad agent and tele-
graph operator there, had perished in tho
lire.

The generally accepted theory was she
had been murdered by tramps and the
building set on fire for the purpose of de-
stroying all traces of tho crime.

It was about 4 o'clock in the morning
\u25a0when tho earlier risers in that vicinity
*aw the station in ilames, and several
persons, including ex-Sheriff George C.
McMuUen. hastened to tho scene, hut too
lato to savo the building from destruc-
tion.

Word was telegraphed from the nearest
pointto the railroad office, ami the tire-
traiu was sent out, but all it was able to
accomplish was the extinguishment of
the luc in the debris of the building and
the saving of tho planked platform.

It was not until aitor the plaeo had been
deluged with water and the lire ex-
tinguished that the discovery was made
that Miss Ayres' body was in the ruins,
it being generally supposed that sho had

ne to the city fur the night, and thatlho
station had been plundered and burned
during her absence.

But while examining the ruins of the
building the visitors were horror-stricken
at finding the burned body of the unlort-
unaie young woman, 'lhat is, the trunk
of tho body was found on the door of her
iiedroom, but the head was missing and
the li-irs consumed below the knees. Tho
rest of the body was but a black and
charred ma--.

Beneath tho body was found a portion
of the lady's clothing, enough to show
that she was fully dressed and wrapped
in an uister at the lime she met her terri-
ble death. Subsequently the skull was
found at some distance iron the rest ot'
the body, but it was crushed and broken.

As soon as the news of the shocking
discovery reached the city Sheriff Stan-
ley, Chief of Police Rodgers, Coroner
I lark, ex-Sheriff M. M. Drew, railroad
officers True and Burke, Deputy Coroner
Thomas and several policemen and citi-
zens hxstened to the scene of the fire.

Aninvestigation ot tho debris revealed
a pistol lying close by the body, and
Deputy Coroner Thomas lound aso gold
pieoeolso nearby. The stove poker lay
only a few feet from where the body was
found.

Everybody had a theory to advance.
Some believed the woman had. In a nt of
despondency, committed suicide; others
that siie had accidentally overturned hor
lamp in falling from a possible stroke of
ii< art disease, v bile the majority believed
that Miss Ayres had been murdered by
tramps, ihe station plundered and then
"burned.

Each ofthese theories seemed to have
more or less foundation. Those who ro-
garded it as a ease of suicide say that
.Miss Ayres had on the preceding day re-
ceived a letter or dispatch which threw
her into a lit of melancholy, and they
further urged that she had been despond-
ent for somo time over tho death of a
yiMingrailroad engineer to whom she
\u25a0was betrothed.

The theory ofaccident was based on
the bet thai Miss Ayres had been a suf-
ferer irom heart disease; that she had at
times resorted to the use of morphine to
induce sleep, and that on Wednesday
evening sho had sent to the city for a
supply of medicine. The supposition was
that, being unable to sleep, she arose and
dressed herself, and that she was sud-
denly stricken down, overturning her
lamp and getting Sire to her clothing.

The tact that the poker was found near
where the body lay is not thought to
have any significance, it hung upon a
partition some distance away, and when
the partition tell over tho poker natu-
rally fell near the body.

'I here is, however, much to bear out the
theory of murder and robbery. Three
rough-looking tramps bad been hanging
about the station during the day ami
evening, and had been driven away by
Miss Ayrea, who was often obliged to
disperse that class of creatures at the

Lutofthe pistol. The fact that one ot
the cartridge sheila in the pistol bore the
indentation of the hammer, while all tho
others iiad been discharged by the heat,
was held to indicate that, after being at-
tacked, Miss Ayres fired one shot at hor
assailants before they succeeded in over-
powering her.

Acting on the latter theory. Railroad
Officer Fred Burke and Policeman Ahem
set oil up the Placerville ttailroad on a
special locomotive after learning that
during the forenoon a couple of tramps
entered a saloon near the railroad at La-
trobe, ordered two glasses of whisky, and
alter drinking them, laid down a gold
ring in payment and walked out. Tho
ring was of the kind usually worn by
v, omen. <>n the top arc two small hearts
joined together.

The engineer of a freight train which
arrived yesterday forenoon informed the
oiiioers that he had passed three tramps
on the railroad between Brighton aiKi
1 lorin. His description of tho men tal-
lied exactly \\ itli that of the tramps seen
about the Brighton depot on Wednesday,
v ith the exception that one of them who
Wore a heavy beard then was clean-
shaven when seen on the road.

Mi-s Ayr.-s was a young woman of re-
markable plaok ami self-reliance. For
two years past she iiad held the position
of agent and telegraph operator at Brigh-
ton Junction, having previously been
employed in a liko capacity at Tracy, San
Jo.niUiii County.

