Terrible Effects of the Flood About
Sutter County.

Hundreds or Thousands of Dollars

Lost —Many Residents Lose All-

Rivers Lea vine their Channels.

• '. N. Foote ofthis city returned yester-
day after five days' lively and exciting
experience with the llood in the vicinity
of the junction of the Sacramento and

ier Rivera. People living high and
dry in this city with only an occasional

lew of the river as itflows part within
Its embankment*, have not even the
: dntest '-ouceptiou of the situation up in
that locality, which is, atcordiug to Mr.
Foote, appalling in the extreme.

down upon the people In that part of the
|. and many of them will never re-

cover from its ellocts. In fact, scores of
farmers have been utterly ruined. A
few of the more wealthy are able to stand
tlieir losses, but there are others who
have lost everything—houses, barns,
feuces, cattle, sheep, hogs and poultry.

"Yon folks here," said Mr. Foote,
"have no idea of the extent of the calam-
ity. Why, the country hag

In the vicinity of tho junction of the Sac-
ramento and leather Rivers, and the
carcasses ot hundreds of once valuable
horses and cattle are lying all over the
overflowed section where they have
lodged in the brush or are held by lloat-
ing leneos and other obstructions. These
decaying carcasses will cause a great deal
of sickness in that locality next spring.
As to effect on tbe quality of the drink-
Ing water down thi* way—well, I leave
that for others to reflect upon.

"The women and children were nearly
all removed to Xicolaus on Sunday, but
not until most of the ranch houses were
surrounded with four feet of water.
Boats and gum-boots were at a promium
up that way, and are yet. 1 ollored

That was worth about live dollars, but
the owner wouldn't sell it, as lie could
lnakc that much out of it in a couple of
days. Ranchmen will gladly pay at the
rate of £\u25a0> a head for those of their horses
and cattle that are rescued, and there are
plenty o! them yet standing in water up
to their bodies.

' 1 was out in a big skiff last Monday,"'
continued Mr. Foote, "trying to save
some.of oar livestock that were being
carried away by the rushing waters. I
dared not tackle the horses or cattle, but
Ipicked up eighteen hogs at one load and
carried them back and deposited them in
the loftof the barn, whero they are yet.

NOTHING LIKE IT.
"Tho flood of 1861-2 was nothing as

c< .1111 Hired with the present one. Why,
there is an Indian mound on the Peters
ranoh that stood several loot out of water
then, but which was this time sub-
merged four feet, old residents there
buy that in 1861 -2 the river had a natural
channel of twenty-lour feet in depth,
where now, owing to the fillingby sand
from the mines, there is not a depth of
four led. The water must go some-
where, and these people declare that if- Jin 1 quantity of water had come
down that came in 1861 2 it would have
buried tlio whole valley up that way and
not a soul would have escaped to tell the
tale."

HEAVY LOSSES.
Mr. Foote declares that the losses to

farmers within a radiua of a few miles
about Nicolaus will amount to close
tfpon a quarter of million of dollars. C.
A. Peters, whose ranch is one mile below
Nicolaus, has suffered to the extent of
$15,000; John Bowman's loss willbe up-
ward oi >-," >; Frank Lee, the storms
15ros. and the Swalls Bros, have lost
nearly everything, while there are scores
ol others whose losses will be nearly
complete.

"In short," said Mr. Foote, "there will
bi I arely enough livestock and improve-
ments left in that section to give the resl-
d< ate .'yen a modest start again in life."

N. 1). Hideout lost 250 head of cattle
from tho old Branuan farm, and Mr.
Foote says it was a sickening sight to see
them swept down by the boiling, rush-
ing torrent. Some of the eattlo were car-
ried against a barbeil-wiro fence by the
B r current, and there they were held
by the force of the water, a struggling
mass, until they were torn and bleeding
ai i s ;mk from exhaustion and loss of
blood.

"Why." laidhe, "I saw horses worth
(500 a >;i:ui going down with the current,
and could do nothing toward savingthem; and as for sheep, nogs and poultry,
the inland sea was covered with them.

"One man had 800 cords of lour-foot
live oak, worth S"i a cord, piled on the
b:i;ik of Feather River, and it all went
down. For twelve hours there was a
perfect stream of tho wood punning a
given point, and a few men with good-
sized boats or barges could have made a
thousand dollars easily that day captur-
ing the logs."

