California, too,
contained 300,000 square miles of terri-

tory more than Italy, and had resources |

more vast and varied than even her own
people realized.

He believed the State entitled to far
more and richer benefits from commerce
that she enjoyed, and that the intluential
merchants of San Francisco should be
more alive to their advantages, and alert
in the extension of trade and enterprise.

The people of the State needed only to
be aroused to energy,and to a greater real-
jzation of their resources and advantages,
to extend the commerce and prosperity of
the State to gigantic proportions.

He was very positive in his opposition
to any movement toward a division or
breaking up of the great State of Califor-
nia, and had no sympathy with those
who would divide it into sections or
parts, or make two States of it. Itshould
remain as it is—and, as it is, there is no
place of its size in the world equal in
many points of advantage to California.
