The High School building has out-
j_i"Wiiiis usefulness. Its class-rooms arenow crowded to the discomfort ot the
pupils, and its growing wants demand
another and moro suitable structure, ono
that our people may view with pride and
in keeping with that high standard of
oxeeileuco which it has worthily euriieii.

DEDUCTION OF SALAIUI -.
1 ask the attention of the board to a

matter appearing, to my mind, as un.air
and unjust. Teachers are elected for a
i rm often months, and because the law
states thai twenty days shall be con-
sidered a school month, this board in
making deductions from their salaries for
absence does so on that basis—dividing
the salary by the number ofschool days
in tho month in which such absence is
made. 1 believe on reflection you will
mitigate somewhat the severity of so
s:rict au interpretation of the law.

There is not a teacher iv tho high or
grammar grades, and 1 wiil hardly err if
1 include those of the fourth and fifth
grades of the primary schools, whoso
work is liuisiied at the doso ol the regu-
lar school hours. Their duties in ;
paring and examining the question
papers of their several classes compels
t •\u25a0 continuance of their labors to ad-
vanced hours of the night, and even Sat-
urday, orat least the greater portion of

t day has to be taken to couipleto
tiicir work.

This continuous menial strain Is greater
than the physical body can sustain. It
cannot be wondered at that under this
presson \u25a0 teacher breaks down and de-
mands a substitute.

Inder these circumstances, 1 ask is i:
right or just to deprive her of her salary 1
Should not illness caused by assiduous
attention to duties, health impaired by
close application to her class, deinaud
Hume consideration ?

There ;is not another public otlicial,
from the highest in the land to the low-
est, whose salary is deducted tor any
cause. Then, why should these teachers,
\u25a0who hold tne most important ofall pub-
licpositions, be mulcted of their pay for
Injuries received In the honest discharge
of their obligations? It is not, it cannot
i \u25a0 denied that the most Important

-itiou in our Government is that
of the teacher. The rature
ot the nation rests upon their instruc-
tions. Tneir inditforiuico or incoxnpe-
tencymust result disastrously. You de-
mand ot them more qualities and of a
higher character than ol any other ol-
licial. They are to possess the knowl-
