Mr. Woods of Washington said that
the impression was rife that Wash-
ington would float away, but he had lived
there a lifetime and had never been
airaid, of it. They had heard years ago
that a former railroad company were
going to build shops there, but they had
never soen thorn, and they had no as- ;
biiranee that they would ever see tho !
factories promised. He stated that some
names on tho petition wero not properly
there.

Mr. Henley hero said the reason why
he did not appe ir 'j. fore the fed
Trades was that he was working on the
levee, keeping the water out oi Wash-
ington.

This remark, coming on tho heels of
Mr. Woods' statement that Washington
was in no danger, caused considerable
merriment.

Mr. .ieuks, representing C. W. Keed,
who he said was the largest prop-
erty owner affected, spoke of the asser-
tion thai Mr. Reed did not iive in Wash-
ington; he might live outside ofthe little
plat made forty years a.yo, but he had

; in Washington tor thirty-eight
years, and to all intents and purposes he
w:.s a resident. The speaker said he
could appreciate the fact that the owner
of some old tumble-down shanty who
had become so enfeebled in intellect that
be mi^,hi. vote against tiiis proposition for
1 as hi might have to pay lour bits more
taxes, but be could not conceive of any-
one in the full enjoyment of his intellect
who opposed it, except for revenue.
There were some ho blind in Sacramento
as to object to all forms ot

1

improvement.
There is another class—real estate specu-
lator—who think t.'iat in order to build
up their own property they must tear
down that of everyone else, and that
everyone else must bend, in order that
they may sell their lots at the other end
of town, lio could see in five to ten
years, if this scheme carried, from ten to
a hundred smokestacks lining tho other
sh:e of the river. It was no fancy pic-
ture, but one resultant from reason,
locality and the natural advantages of
tins heart of the State —.Sacramento.

Mr. Lubin moved that it be tbe cx-
i sense ol the meeting that Wash-

ington and vicinity ought to be annexed
to .Sacraiiu.uio County. Itwas seconded
by a hali-seore of voices. The motion he-
ing put, ii was carried aimost unan-
imously, only two or throe voting
agaiusi it.

A resolution that the three committees
appointed be added to the original comm-
ittee was offered and carried.

Richard C. May of Volo then stated
that Mr. lienley had told him he had
uttered ten acres to any factory that
would come and start there. Mr. lieu-
ley had been the chiefobjector to the pro-
gressive movement; but he did not own
one foot of ground over there. More-
over, Mr. May invited prosecution of
bimsell for forgery if, as had been
charged, be had put one name on the pe-
tition without authority to do so.

In the midst of much enthusiasm and
loud applause the meeting adjourned to
the call of the Chairman.

THE RIVER ISLANDS.

Thousands of Acres of Valuable Land ;

Are Under Water.

Crops and Other Property Damacred—
Grand Island all Right—What

Klver Men Say.

The river still remains high down ;
about its mouth, and Sutter, Kyer and i
Merritt Islands are more or less under ;

water, also the Toland tract. Itis ex-
peoted that the water willfall more rap- I
Idlyfrom this time on, as tho high-tide '
period has passed.

Men are constantly employed all along i
the island levees in stop;.ing breaks and j
keeping the water back.

i fli-: iiiVKiiNOW I'vi.i.:

The comforting news now comes that
the river is receding from the levees \
where so much damage had beeu done.
The los-, to property-owners can be but
wildlyguessed at, for the entire damage
cannot be learned until tho laud is
cleared of the water that covers it. The
spring tides nnishi d the work which was

j begun two weeks ago lloudiug, the
Toland tract.

There are two thousand acres ofland in
the Toland tract, all of which was under
cultivation and which is now under
water. The land is owned by Mrs.
Tolaud, whose interest is repres
by K. !;. Mastic; the Ulasselle brothers
OfLos Angeles and John -.vhoso
one-third is represented by F. H. Gard-
iner. The latter gentleman went down
to San Francisco trom the flooded dis-
tricton Tuesday night, and toid a fasti
reporter that the people in that city andin bacramento had do idea of the extent
!ol tii<i damage which has been caused
• by the overflow.

SIX FEET OF WATER.
"I have been up to the Toland tract, on

and oil,' 1 said Mr. Gardiner, " lor Hie past,
three weeks. About a weak ago Idrove: all over the land and found it in a splen-

! did state of cultivation. For the past
i tv o days I have beeu sailing over it in a
naphtha launch. The water ou the land
averaged about six feel in depth, and
under it are ai out ;-io,ooosacks of potatoes
which were all ready for shipment. Long
before the. ilood struck us i tried to get

! the Chinese to ship tiieir potatoes to the
I city, but they refused to do so, thinking
:' to get better prices ior them. 1 told them
of the danger we w. re. in, and when the.-
would not ship the potatoes 1 tried to
have them warehouse them. There are
three good warehouses up there, but the

linen thought that it- would bean
unnecessary expense to stack them up ina safe place, and now they have lost
everything.

TWI-.NTV THOTTSAKD r\- RENTS.
"Wo are unable at present to give any ;

idea of tho damage done, but we will lose
!

$A>,ooo in rents alone for the next year
All further danger is over, unless a
strong north wind conies up, but it will
take at least ten months to pump the
water back into the river. Then time
will have to be given for tbe soil to getback into its proper state, and it will be
about two years altogether before an-
other crop can I.c had. We only finished
putting pack the levee about the island

jtwo years ago, and now uo will have to
go through the same experience again.

"Kyer Island is also submerged and
the people there are considerably dis-
couragod, For the past three years the;

I nave been dredging there and" repairing
j the broken levees caused by the last

I ilood. On the day before Thanksgiving
they completed me circuit of the levee
around the island, and they thought that
they were secure from Hoods forever-
more. They were wolully mistaken,
however, for the river burst in upon
them from all sides and completely
wrecked the island."

POTATOES WILL GO IT.
People on the steamer Aurora, which

arrived yesterday morning, say that the
waier has undermined the buildings on
tho Toland tract, and that a number of
houses are afloat. The river is tilled with
tules, aud the steamers have to thread
their way very carefully.

TiIKV WANT THE CANAL

Maine Prairie to Suisun, which would
carry away the overflow and save their
property. About two years ago the route
was surveyed, but since then ail proceed-
ings have be< n dropped, it was estimated
that it would cosi $i,OUO,OUU to coustruct
tiie canal, and the Silurians hesitated at
expending Bucb an amountof money.
The damage done by this Hood alone
would go quite a Ion;; way toward mak-
ing up that amount.

H is argued that the canal would benefit
five counties Colusa, Sacramento.Sutter,

\u25a0^ 010 and Solano. Ifeach county paid its
pro rata ol the expense, the cost to each
would bo small, and the saving to ail
would be groat.
