
NATIONAL QUARANTINE.

Dr. Lame of this City Expresses His
Views Thereon

At the Bequest of the Xew York

Board of Trade—He Favors

Inhibition of Travel.

In view of the general apprehension of
amther epidemic of cholera in Kurope ;

the coming summer, and the necessity
for the enactment ofstringent and sweep-
Ing quarantine measures on this side of
the ocean, the New York Board of Trade
and Transportation recently applied to \
Dr. J. R. Lame of this city, Secretary of i
the State Board of Health, for his views j
on the subject. Accompanying the com-
munication was the following circular:

A special committee of the New York

Board of Trade and Transportation has
been appointed, pursuant to resolution, i
and Is seeking information, data aud
opinions touchiug quarantine, and the
advantages, if any, of establishing a uni-
form system in the United states, under
the management of the General Govern-
ment; the intention being, if the weight
of opinion and evidence favor the propo-
sition, to prepare suggestions for Con-
greasional Legislation on the Bubject.

r its only object the protection of
the people of tho United States aud those
who act in conjunction with them. Tho
study of quarantine administration in
foreign countries will be instructive, but
it should not be prosecuted v ith a view
mere!}- of finding precedents for our
future action on this continent. Itwould
be well to divest ourselves at once of any
leaning or dependence on other countries,
and to adopt a course best suited to our

t and future necessities.
1 would, however, call your attention

to Pr. Shakespeare's very comprehensive
and voluminous report to the President
on this subject, with special reference to
Asiatic cholera.

The present status of quarantine in tho
Vnited States is mixed, beiug partly
National and partly State. Each is dis-
tinctly separate and" different in function,
but identical in purposo and interest.
I uder the present system there must of
necessity be a want of uniformity of ad-
ministration, with weakness at points in
tiie. line of defense. Such uniformity of
administration as would bring all defens-
ible points to a parallel degree of effi-
ciency cannot be too strongly urged; but
this cannot be put into successful opera-
ti 'n while it is possible for the State and
National authorities to coullict.

The National quarantine administra-
tion is under the management of tho
General Government, through the Treas-
ury Department, which delegates it to
the Marine Hospital Service. Its effi-
ciency has so far been unquestioned, and
it has everywhere met the full expecta-
tions of the public where it h;is been in-
vested with means and authority to act.
It has the positive advantage of mobility,
\u25a0which tho State authorities cannot pos-
sess. Any want of suitability of local
administration may be corrected by a
chonge ofstation, which is impossible in
Slate and municipal affairs. The cost of
tho Marino Hospital Service may be as-
certained in the United States Treasurer's
report.

The restrictions to be imposed on com-
merce and travel would, It is hoped, be
increased rather than diminished under
a National administration, inasmuch as
security to ourselves is the prime object
of quarantine. But tho asperities of such
restriction might and should be reduced
so as to boar as lightly as possible by the
establishment of suitable refuge stations,
the separation of the sick lrom th« well, !
and tho detention of suspects in isolated
;.ut commodious quarters. But the re-
strictions on commerce and travel should
cover a wide range. It should, under
certain conditions, to be determined by
competent authority, bo absolute. A
totai suspension of commerce and travel
for a time would prove less injurious to
commerce itself than the presence of an
Asiatic pestilence for the same period.
Add to the injuries of commerce the in-
juries to national prosperity produced by j
an unsettled and panicky condition of'
the public mind, and the financial results
are appalling and lar-reaching in their [
ultimate effects.

A National quarantine system under
the direction of the General Government
would undoubtedly lessen tho existing
imposts on com mere1, and also m
advantageously the restrictions on com-
ment and trade. It would most cer- \u25a0

tainly afford increased security to the ]
whole country. There would be the de- \
oided advantage of uniformity of admin-
lstratlon under the central authority of
the Government. Such deviations as
were found necessary at the p;jint of
action could be provided for. But tho
Jaws under which the restrictions are ap-
piled would be known at home and
abroad, and all requirements would bo 1
weighed and anticipated. Duplicity and
want of good faith are less likely'toi->
found in an omoar of the General Gov- '
eminent than in the state and municipal !
appointee, whose brief otlicial tenure is i
obtained through political influence, \u25a0

which hampers him with a sense of per-
sonal obligations lhat he cannot evade ;
without ingratitude.

