Harter Objects to McPhersons

Suspension Resolution.

OFFERS A JOINT RESOLUTION AS
A SUBSTITUTE.

Report That the Delegates to the

Brussels Conference Will Tteslgn—

Bill Introduced In the Senate for

the Appointment of a Commission

to Adjust tho Claims of the Govern-

ment Agulnst the Paclflc Railroads.

Washington, .lan. 4.—Representative

Harter of Ohio objects to the silver-pur-
chase suspension resolution introduced
in the Senate by McPberson of New Jer-
sey, "ii the ground that it gives the Sec-
retary of tho Treasury greater control
over the subject than any man could wish
and niore than Congress ought to place
in the hands of any oflicor of the (Joy-

I'rnment. He offered in the House to-day
a substitute in the nature of a House
jointresolution providing as follows:

"Allfurther purchases ofsilver bullion
by the United States of America shall
cease from and after the passage or adop-
tion of this resolution, and said purchases
shall not be resumed until an interna-
tional agreement is reached, which agree-

ment shall at least include Great liritein,
Germany, France and the United .States
of America; and which agreement shall
lix the valuation at which silver bullion

\u25a0will thereafter be received for coinage,
without limit as to quantity, at the mints
of all the nations who are parties to the
said agreement."

Jlartor thinks this resolution would ac-
complish the same result and not be open
to the same objection as the McPherson
resolution, "It would, moreover," he
says, "be a notice to the world that wo are
ready to join other civilized nations in
the coinage of silver upon xany aereed-
upon international ratio, and that mean- !
\u25a0while we have declined going on raking
their chestnuts in for them at the risk of
commercial disaster and national dis-
grace."

Harter says be believes silver purchases
have greatly contracted the currency dur-
ing tho last twenty-four or twenty-five
mouths, and that alter counting in the

IWCIFIC RAILKOAD DEBT.

BUI for the Settlement of Claims of
tho Government.

Washington, Jan. 4.—The Pacific rail-
road debt question is again before Con-
gress, this time in a billintroduced to-day
1 , Senator Frye authorizing the appoint-
ment of a commission to settle the claims
growing out of the issue of bonds by tho
United States to aid in the construction
of certain railroads and to secure to tho
! nited States the payment ofallindebted-
ness of the Union Pacific and Kansas Pa-
cific, now forming part of the Union Pa-
cific, the central branch of the Union
lacifio, the Central Pacific and the West-
ern Pacific, now forming part of the
Central Pacific, and the Sioux City and
Pacific Railroad Companies.

Under this bill tho President is author-
ized to appoint a commission of two Ke-
publicans, two Democrats and one mem-
ber of tho People's party fora term of
ono year, with authority to extend the
term two years, at an annual salary of
$10,000 each and tho necessary expenses.
These Commissioners will be required to
devote their whole time to the work for
which they will be appointed, and their
salaries are to be paid jointly by the
United .States and the railroads interested.
The commission is vested with authority

srtain the amount of all obligations
due or to become due the United States,
and to enter into an agreement with the
companies to adjust and extend tho obli-
gations as may seem equitable and just.

The intention of the Act is to confer
such power as will enable the commis-
sion to settle with the companies, sub-
j(ct only to the approval of the Secretary
ofthe Interior and the President All
the existing rights of the Government
a:e to be preserved and the comm
i rested with authority to take testi-
mony an.l to invoke the aid of the United
Mates Courts ifnecessary.

FARM PRODUCTS.
Wheat Crop or I^ist Year Sllshtly

Alhivo the Average.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.—The Agricult-

ural Department crop bulletin is as fol-
lows: The wheat crop of last year is

SOILED I'AI'EH MONEY.
Bill for Its Rcdeni]>tlnn to Prevent

Spreading of Diseases.
Washington. Jan. 4.—Representative

Onthwaite of Ohio has taken up, and in
view of the danger of cholera invasion
will press vigorously his proposition for I
the frequent exchange of soiled paper
money tor new notes. From an investi-
gation made it was shown that old green-
hacks and bank notes contain germs of
disease to an unusual degree, and there I
is reason for apprehension of them as ti |
producer ofdisease.

