
"IT WOULD BE FATAL."

The Effect That Would Follow Free ;

Coinage.

So Says Sir. Peeler, tho Finance Im-

port, Now in This City—His

.Reply to .lay W. Bee.

Edward J. Peeler, the finance export

With W_ma aa interview was published
in theßrookd-UHlcat of Thursday la~t.
and to which a reply was made by Jay
W« Bee, a student who desired more light
on the subject, was seen at tho State
House Hotel yesterday and asked what
he had to say to the lattor's argument.

In reply to the first question, "Why
•was silver demonetized by Act of Con-
gress in IS7T?" Mr. Feeler stated that it
•was becauso tho commercial nations of
tho world refused to handle silver in any
amount above $5 per capita.

The second question, " Why is the com-
bined money influence of the nation op-
posed to the coinage of silver and the ex-

pansion of the currency?'' was disposed
ofby Mr. l'eeler in the statement that
tho universal opposition to silver In the
commercial world arose from the fact
tiiat tho white metal, by reason of its bulk
and weight, would consume itself in
transportation. A given sum of silver,
moved from Sacramento to New York
and back, would, in fiftysuch exchanges,
consume itseli, the express and trans-
portation companies getting it all.

To the third query, "Why will the free
coinage of silver expel gold from our
country?" Mr. Peeler replied that the
principal cause rested in the fact that the
United States Government stores no less
than 14.500,000 in silver monthly. A
powerful combination ofsilver capitalists,
whose operations extend from Alaska to
Peru, are enabled to sell this silver pro-
duct to the Government, which in turu
issues a certificate payable in gold. 1 i.e-
silver capitalist walks into the sub-

nryin New YorkCity,presents his
silver certificate and draws its full
amount in United States gold coin lor
transmission to Europe.

To illustrate the drain of gold from the
United States, Mr. i'eelor cited the fact
that either in 1--- or 188!) it was estimated
that 00,000 American citizens wont abroad,
aud it was approximated that each trav-
eler spent on an average not less than
H,ooo—a total ofSGO,OOO,OUO in gold spent
by Americans in Europe in ono year.
When itis taken into consideration that
these figures aro steadily Increasing, it
will not be difficult to appreciate the torce
of Mr. Peeler's argument.

"Fourth query —What is the differ-
ence between bullion aud money value?
If that dill'eronce is tho stamp which our
Government puts on a certain quantity of
bullion giving it a money value, then is
it not true that the maintenance at par of
a silvor dollar depends, not on its bullion
value, but on the stability of tho Govern-
ment emitting such?"

In reply to this Mr. Peeler gave his
opinion that tho difference between bar
gold aud coin gold being nothing nation-
ally, and tho difference between bar silver
and coin silver being HI per i ent.. with a
downward tendency, accounts lor the
financial battle on silver between nations
of tho world.

To illustrate these propositions, and to
bring them more forcibly to the minds of
thinking men, Mr. l'eeler proposed to
take a trip around the world. Starting
from the city of San Francisco with $1,000
in gold, tbe traveler reaches Japan. It
may be asked, Whydoes the traveler pre-
fer gold? The answer is that the Amer-
ican f_o piece is, nationally, the king of
coins. Its fineness and melting qualities

> superior that it is readily ex-
changed to the highest advantage in any
of tbe civilized nations of the earth.

:'oro the traveler takes good Amer-
ican s'-0 gold pieces.

In Japan the traveler exchanges his
fLOOO in gold for f1,625 in legal and law-
ful Japanese silver or paper. He leaves
for China, alter spending #1,000 in Japan,
and, having drawn on his gold resert c for
another $1,000, the traveler exchanges this
amount for$1,475 in silver for China ex-
penses. Leaving the Flowery Kingdom
—the silver sink of the world—tho globe-
trotter arrives at the great wheat country
of India. He drops into the Government
Mintat Calcutta and exchanges another
$1,000 in gold for$1,560 in silver rupees.

South and Central America may he-in-
cluded in the same ratio of discounts.
These republics aro tree-coinage coun-
tries, and the experiences ofa traveler in
exchanging gold lor silver would be
about tho same there as in tho nations
mentioned above. Those nations em-
braco tho free-coinage countries of the
world.

Leaving India, after having seeu tho
effects of free coinage, the traveler takes
his departure for France and England—
double-standard countries—where he ex-
changes his £1,000 in gold for $1,000 in
silver.

