SUDDENLY
FAILURE

EXPIRES OF HEART
IN WASHINGTON.
Soldier. Statesman, Lawyer and Politi-

cian, the Face and Name of Whom

Was Known the World Over.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 11.—General Benja-
min I, Butler, soldier, lawyer, states-
man, politician and millionaire manu-
facturer, died at his residence, 220 New
Jersey avenue southeast, at 1:30 this
Wednesday) morning. General Butler
has been in this city much ot the time
this winter, watching a case in which he
was interested in the Supreme Couart.
Every Monday he was a familiar figure
at the sessions of that body, when decis-
ions were handed down.

His age, as well as general impairment
of health, while listening to orai
cisions, and looking for his own, was a
matter of comment time and again.
Finally a few weeks ago the case was de-
cided against him. Whether or not the
loss of this case,to which he had paid
such close attention, brought anything
more than the casual defeat, will never
be l\]ln\\'n.

His death created immense surprise,
as it was not even known that he was
ailing, any more than ary man who had
lived and labored so long would. The
announcement of his death from failure
of the heart created intense astonishment,
and at this hour the details are very
meager.

Shortly after 1 o’clock this morning the
General was attacked with a fit of cough-
ing, which awakened his man servant,
who always occupied an adjoining room.
He 2t once hastened to the General's beil-
side, and asked him what was the matter.
The General meanwhile had gone to the
bathroom adjoining, whither his valet
hastened and offered assistance. The
General mentioned that his expectoration
was discolored with blood. He did not
appear to think seriously of the matter,
however, and after the valet assisted him
to bed, he said: *“That’s all, West: you
need not do anything,” and apparently
went to sleep.