Tliero are no bouses within several
hundred yards of the station, yet she
slept there alone, her only companion
being a noisy littlo terrier (log, which al-
ways made a treat fuss if any person ap-
proached tho station during the night.

(surged aa strong evidence against tbJ
theory <>t' murder, as it is claimed hj
would have escaped had anyone en ;

dow behind them.

I'cio.i.vr liuiko ami Ouicer
Ahem are following the men up, and ex-
pect to have them by to-day.

Itis some thirty miles from Brighton
to Ijilrobe, and as the men were at the
Utter place at 9 o'clock, it is not likely
they could have walked the distance alter
o o'clock. Bat a freight train went up
that way about that hour, and they uiav
have climbed upon itin the dark. The
trainmen, b >wever, say they examined
the trucks at White Kock and saw no
tourists thereon.

Il Miss Ayres was murdered and the
perpetrators of the deed escaped by thai
train, they could not, of course, have set

the place au fire. But this may have
been done the deceased's dog after-
ward upsetting the lamp.

Tho pay-car went up the Placerviilo
road from here at :>:&) o'clock and left
Folsom about <> o'clock. It is possible
the murderers had walked to Folaofn and
there crawled on the trucks while the
train was taking on water.

ilnilroad < 'nicer True has made another
discovery that strengthens the theory of
violence. He found the lock to the door
leading from Miss Ayres' room out upon
the platform, and the bolt found to have
been turned back, showing that the d<>or
was unlocked at the time the building
was burned.

Coroner Clark, Deputy Coroner Thomas
and some others, however, still believe
that it was a case of suicide, and that de-
velopments willso prove.

As the matter now stands it is one of
th£ deepest mysteries that ever puzzled
oliicers and detectives in this community.

LIVELY CORPSE.

An Apparently Dead-Drunk Freak
Proves to be a Scrapper.

Inresponse to a telephone call 0racer
Talbot and Special Greer went to Second
and Xstreets last evening and fouud a
"John Doe" drunk lying on tho pave-
ment apparently stupetied with liquor.

Mr. Doe proved to be a small-sized Ger-
man, and was loaded into the patrol
waxon without trouble, but the wagon
had no sooner started than he revived and j
attacked Officer Talbot like a madman. |
lie surprised the ofticer, and almost suc-
ceeded in throwing him from the wagon.

Talbot soon got the top hand, however,
and struck his customer a few blows that
quieted him until they reached the police
station, when tho man renewed tho at-
tack.

This time Talbot was propared, but ho
had another desperate struggle, during
which he had to strike the man a number
of blows in the face to quiet him.

As the stranger was being searched at
tho police station he again tried to kick
and strike the ollicers, and was very se-
verely dealt with. By this time be was
covered with blood and his face badly cut
and bruised.

Talbot injured one of his hands severely
in the light and will bo disabled for somo
days, while (Jreer received a vicious kick
on tho knuckles.

The fellow was finally put into a cell
while still endeavoring to fight and nli-
ing the air with curses.

HABERDANK HELD.

Ills Partner In Crime, Becker, Turns
Ajfalnst Him.

(Jus Haberdank, the confidence man
who aided Charles Becker, alias Clausen,
in swindling a countryman out of §S5 by
the "freight agent" scheme, was ex-
amined before Justicoof the Peaco Henry
yesterday, and was held to answer the
charge of grand larceuy before the Supe-
rior Court, with bail fixed at £2,500.

Luuis <J. Kaeding, tho victim, told the
court that he gave Becker the money in
return for a fraudulent check on the
American Bank and Trust Company of
San Francisco, signed by Colemau Lewis
in favor of George Stroebol, and calling
for $1,500. After tho witness concluded
telling how he had been swindled, Becker
took tho stand and corroborated Kaed-
ing's testimony, turning State's evi-
dence.

P.eckor will be sentenced to-day, and
willprobably get offwith a light sentence
for turning state's evidence.

COLUMBIAN POSTAGE STAMPS.

The New Ones to be Ready for Use
on January Ist.

They nro Larger Than the Prcsont
stamps and of Very Pretty De-

signs—What They Are.

Yesterday Postmaster J. O. Coleman
received from Washington specimens of
tho now Columbian stamps to be intro-
duced on the first of the year. I'ost-
master-General Wauamaker recently |

sent an order to the American Bank-note
Company for 3,O00,(KX),0O0 of the stamps.