1 i KB AXP WILD HOGS.
One of the most remarkable incidents

of t;i• \u25a0 flood, as toid by Mr. Foote, was in
relation to the deer and wild hogs that
Inhabited the brush in the lowlands. He
Bays these animals swam for miles to the

i, on which they gathered in large
numbers.

"Neighbors told me," said Mr. Footo,
"that great big bucks, with antlers aeven
feet long, were found on the levees in
such an exhausted and terrifiedcondi-tion that they allowed men to pet ami !- them, and even seemed to like it."

More important than all these flood in-

cidents related by Mr. Koote was his state-
ment regarding tho effects of the levee-
breaks on the beather Kiver, and even on
th Sacramento, and it verities all that
Patrick Carroll of Nicolaus had prophe-
nii.l repeatedly .of lato through the col-
umns .it the RboORO-1 m..n.

DUFFEY'S CHRISTMAS.
Its Celebration Win Require Him to

be Tried for v Serious Crime.
C. Duffey, charged with assault to mur-

der, was examined before Judge Cravens
in the l'olice Court yesterday, and held
to answer with bail fixed at t-,OSW.

Dulfey was a deckhand on the steamer
Modoc, and he is charged with attacking
F. W. Niemann, a cook, with a cleaver,
an account of which was given in tne

RBOOBD-Umos of Monday last.
-Niemann testified that he was assistant

cook on the steamer, and lives at tho
.South I'acilic Hotel in San Francisco
when not employed on the boats, He
said they had a chicken and turkey din-
ner on tiie -\lodoe on Christmas Day, and
that Duffey was helped several times to
chicken, and then came into the galley to j
help himself to more, to which the cook j
objected. Duffey seized a cleaver, and
proceeded to demolish everything ho !
could reach.

He danced a war-dance in the galley,
knocked kettles, pans, windows and
cooks around indiscriminately, and the
first thing Niemann knew hedidn't know
anything, but was knocked insensible by-
several blows on the head which cleaved
his scalp.

Henry Lipman, a steward on the boat,
corroborated this story, and swore he
saw Duffey strike Meniaun with the
cleaver, and smash things generally.

John Freilas. the cabin-boy, only saw
Duil'ey kirk the eotl'ee-pot out of the gal-
Icy, but he thought he heard considerable
going on.

Duuey made a statement acknowledg-
ing that he went into tho galley to help
himself, but said it was customary, ana
that he did not strike Niemanu with the
cleaver, or he would have damaged him
more than lie appeared to be. lie wanted
>iiemann to exhibit his wounds, but this
was held to bo immaterial.

Duffey owned to bavins picked up tho
cleaver to "scare" the cook, who he said
picked up a knife, and said further that
he knocked several pots and pans
around.

Tho officers who visited the boat de-
scribe thegalley ashavingbeen pretty well
wrecked by I>urfey, and say he must
have swung the cleaver like a mad-
man.

Duffey complained that the boat-hands
bad all been discharged and are in San
Francisco, and that he had been unable
to get his witnesses and a month's pay
due him. He willhave a chance to ex-
plain lurther in the Superior Court,

DOWN THE RIVER.

Merritt Island Succumbs to the
Flood Waters.

Grand and Andrus Islands Intact as

Yet, But It Is Probable the
Other Leveos Will Go.

A telephone message was received here
from Clarksburg yesterday stating that
the levee at the head of Merritt Island,
near the KruJl place, had given way that
morning and the water was covering tho
island.

Merritt Island was considered re-
claimed, with a strong probability of
permanency, although some danger had
been apprehended at tho Winter place,
near Kmil's, where the owner had not
paid su Indent attention to strengthening
his levee.

The loss will fall very heavily on the
land-owners, as they had only this fall
paid up a very heavy reclamation assess-
ment, had strengthened their levees and
purchased and put in a §20,000 pumping
plant to drain the island of sipage water
through a large ditch which was nearly
constructed through the lowest parts of
the island.

At last accounts the levees around
Grand Island were holding all right, and
the water had fallen a couple offeet in the
vicinity of Isleton. The Andrus Island
levees have also stood tho rise thus far.