Add to this the multiple and heteroge-
neous duties of a health oiticer in ono of
the large cities, and it need not seem un-
reasonable that the great mass of people !
remote from tho seaboard view the situa-
tion with alarm and apprehension, ior
it must be generally understood that a !
careless, inefficient or corrupt state or
municipal administration of quarantine
at any point along the borders may en- I
danger all.

There can be no doubt but that the
Government officer placed at his station,
and invested with authority to perform

c functions, will have the con-
fidence and moral support of the people
of the interior: while the state and
municipal officer, no matter bow capa-
ble and high-minded he may lie. cannot
have equal eontidence and support.
There must also be considered the moral
as] ect of t: • question, the question of
right. The Interior claims by right that
our national defenses shall be ma<le su Hi-

Eta foreign eneniy were to invade
our shores or borders, no one questions
the right of all the States to repel the in-
vaders. How much greater is that right

nind that our shores and borders
\u25a0hall be guarded against an invasion that
is terrible and loathsome. This is not a
question that admits of sentimental con-
siderations.

The authority of the General Govern-
ment may be applied to all mutters o! a
national system of maritime and inter-
state quarantine, without trending upon

i_'ht and prerogatives of Stales to
manage their own local affnirs. But a
State or municipality has no greater
moral right to use its power* in such a
way that other States shall suffer, than
has the individual. There inheres in the
National Government a police power for

oal purposes, in the State Govern-
ment for State purposes, ami where, dele-
gaied to county, city or town, for local
purposes. There are times when the vig-
orous exercise of this police power must
be invoked for the protection of society.
This power, which is the essence of all
social order, may not be evaded or re-
linquished. The citizen of au interior
Stale has the same right to invoke the
general police power of the National
Government for protection against an
Invasion of cholera, as he has to call
upon his local health officer to abate a
local nuisance.

Will a rich, intelligent and powerful
country continue to jeopardize its pros-
perity by a trustful faith in the ability of
any local government to act for the
whole people? Is it just to impose upon
the local government tho enormous cost
of such quarantine? With a fullknowl-
edge of tho power of local politics aud
meretricious influences, is it wise to
leave our defenses entirely oreven par-
tially in such hands? It would seem
wiser to iuvoke the authority of the
United States, backed by its treasury,
and to inaugurate a unitorm system of
national maritime and interstate quaran-
tine. That such a system would afford
increased security cannot be successfully
contradicted. That it would have the
confidence of thu people there can be no
doubt.

The matter of commerce might be so
adjusted that only such lines as are least
capable of carrying infecting germs shall
be transported during seasons of danger,
but there should be scope in the laws for
\u25a0•\u25a0 t":.U and absolute Inhibition of all com-
merce, if the exigencies for such an ex-
treme measure shall arise.

1 believe that the placing ofcapable and
trustworthy medical inspectors at all in-
fected ports would be of lirst importance.
Their authority would be superior to olli-
cers ofcustoms and shipping agents, who
should not be permitted to issue clearance
papers until after a full compliance with
tho requirements of the medical in-
Bpector. A report by cable would vouch
lor the condition of vessel, crew, passen-
gers and cargo, when leaving port.

An absolute inhibition of travel and
commerce with any port that refused to
comply with imposed conditions would
narrow tho quarantine service to practical
proportions.

VIEWS OF A GOLD MAN

Who Has Studied the Silver Question
Thoroughly.

Countries Where Silver Coin Does Xot :

Pass at Its Face Value—Tho Dan-

ger to This Nation.

Edward J. Peeler of San Francisco, a
gentleman who has given years of study
to the silver question, is visiting the city. I
lie was seen at tho .State House Hotel |
yesterday by a Record-Union reporter,
who had learned that Mr. Peeler was a j

financier oi unusual ability, and asked to !
explaiu some of the features of the silver
question, such as have a bearing on tho
matter of free coinage.

The result was an object lesson in coins
that would serve as the basis for an ex-
cellent public lecture.