In view of tho necessity of the utmost
precautions against the spreading ofchol-
era next summer, Outhwaite has intro-
duced a bill directing the Secretary of the
Treasury to make necessary regulations
to secure the speedy and frequent re-
demption of all United States paper cur-
rency and all national bank notes which
become soiled, impure, unclean and
otherwise unfit for use, when presented
in sums ol not less than fUO, and for the
preparation and issue of new United

j States paper currency in place of that
which shall have been redeemed. Fifty
thousand dollars is'appropriated, to be-
come immediately available, to enable
the Secretary to carry into effect the pro-
visions.

Government Offloe-Holders.
Washington, Jan. 4.—A bill was in-

troduced in the House to-day by Martin
of Indiana, which provides that all per-
sons appointed to offices under tho
United Suites shall be for four years,
whether under civil service or otherwise,
and no person to be eligible to hold office
for moro than eight years, and all per- i
sons having held office for this length of
time or longer will not bo eligible to hold
oltice after July 4, ISD.J.

Dei.artment of Transportation.
Washington-, Jan. 4.—Otis (Populist)

Of Kansas offered in the House to-day a
bill creating a Department of Transporta-
tion and providing for the construction

|of the Kicaraguan Ship Canal. The de-
partment is to have a general supervision
over the carrying trade of the entire
country and exercise all tho powers of
the Interstate Commerce Commission,
which snail be abolished.

Woman SutTrnee.
WASHTnrGTON, Jan. 4.—Senator War-

ren, from the Select Committee on
Woman. Sufl'rage, to-day reported to the
Senate a joint resolution to amend the
Constitution extending the right of suf-
frage to women. Aminority report was
also presented.

Bill Introduced In the Senate Aiming

Washington, .lan. 4. — The Senate

opened with prayer.

the consideration of the bill granting ad-
ditional Quarantine powers and of tho bill
for its suspension.

Washburneof Minnesota made an un-
successful attempt to securo an agree-
ment to vote on the anti-option bill next
week.

The McCiarrahan billwas laid over till
Tuesday.

Stewart of Nevada addressed tho Sen-
ate on the resolution to suspend the pur-
chase of silver bullion.

Senator Frye, of the Commerce Com-
mittee, introduced a bill providing for tho
appointment of a commission of five to
ascertain the amount of the indebtedness
ot tho bond-aided j'aciiic roads and au-
thorized to effect a settlement with them,
either as to the time, rate of interots or se-
curity.

Senator Chandler introduced abillmak-
ing it unlawful forany body ofmen num-
bering ten ormore to assemble or drill.
or bear arms as a military body, unless
called i'or by the properly authorized civil
or military officer. Itmakes it the duty
of tho President to disband and disperse
any such organization. This bill is aimed
at the Pinkertons and semi-military an-
archist organizations.

Senator C handler also introduce d a bill
to restrict immigration. It designates
four new classes of excluded persons:
provides for information regarding im-
migrants; the issue of certificate a by tho
United States Consul; tho requirement of
more cubic space for immigrants aboard
vessels, and a new naturalization clause

j requiring sixty days' notice of applica-
tion.

Tho Senate then took up tho anti-option
bill ivs unfinished business. White
(Dem.i of Louisiana moved to insert the
word "Hour" as one of the articles re-
ferred to. Adopted.

Sherman said personally that ho stood
neutral in regard to tho bill. Still he was
disposed to vote for it, in deference to
opinions of leading agricultural societies
and individual farmers.

Without further action tho Sentate went
into executive session, and soon ad-
journed.

Interesting Meeting Held at San
Francisco Yesterday.

Chairman Koa Presents a Preamble

/\u25a0 <st this evening prints the following re-
port of the proceedings of the Railroad
Commissioners held in this city to-day:

The members of the Commission were
promptly on band at their office at 10
o'clock tliis morning ready to go on n ilii
the Shively investigation. Attorney .!.
c. Martin, representing tho Southern
Pacific, was also in attendance, as was

Mr. Richards Likewise, the latter being
tho legal representative of the complain- ;
ant, U. O. shively. In fact everybody
concerned was present everybody ex-
cept a very important witness—J. S.
Leeds, Traffic Manager of the Traffic
Association.

When the Shively case was last before
the commission Mr. Leeds was on tho
stand all day undergoing cross-examina-
tion at the hands of Attorney Martin.
Such cross-examination was not con-
cluded, and it was therefore intended to
call Mr. Leeds again to the stand the lirst
thing this morning.

But the Commissioners and attorneys
waited and waited ami Mr. Leeds came
ni'!. Finally he was teleponed to and an
answer was received to the effe :t that he
could not .possibly attend to-day, this
'neing the date for the month!-,

of tin- i recative Committee of the Traf-
fic Association.