Mr. Peeler closed the interview with
the following striking remarks:

"Let us remember that this silver ques-
tion is entirely modern. Tho nations of
tho world entered upon the nineteenth
century iv complete ignorance of it. The
countless millions of the East, of China,
India. Africa, the many States of South
and Central America, Mexico—in fact,
three-fourths of the world, peaceably en-
joyed an independent silver standard,
while England, France and the principal
commercial States of Europe used tho
double standard, so-called, the relative
value of tho two precious metals being
established by international law and cus-
tom.

"Are tho sources of silver inexhausti-
ble? Not by any means. Hut they are
sufficient to llood the 1 nited States, when
tho ilood-gates are lifted without duo pre-
cautious. Should the Tinted States de-
dace free coinage to-morrow, every
ounco of silver that could be spared from
tho silver of every nation would lie
poured upon her. Every nation which,
like Austria and India, seeks to establish
tho single gold standard, would also hasten
to change its silver for gold. In a few
months wo should find ourselves among
the silver monometallic nations, while
others obtained a gold basis at our ex-
pense.

"Wo should have relaxed correspond-
ingly the ties which bind us to the great
commercial West, and find but slender
compensation in the increased in:,
of other associations. We should have to
buy lor gold and sell forsilver. The loss
of our gold would inevitably occasion
contraction. Years would elapse before
the disturbed currents could settle to a
calm. Ivshort, it would be fatal."

Another Reply.

Eds. RkooKD-Ukion: In your issue of
the 7th iust., under the caption of "Gold
or Silver," I see an answer by Jay W.
lice, a double standard champion, to an
interview in the issue the Hh with
Edward J. l'eeler, entitled, "Views of a
Gold Man," in Which article, alter pro-
pounding four questions as bis answer,
goes on to state generally that "duriug
the American civil war greenbacks
would and did not command their face
value, and why? Simply because tho .
power of the Federal Government was iv I
jeopardy."

The above quotation has tho stamp of
error oa itsi fiiice. as which of us familiar
with tho past history (thirty-odd years)
ofthis Republic does not know that the
first issue by tho Executive of sixt;
lions of greenbacks, not only did not re-
cede below their face value, but com- [
manded 4 per cent, premium, they tak-
ing the place of the metalliccurrency of
the country, which, true to its well
known character of cowardice, hid Itself
out ofreach in tho hour of tho nation's
need, aud sought to profit at tho expense
of the nation that had warmed it at its
heart like the adder that it is. by ottering
loans to the executive at the modest rate
offrom 24 to;ji per cent, interest. (See;
Appleton's Cyclopedia, I*ll,page -96.)

And, mark you. this was not alone the
action ofthe geld currency, but wis par-
ticipated in by the white metal as well;
and why this participation? Localise the
control of tho volume of either was

alike in the hands of the "Shyloeks,"
that had whetted their knife to cut from
the nation'- breast, "nearest the heart,"
their unholy "pound offlesh."

Why did this And paper issue so com-
pletely take tho place of the metallic
enrrence? The answer is obvious. Hav-
ing but one base of value (the pledge of

said measure; such manipulation so cun-
uingly devised that it effects the value
set on the coin so as to lessen the standard
of tbe nation's faith and call in question
its honor to the extent ol the forced de-

mon of tho national stamped value
of the metallic coin in question.

Jay \V. bee further states: "While I
shall not attempt to dispute the accuracy
of Mr. Peeler's figures with respect to the
silver currency of the Central and South
American countries, yet 1 leel compelled
to lake issue with him on his deductions
drawn from these figures.

" ihe stability of tiie Latin-American
republics is so uncertain that their cur-
rency, based on and backed by the tax-
ing power of their respective Govern-., shares the general feeling ofun-
stability and uncertainty."

My experience leads mo to the knowl-
edge Unit the currency of any country has
no purchasing power outside of the juris-
diction of iho Government of issue; and
iv the Case of metallic money, when it
strays beyond such limit, it is treated as
metal in bulk, or, as it is called, "bull-
ion," it having been denuded of tho
value imparted by the Government of
issue.

Again, the reason of the decline of the
iofmoney within the limits of the

Government ofissue may be many fold.
First, it may bo so weakened by reason
of tho presence of other metallic sub-
stances lower hi value than that for
which it is issued,"the substance purport-
ing to be issued being either gold or sil-
ver, the thing absolutely issued being an
alloy containing a large percentage of a
less valuable metal; hence thedoprecia-
tion in its face value. Again, by n
of internal social disturbance, th oin
never being of tbe same Intrinsic as face
value, a difficultywould arise intheop-
portunity to exchange it for wealth for
which it is ostensibly a measure of value.