The new issue willbo a complete set of
fifteen different values, to commemorate
the four hundredth anniversary of tho
discovery of America by Columbus. Th»
designs used were nearly all taken from
celebrated paintings. The work ofprint-
ing the stamps was begun about a month
ago. Requisitions for them from Post-
offlces throughout the country will be
tilled so that the stamps may be on sale
by January Ist. The stamps will be on
sale for one year, and then will be with-
drawn from general use. As a source of
revenue to the Government tho new
stamps are expected to be very success-
ful, on account of the purchases of the
stamp collectors. The following is a
technical description ofthe new issues:

one-cent —"Columbus in .Sight of
Land," after the painting by William 11.
Powell, on the left is an Indian woman
with her chila, and on tho right is an In-
dian man with head-dress and leathers.
The ligures are in a sitting posture.
Color, Antwerp blue.

Two-cent—"Landing of Columbus,"
after the painting by Vanderlyn in tho
rotunda of tho Capitol at Washington.
Color, purple maroon.

Three-cent —"Flagship ot Columbus,"
tho Santa Maria, in mid-ocean, from a
Spanish engraving. Color, medium
sli.de of green.

Four-cent—"Fleet of Columbus," tho
three caravals—Santa Maria, Piuta and
Nina —in mid-ocean, from a Spanish en-
graving. Color, ultra-marine blue.

Five-cent—"Columbus Soliciting Aid
from Isabella," alter tho painting by
Brozik in the Metropolitan Museum of
Art. Color, thocolato brown.

Six-cent— "Columbus Welcomed at
Barcelona," from one of the panals of tho
bronze doors in the Capitol at Washing-
ton, by Randolph Rogers, on each side
is a niche, in one of which is a statue of
Ferdinand, and in the other a statue of
Boadilla. Color, royal parple.

Ten-cent—"Columbus Presenting the
Natives," after the painting by Lugi
(iregori at the University of Notre Dame,
South Bend, Ind. Color, Vandyke
brown.

Fifteen-cent —"Columbus Announcing
His Discovery," after the painting by R.
Balaeu, now in Madrid. Color, dark
green.

Thirty-cent—"Columbus at La Rab-
ida," after ihe painting by R. Maso.
Color, siouna brown.

Fifty^eent—"Recall of Columbus," after
the painting of A. (I. Heaton, now in tho
Capitol at Washington. Color, cobalt
blue.

One-dollar — "Isabella Pledging Her
Jewels," after tho painting by Munoz Do-
grain, now in Madrid. Color, rose sal-
mon.

Two-dollar—"Columbus in Chains,"
after the painting by Loutze, now in
Providence, K. I. Color, toned mineral
red.

Three-dollar — "Columbus Describing
His Third \ oyage," after tho painting by
Francisco Jover. Color, light yellow-
green.

Four-dollar—Portraits in circles of Isa-
bella and Columbus, the portrait of
Isabella after the well-known painting in
Madrid, and that of Columbus after the
Lotto painting. Color, carmine.

Five-dollar—Prolilo of the head of Co-
lumbus, after a cast providod by tho
Treasury Department for the souvenir
fifty-cent silver piece. Tho profile is in
a circle, on tho right of which is the tigure
of America represented by a female In-
dian with a crown of feathers, and on
the left a iigr.re of Liberty, both figures
being in a sitting posture. Color, black.

If there are any such they
are very vers- few, for the reason that to
remain an American there is a decided
advantage, and it is a groater one to be a
British subject there, because Great Brit-
ain gives greater and speedier protection
to hor people abroad than we do.

The South American re-
publics and Russia were, for obvious rea-
sons, nearly out of the market. On the
other hand, the United States bought
very largely, principally diamonds of the
highest class, to which the American pur-
chaser pays more attention than those of
any other nation. The restricted impor-
tation into .London from the Capo and the
diamond syndicate there cause the price
of the raw articlo to bo kept dispropor-
tionately high as compared with that for
the finished diamond. Un the other hand,
great fluctuations in value can no longer
take place, and tho trade is generally
steadier. Tho position of the smaller
manufacturers and cutters remains, how-
ever, a very sad oue. They have to buy
at comparatively high rates the raw
diamonds which their more powerful
competitors do not caro to take. Itis to
bo feared thatthesmall manufacturer and
the cutter who works on his own account
willeventually be crushed out of exist-
ence. Tho position of the workmen,
skilled or unskilled, has also become less
favorable, especially as thero are many
more workers than tho restricted supply
of raw material can furnish with employ-
ment. The owners of 'mills,' which are
hired to tho diamond-cutters, are natu-
rally also very unfavorably affected by
this state of things. The rent has fallen
to a figure which no longer suffices to
cover expenses, and no doubt exists that
many of these establishments, called into
existence at a period of inflation in the
trade, will have to bo devoted to other
purposes."