There is, however, some fear expressed
in that vicinity that the worst is not
over yet, as the water appears to be back-
ing up from Kio Vista.

on the Yolo side the Lisbon District is
surrounded by water, and there are fears
that its levees may yet yield to the enor-
mous pressure that is crowding upon
them.

THE OLD TTtOrRLE.
Whenever there are breakß in the

levees up along the Sacramento River, on
the west side, the islands usually suffer.
The water pours down through the < ache
slough basin until it encounters the high
water this side of Kio Vista, which forces
it back through Steam boat Slough and up
along the islands.

That is the situation now. Tho water
is flowing back through Steam boat and
other sloughs, whilo still falling in Old
Kiver, but this fall will now. cease and
the water settle about the islands, in-
creasing in dopth while the volume going
through the levees up this way remains
heavy.

There is little hope for Sutter, Ryer
and other islands in the delta escaping
inundation. Grand and Andrus Islands
may escape, however, as they have better
levees.

An effort was made to get telephone
messages from Isleton and Kio Vista last
night, but without success.

MARKS WINS.

Judge Johnson Rules That His Build-
ing May Stand.

He Had a Right to Imitate the TVclu-
stocU-Lubln Structure, the

Conrt Says.

Superior Judge Johnson rendered a de-
' cisiou yesterday in the case of Weinstock,
j Lubin & Co. vs. H. Marks.

The suit was for heavy damages alleged
to have been sustained through Marks'
having erected a building which appeared
to be an addition to the plaintiffs' build-
ing, and which the plaintiffs claimed had
attracted patronage which was intended
for them. The court's decision was ren-
dered on the defendant's motion to striko
out portions of the complaint, but it prac-
tically disposes of the suit.

Judge Johnson liuds, with reference to
Marks' building, that the plaintills' struc-
ture was erected in 189 L "It was of a
peculiar style and architecture," contin-
ues the court, "especially upon the ground
floor, containing arcades or covered
walks, it being alleged at that time that it
was the only building of that style on tho
coast. Alterwards, in 1892, tbe defendant
erected at h;s place ot' business adjoining
a building having for its ground lloor a
style of architecture similar in every re-
spect to tlie plaintills', so much so that
persons could bo easily deceived thereby
that they were entering plaintiffs' place
of business, when in reality they wero
going into that of defendant; that many
persons were deceived tbereb3', and went
into and traded with defendant, suppos-
ing at the timo they were in the store of
plaintiffs,

\u25a0'The plaintiffs seek to have defendant
remove his building," continues the
court, "or that part thereof which is sim-
ilar in appearance to plaintiffs', or that he
be compelled to place such name at his
place of business as will distinguish it
from plainlills'. 1 may here say that so
far as the complaint shows, neither
plaintiffs nor defendant have any name
or si^u at their place of business, and I
take it that uuither of them have. L'pon
this question counsel have cited a largo
number of cases, nearly all of which 1
have examined since the case has been
submitted. From such investigation I
liud that courts of equity have been zeal-
ous in guarding tho rights of persons to
trade marks, and of late years cases of
that kind have increased rapidly. They
all concur m protecting the name, sign or
symbol, letter, ligure, mark or device
which a person may adopt in tho conduct
of his business, and he has always been
fully protected in all tho rights pertain-
ing to the same. Hut no case has boCn
presented to me similar to the one at bar.
All tho cases mentioned aro in trade
mark cases, where either a name, sign,
letter, figure, mark, symbol or device of
some kind is ihe subject of controversy."

The court holds that none of the cases
cited and examined by him are broad
enough to extend to a building. "To per-
mit s'ich a thing," he says, would cer-
tainly be against public policy. It would
greatly enhance the interests of the city if
other property-owners beside the defend-
ant would sou lit to imitate the example of
plaintiffs, and erect buildings as hand-
some and inviting in appearance. To
prevent them would be detrimental to
the public at large, and prevent a grow-
ing community from making substantial
improvements."

In conclusion, the court grants tho mo-
tion to strike out paragraphs seven and
ten regarding tho alleged frauds and de-
ceits practiced by the defendant in secur-
ing trade and custom claimed to belong
to the plaintiffs, but permitted para-
graphs two, three, live and six to stand.
This leaves tho bare question of fact us to
whether damages should be awarded or
not.