Mr. Peeler was prepared to illustrate j
th,e subject, for he went to his room and
brought forth a bag containing specimens
of the coins in use in every country on
the face of tho globe whero metal coins,
especially silver, are used. These he
spread out upon a table and explained
their relative values, both intrinsic and
commercially.

Having traveled extensively in Mexico
and Central aud South America, where
silver is the chief coin in use, Mr. Peeler
«:is enabled to speak from an actunl
knowledge on the subject.

"liefore leaving San Francisco," said
he, "Ibought Mexican dollars. They
are practically equal to our standard dol-
lars in weight, no better in liueness. In
Mexico 1 found them worth about .sixty-
nine cents. That country is as near as
they get to free coinage. Unlimited
quantities of bullion are coined into
Mexican silver dollars. Unlimited quan-
tities of the dollars go into the markets of
the world. They go to China for what-
ever silver bullion is worth, but they are
measured against gold there. They go to
Japan, but seldom return from there. It
is a legal coin, but not redeemable in gold
by iis own Government, and always tails
to its value as bullion.

"Tho Mexican merchant goes to New j
York and takes that dollar with him. He
can get no gold, for the silver dollar has
driven the yellowed money from Mexico
almost entirely. Itpasses for sixty-nine
cents into whatever market it is paid.
That ia the condition tin- money of Mex-
ico has sunk to, and her dollar ia better
than that of the territories south of her.

"The dollar of Guatemala will not go
into the commercial world at any price
oxcopt as bar silver. It has to go back to j
the bullion pot to be melted at a cost of 2
per cent., which must be deducted from
tho value of the silver in it. The coinage
of Bolivia is worse, because the quality
of motal is not line. They call it tiu \u25a0

money.
"Beiore going into Chile I changed my

Mexican money forpesos, getting si lOof
( Ihilean silver for a Mexican dollar. Tho
Chilean dollar hud to be changed for tho
money of Honduras, which passes at tho
rate of ?1 25 lor a Chilean dollar. When
Ireached Colombia Iwould have had to
pay Sl' silvor for§o of gold.

"I never saw gold in any form down j
there. The peopledon't know what is tho '
matter with their money, and are paying
great prices for their goods. Down there
I met commercial travelers from the Pa-
cific side of the United states, from Eng-
land, Germany and Spain. Every ono i
of them carried instructions from his
house to make his bills payable in gold j
coin. Xo man will sells goods on any
other basis there. A silver proposition
will not l>e taken into consideration. ;
They say: 'Wedon't know what it will I
be worth next week."

"A man who holds gold from any part
:

of the world or paper backed bjr gold is I
all right, but silver is out of the question
except by its weight as bullion at tho
market price. The merchants koep
posted on the fluctuations of silver. Ifit
g ice up, for more, if down, fur lcs*.

"We simply lack a Free Coinage Act to
suit ourselves to the level ot those com- !
bines. They would drag us down or the
United States must raise them up .'iO per
cent, with over |400,000,000 in silver to I
spare, which would lie dumped on us,
and we will have dono nothing for our- i
selves by raising them tooar level. More- j
over, silver mines of Central and South '
America are not. half worked under the
present conditions.

"1 would like to make this proposition:
If tho Government will allow me to put
in bullion bar tho tirst hundred thousand
dollars under a Free-coinage Act at 41JJ
grains, !HJO tine, and give mo a woek to
transport them to San Francisco, 1 will
lay them down to any man or bank in
the United States for SO.OOO gold dollars.

"The American silver dollar willnever
be worth more than liKJ cenls, but with
tho Stewart bill as it stauds a law tho
silver dollar will fall llat to the level of
bullion. If that law passed and a man
owes SIOO.UOu without the money of pay- i
ment stipulated he can buy 100,000 Mex-
ican dollars for ji~o,i>i»o, coin them into
American, and cancel his debt. Tho {

nations south of us are crippled by their
monetary system, absolutely ruined i
financially, as any one can see who vis-
ited them, and we are kiugg. Not a few I
silver men who have made speeches will |
mention the trade dollar, that swindled
every girl, old woman and blind man
under the flag. Yet tho same ring that
dumped the trade dollar on to the country
is backing up the free silver bill."

Mr. Pesler willbe in the city for sev-
eral days, and :t would well repay any- i
one interested in the free coinage of silver I
to call on him and discuss tho subject.