"Whekeas, the Legislature of the
State is at present in session; and, where-
as, the State Board of Railroad Commis-
sioners have, for tho past several months,
been frequently and publicly assailed by
the Traflic Association of California
through its manager, J. S, Leeds, and
have been charged with dereliction of
duty and with subserviency to railroad
interests, and the personal integrity of
its members also attacked; and, whereas,
said Manager of th< TrafficAssociation,
after vainly trying to commit this board
to illegal methods of railroad regulation,
has widely published and announced
officially that it was the purpose of the
Traffic Association to have the Railroad
Commission abolished by the p;
Legislature; and, whereas, now that the
Legislature is in session the said Traflic
Association appears from the report of
tho Legislative Committee to have sud-
denly abandoned its boasted purpose to
abolish this commission; and, whereas,
this commission believes that it has
honestly performed its duty ami pro-

i in the only Legal manner to the
solution of the transportation problem in
California; and, whereas, this commis-
sion is and !br several months past has
been encaged in an investigation of the
subject ofrailroad freights and (ares in
the case <>'\u25a0 H. <'. shively vs. The
Southern Pacific Company; and,'.
as, during all the hearing oi'lhis case this
commission and Ita members have been
constantly and, as we believe, dis-
honestly assailed by the said J. S. Leeds,
as Manager of the Traffic Association,
and by certain of the nowspaj era of tho
State openly known as the organs of
said Traffic Association, some of which
have even attempted to lovy black n ail
upon tho complainant in this ease: and,
whereas, this commission believes that
the a<;o of demagoguery is past in Cali-
fornia, and that the dishonest assaults
upou public boards engaged in doing
their legal duty by hirei and high-priced
managers of such private bodies as the
Traffic Association is a proper subject of
ventilation; and further, we believe an
Investigation of the present and past

official action of tho Railroad Commission
would be eminently proper, in view of
the assaults upon it; therefore, be it

'•,7 \olved. That the State Board of Rail-
road Commissioners insists upon and
urges the Legislature to make such in-
vestigation during its pri sent sessi in, and
for that purpose suggests that a legislative
committee be selected from the members
ofboth houses, and irrespective of party,
such commit tee to be composed ofhonest
men, above and beyond any suspicion
of railroad affiliation, influence or con-
trol, which committee shall attend the
present sessions of the commission dnr-
iug the pending inquiry into railroad
charges and thoroughly inform its-\u25a0;•

the Legislature aj to the integrity and
ability of the Railroad Commission, and
also advise tho Legislature upon the sub-
ject oi railroad regulations, and thus
share with the commission the responsi-

bility of a just and speedy solution of
the railroad problem in the State of Cali-
fornia."

Commissioner Litchfield opposed tho
adoption of tho resolutions. "I don't
think it is either proper or necessary,"
he said, "for this commission to take any
notice of Mr. Leeds' criticisms and I
charges, whether uttered verbally or pub-
lished through tho newspapers. Ifhe
has any charges to make againit us, lot
him do it in a proper manner. We will
not shrink from meeting them, whether

re tho Legislature or any other tri-
bunal.

"IfMr. Leeds doesn't succeed in cut-
ting a better figure then than he has in
giving his testimony in this case that we
have been Investigating, his charges
won't amount to much. I don't think j
that the time has arrived for as to call on 1
the Legislature to clear us of any bus- i
picion that may have been caused by Mr.
Leeds' utterances." i

Chairman Kea, however, urged that
something ought, to ho done to make it
evident that the members of the commis-
sion courted a full investigation. "I
want everybody to know," he said, "that
this is an honest commission, and that its
uij tnbers are actuaU d by honest motives.

"1 know this myself—we all know it.
N'ou- let us take what seems to be the
best means of proving it to the public."

Mr. Litchfield still opposed the propo-
sition.

"Awise writer has said,'- ho remarked,
"that we .should first have the approval
of our own consciences ""We've got that," suggested Chairman
Her..

"And should then seek tho applause of
the public," continued Mr. Litchfield.

"Just so," remarked Rea, smiling.
"That's what we're after now."

"Well, I desire to deserve and obtain
tho approval of tho public," said Mr.
Litchfield, "but I don't think this is ex-
actly the way to go about it at present."

Then Commissioner Beckman settled
the matter for the time by moving that it
be laid over i'or one week.