Again, the coin having passed into the
hands of bankers and money brokers,
whose sole business it is to cause Hnctua-
I onsin its value so as to bear with telling
effect against the wealth producer in bis
effort to exchange- such wealth for the
recognized monetary measure, said
measure in tho hands of cunning manip-
ulators constantly varying in its measure
capacity in the same way as otio might
suppose a measure in the hands of a pro-
fessor of legerdemain ostensibly to
hold a quart, yt t under ins manipu-
lation it would appear to hold
more than or less than a quart in obedi-
ence to his swi si v. illat the time.

Again, said Latin-American Repub-
lics being dependent on outside nations
for many of the necessities and all the
luxuries of life, said other nations iv
their commercial intercourse take ad-
vantage of every circumstance surround-
ing said Latin nations: their isolation,
their unsettled population, and all the
other concomitants of a weak and de-

UNDER THE DRAGON FLAG.

Some of the Mysteries and Miseries
of Chinatown,

What a Visit to a Pawnshop Disclosed

—A Chinese Pharmacy and

Other Curious Places.

In company with Police Captain Brad-
ley a Hkcohd-Union reporter last even-
ing visited the Chinese quarter, and
among other places entered a pawn-shop.
After going through a winding passage,
that could ouly be followed by the
initiated, Ah Goou was found behind a

| barred window somewhere underground
i and about in the center of the most pop-
| ulous block in Chinatown. Ho bore an
| ailluuut and prosperous appearance, and

I had three or four wives, notwithstand-
ing.

Tho place was dimly lighted by a few-
tapers, but upon tho appearance of the
I a;.tain, who was instantly recognized,
the Chinese "Uncle" opened a narrow
door into his inner office and lighted a
small lamp.

In ouo corner of tho dingy room thero
was a locked vault, which the proprietor
also opened and disclosed a store of goods
wonderful to behold. Hundreds oi par-
cels and packages, all labeled with brass
labels, were stored on tho shelves, and
which, judging from their sizes and
shapes, might contain almost any-
thing in tho shape of portable property
ffom a jewel toa suit of armor.

Upon a number of shelves the space
was given up exclusively to pistols and
revolvers, aud there were enough lire-
arms in the collection to arm half the
Chinese in the city and killoffthe others.
These, too, were all labeled with brass
labels and tag, presumably bearing the
n lines of the owners and the amounts
due on them.

The revolvers were nearly all now, of
tho very best patterns and make, ana of
large size and caliber. They were
stacked in layers with the labels all in
view, and doubtless any or all of them
could be instantly handed out when
called for and the amounts for which
thoy were pawned jiaid.

Other shelves were loaded down with
scores of the peculiar shaped and formid-
able knives used by highbinders, some of
them large enough to serve as swords.

After leaving the underground apart-
ments and reiching fresher air it was
amusing to note the effect oi the Police Cap-
tain's appearance along 1 street. The
officer had raided so many of their lottery
games and opium joints that ho is gener-
ally recognized. Lvory few steps doors
world be nastily closed, windows quickly
let down, and various warning signals
observed.

Several opium dens were looked into,
where, amid the suffocating smoke which
almost obscured tho occupants, and
where the odors were of most formid-
able variety and power, tbe Chinese could
bo discerned iv heaps and rows indus-
triously preparing or inhaling the de-
moralizing drug. No white men or
women Were found in the dens visited,
but there may have been numbers in
some of the more obscure and hidden
rooms.

One of tho most interesting "stores" to
visit, if one can stand tbe malodorous
surroundings, is an 1-street drug
The varieties of drugs and medicines in
stock are very numerous, and comprise
more things from the heavens and earth
than are dreamed ofinour pharmacopeia.

The Chinese drug store is evidently a
magazine for such dead rata, dried lish
and other delicacies as smell too strong
for any other place in tow v, which is say"
ing a great deal.

One thing was noticeable about the
Chinese merchants particularly, and that
was their uniform courtesy and polite
generosity. They freely treat well-
behaved visitors to (agar.-, made ap, evi-
dently, of various kind of rope, leather
and other vegetation, and do not object
to their tasting tbe dried lizards, shrimps,
gophers and such other fruits as abound
iv confusion.