! mag may be seen articles in the papers
cogitating about the origin and purport
of the Christmas tree.

1 As none ofthe' authors of such articles I

as have come under my observation seem
to have drank sufficient ofthe water from
"Miiners' Spring" to solve the riddle, i
permit me to make the following state- I
ment:

The "Christmas Tree," as well as the
"May-pole," are both Scandinavian
heathen institutions, and both belong to
the Haider on Sunoultu-.

The green Using tree—"jul grau," or
"vulegrau"—is typical of the rebirth of
Balder and belongs to the winter-solstice.
"Jul" or "yule" means "wheel," and has
reference to the wheeling .or turning of
the sun at this time.

The naked, dead May-polo—Majstong— |
belongs to the summer-solstice and typi-
tied Balder's death. To the May-pole festi-
val belongs also a rousing big log-lire, the
"Balder's bal" or Balder's luueral pyre.
I would also state that the name "May-
pole" is not, as English orthographers
seem to think, derived from tho name of
the month, May, but from tho verb
"maja" (a word by the way much older
in Scandinavia than the name ".May" for
"Grasmanad' 1 , meaning to deck out or
ornament with flowers. So "May-pole,"
instead of meaning "a pole to dance
around in the mouth of May," simply !
means a pole that is ornamented with
flowers.

During the Thirty Years' War a
wounded Swedish otlicer told the ehil- 1
dren of tho German family in which he |
was quartered how "Yule" was cele-
brated in his home land, and to please the
invalid a Christmas tree was gotten up,
and from this small beginning it seems
to have spread all over Christendom.

LUDWIGMELCHOIR.
Funeral Yesterday <>t tho Drowned

Musician—Who Ho AVus.
The funeral of Ludwlg Melchior, the

musician who lost his lifoon Sunday last
I>y drowning, took place yesterday from
the undertaking-rooms of J. F. Clark,
and was largely attended. Key. Mr.
Uehlor of the Gorman Lutheran Church
conducted the services.

Nearly all tho musicians in the city
turned out in one monster band, number-
ing nearly one hundred, and with appro-
priate music escorted the remains to tho
cemetery.

Ludwig Melchoir was born in IS-19, in
the village ofMuirzzuischlag, Brueck, A.
M., Steiermarck, Austria. Ho was tho
son of .lohann Melchoir, a General Su-
perintendent of Railroads. Graduating
with a commission of Cadet Lieutenant,
be entered the First SchwartzenberK Reg-
iment, Tenth Division, Austrian I>r:.i-
goons, and afterward had command of
tho regiment.

Among iiispapers was found a military
pass, dated 1867, in which he is de-
scribe.l :is a good instructor, a good shot,

fencer uiui athlete.
His mother lives in Germany, and is

about 80 years of age.

CHARLES WHITE'S CASE.
How Ho Mannered to Dispose of a Con-

federate shlnpluster.
Charles White was found guilty in the

Police Court yesterday of petty larceny
in having passed a slo Confederate bill in
payment for tho rent of a room, aud re-
ceiving $7 50 in good money in change.

Mrs. Klink, tho landlady of the AVhite
House,, testified that White applied to her
for a room, giving nor tho bill in pay-
ment and she giving him tho money in
exchange.

Whlie thon loft, ostensibly to get his
trunk, and cad not return, she then dis-
covered the bill was valueless and re-
ported tho matter to the police.

AVhite made a statement which he fixed
up into a nice little tale, with a fairy in
it. He told how he met a lady friend on
the street, who was unprovided for, and

• out to proenro her a room.
Whoti he found tho room ho reached in

hi- vest pocket, drew out the Confederate
i . a ia, without ;i thought as to

its no! being a legal tender, ho paid for
tho room with it and received the change.
Hedenied that portion of Mrs. Klink's
testimony, in which she said ho returned
and iried to pay for another room with a
tJi) bill.

The prisoner said he had never set D
anything but good money, and he didn't
know how he happened to have tho
valueless relic of the defunct Confeder-
ation.

Judge Buckley decided that White was
guilty, however, aud sentenced him to a
line of $120, or to serve sixty days in the
County Jail.

SUPERIOR COURT.