The drugstore also carries an assorted
stock of rare liquors, which have to bo
tied down in extra thick bottles to pre-
vent their going out on a strike. Some of
the bottles aro only half-filled, and thodruggist explained that their strength
was taxed to their utmost to hold what
was in them.

drugs.

His supply was takea from various
parts oi tne store, the druggist goiug
about carelessly and taking a handful ofeverything ho could reach. 11 one boxor bin was empty, or fastened, he
reached into tho ono most convenient
When he made up his collection all intoone package, it was such au assortmentas probably coutained a "cure" for any
disease known to the race.

The unfortunate purchaser said howould not take it all at oue dosa, but
would take some and then rest, awhile.
After be rested ho would take more, and
so on until he was ail "lite."

There are more things to bo seen in
Chinatown than many old residents aroaware of, and an able-bodied person who
can hold his breath for an hour or so can

THE NATIONAL GUARD.

Proposed Changes in the Law Govern-
ing the State Troops.

Five Companies to be Added to tho

Present ?<" umber—Two Brijjndos

to be Consolidated, Etc.

The bill to be presented to the Legisla-
ture by the National Guard Officers'
Association through its committee, is at
hand, a synopsis of which is given below.
Tho committee of five havo full power to
make any necessary chauges it may
deem advisable, and it has already
availed itself of this privilege by modify-
ing several of the propositions as adopted
at tho November meetiug iv San 1iau-
oisco.

This committee comprises the follow-
ing officers: First Brigade, Major A. W.
Barrett, Los Angeles; Second, Colonel
Thomas F. Barry, San Francisco; Third,
Major Keel B. Terry, Stocktou; Fourth,
Major W. W. Douglas, Sacramento, aud
Filth, Colonel Park llcushaw of Chico.
Tho committee meets at the Adjutant-
General's office from time to time for
consultation, being aided and advised by
General Allen;and, judging from the ac-
tion taken already, tho ollicers men-
tioned are quite competent ior tho work
assigued them. The proposed amend-
ments to the codes aro as follows:

An enlisted man, having served threo
years, may re-euiist for oue, two or three
years at his option.

i be number of companies are to be in-
creased from sixty to sixty-live, and
each brigade may have a light battery
and a troop of cavalry.

Tho Signal Corps are to remain as now
—a change by the committee.

No officer can hereafter be placed on
the retired list for disability, except in-
curred in performance.of duty.

The term of continuous service has
been increased to eight years, aud ten
where the service lias uot been continu-
ous.

A regiment of from six to ten com-
panies can have two Majors and two
extra Adjutants and Sergeant-Majors,
who are added to the Colonel's staff.

The extra Adjutants willrank as Lieu-
tenants.

An Assistant Surgeon has also been
added to the regimental staff, who will
rank as a Captain.

The Brigade Signal Officer willremain
as now.

There willbe five brigades, instead of
six, in the Mate, the Fifth and Sixth be-
ing consolidated, and it is understood
that if the live new companies are added
they will go to the first. Third and
Fourth Brigades. Tho latter would be
entitled to two, and tho battery will no
longer be a part of the First Artillery,
but will iie unattached.

It isproposed to add Solano County to
the Fourth Brigade District, and give one
of the new companies to either Dixon,
Suisun and Fairfield (or Benicia). Tft<
other would go to Auburn, iv all proba-
bility.

Arranged In this manner the two
southern regiments would have seven
companies each, the Sixth Infantry seven
and the First Artillery seven. Tho bat-
tery I.B) of tho Fourth Brigade would bo
unattached and could, if required, be
assigned for duly with the Third or Fifth
Brigades. Colonel Honshaw would have
eight companies, having absorbed the
Tenth Battalion, and if the companies of
tho Fifth Infantry were added to the
threo Sau Francisco regiments, as thoy
should bo, the reg.uients mentioned
would havo mue companies each.

Brigade Commanders, instead of being
elected, are to be appointed by tho Com-
mander-in-Chief, as now prevails.

No more "dress" uniforms are to be
purchased with State funds, but the
money will be spent for complete "serv-
ice" uniforms, with overcoats, knap-
sacks, etc.

A hospital and ambulance corps is to
be added to each brigade, to consist of six
men for each regiment, to be officered as
the Commander-in-Chief may direct.

Tho sum of SLOW is to bo provided for
each ambulance corps the first year it is
organized to procure equipments, medi-
cine, etc., and every year thereafter the
sum ofIJHX).
