"Writers* Union Practically Bounced
by the Federated Trades.

A few mouths ago an organization of
n v---paper reporters was formed in this
city, and obtaining a charter from the
International Typographical Union, it_

as admitted to the Council of Federated
Trades.

It- member, belonging to a profession,
and not a trade, its admission to the
council was a novel departure from the
legitimate purpose of a federation com-
posed oi members of mechanical trades;
and, naturally, the union soon got to
wrangling, and for some months past
had to all intents and purposes ceased to
exist.

>vi Monday night its right to repre-
sentation in the council was challenged

in the latter body, the statement being
ma c that the union bad withdrawn froni
the International Typographical Union, j
an announcement, by the way, which
was a surprise to several members of the
Newspaper Writer-1 Union who had not
before heard of such action.

The right of the newspaper delegate to
remain in the council was debated in a
vigorous manner, and finally, by a vote
of eight to six, tho delegates voted he
nii^ht remain.

Then the minority prepared to secede,
v.litii tbe new-pa; er delegate marshaierl j
himself into a single squad and withdrew
—for the sake ofpeace.

'Hi en the council appointed a committeo
to inquire into tbe status of the alleged
Newspaper Writers' I'nion.

Itis likely that the members of the
latter v ill now do what they should have
done in tho first place—organize a press
club, procure comfortable quarters and
have a place where they can meet, swap i
stories and consult as to their mutual iu-
eresta.

Heated Discussion Over Its Acceptance
by the Trustees.

The Mayor Changes His Opinion, _nt

tho Other Membei*. Vote to

Accept tho Work.

A special meeting of the City Trustees
-aa held yesterday to act on the appeal
which certain Tenth-street property-
owners had taken from the report of
Street Commissioner Green approving
the work' of Contractor Adrian Smith iv
laying the asphalt pavement bef.veeu
I. and N streets.

Thero were a lew of the objecting citi-
__n_ pn tent, accompanied by their coun-
. 1, K. T. Devlin, also some cement-walk
contractors who had been called in by
them as expeits. The cause ol tiie in-
quiry was the alleged poor quality ol tiie ;
concrete foundation on which the asphalt
was laid, and which was examined ou the
preceding duy liy all tho Trustees and j
pronounced satisfactory.

Mayor Comslock was the iirst to ex-
uimseli ou the subject. Hethought

the work bad been dove awarding lo con-
tract ami that it was good work, still he
believed tbe board should hear what tlio
dissatisfied property-owners had to say.

street Commissioner Green said he be-
lieved ti.e work uas well done; at all
events, the contesting parties should havo
ma :\u25a0• tni'ir objection! known while the
work was in progress and not wait uutil
it had Leon completed.

Colonel .lames McNasser expressed
hUnseli ac satisfied with ihe character
01 the work, and had refused to sign the
protest,

>everal ol" the cement-worker* wero
then called upon lor their opinions, and
they agreed tiiat some ol the concrete was
good and souie poor. Generally, they
thought there was a lack of cement, and
one of tbe experts admitted that he had
ti ver before examined street work.

Contractor Smith argued that he had
ii me tbe work according to the specifica-
tions—in fact, bad used fiftybarrels more
ii cement than was called lor and some
JbOO worth moie ofasphalt.

Then lollowed a long and sharp debate
over the matter, in which .J. 1.. -siller and
Mr. Devlin held that the work was uot
properly done, and that it would be in-
uicUng robbery upon the property-own-
ers to compel them to pay for it,

l ity i-.ugiuci-r Boyd said he had
v atoned tbe progress of the work closely,
day by day, and knew that the contractor
bad fulfilled tho terms ofthe contract and
more. too.

Alter a wrangle of an hour or more
over the matter .Mayor Comstock said he
had boped that iho complainants would
have changed their minds alter the in-

ion made on the preceding day, but
be had talked with Mr. Whitbect, Dr.
s,urn.ons and somo others, and they still
remained ot tbe opinion that tho work
was not good. Under the circumstances
be did not see how the board could accept
it.

"Mr. Mayor,'' asked Contractor Smith,
"how do you reconcile this view wilh the
statement you made to me last night,
that in your opinion the concrete was
gnod and the job done according to con-
tract V"

"Hell, I did say so," replied the
.Mayor, "but- "Hero one oftiie property-owners inter-
rupted and the Mayor did not finish his
explanation.

Trustee Cooklia said it appeared from
nil iho facts in tho case that tbe contract
had beeu carried out according to the
plans and specification-. If the latter
were in any way defective, or fell short
oi what was necessary to provide for
solid concrete, and If,as had not been
disproven, tbo contractor put in moro
cement than was called for, then, in his
opinion, tbe contractor should not be
made to suffer.

Mr. Conklin then quoted from the law
on tiie subject to show tlint, in order lo
sustain an objection to the acceptance of
Btreet wurk.it must be shown tbat the
specifications wore not complied with.

WHY NOT STOP IT?— IA Very Easy Thin*, tor the Hoard ol j
Health to Correct-,

After discussing at length the matter of :
the filthy conditio- of the streets at its ]
session on Monday night the Hoard of
Health dropped the subject by suggest-
ing that the newspapers take it up and
"urge the observance of the health regu-
lations."

The members of the Hoard of Health
sunly cannot be ignorant ofthe fact that
the newspapers of the city—the Record- !
Union particularly—has done this very !
tiling repeatedly, in season and out of j
season. The trouble appears to ie that
there is too much disposition to talk and
too little to act.

ifthe Hoard of Health is—tis it says it is
—cognizant of the fact that the health i
ordinances are being constantly and
openly violated, v\ liy does it not slop Iho
business at once by enforcing the ordi-
nances? It has lullpower in Ihe matter,
and to strengthen its hands the people
pay salaries to a Health Officer, a.Sanitary '
and Bnilding inspector, and a Sanitary
Plumber, all of whom are clothed with
authority to make arrests lor all such Jviolations of health regulations as the
board complains of.

As a matter of lact, the duties devolv-
ing on members ofthe Hoard of Health
and their salaried ollicers were not forced j
upon them—at least, not upon all; and if I
these duties are too onerous, or disagrees- I
ble, there are others who stand ready to 'assume them, aud who havo in the past |
shown a disposition to enforce the city's
health regulations.

This disposition to talk about local
evils, instead of correcting them, appears
to be a growing weakness among not only
civilians but public otiieials. The mem-
bers Of the Hoard of Health, however,
should never bo iv doubt fora moment as
to what to do iv any emergency. Any
evil that all'ects the sanitary condition of
the city they have the power to stamp out
at once, and should act promptly and de-
cisively. The newspapers will support
them at all times.

EDGAR MILLS.

The Pioneer Banker's Death in San
Francisco.

Uo Was One of tlio Earliest and Most

Public-Spirited Citizens of tho

Capital City.

Another old-time S'acramentan, who
was prominently identified with the early
history of the city, has t >ne the way of
all liesh. Edgar Mills, a brother of D. O.
Mills, the well-known capitalist, died in
Sau Francisco at half-past

_
o'clock yes-

terday morning, alter a protracted ill-
ness.

Deceased was a native of North Salem,
Putnam Couuty, New York, and was
boru in 1828. He came to Caiiforuia iv
1849, and soon took up his residence in
Sacramento, becoming identified with
tho Hank of D. 0. Mills i_ Co., of which
he became President In 1830. Ho had
beeu connected with the bank in that
capacity ever s.iuce that year.

While a resident of Ihis city Mr. Mills
built an elegant residence here. During
the erection of the State Capitol he was a
mernberof tha commission charged with
tho supervision of the construction of the
building, and proved a faithful officer.
IviNxt he was Captain of the Sacramento
Artillery Company, aud ten years later
was a member oi the military stall of
Governor Newton Hooth.

Mr. Mills removed with his family to
San Francisco several years ago, and
built au elegaut home al Millbrae, Sau
Mateo Couuty.

Ho was an active participant in the ex-
citing scenes of the iloods which in early
years inundated the city, and contributed
Ireely of his means toward relieving dis-
tress. He was a zealous member ofthe
Howard Benevolent Association, and it

| is said ihat his will provides liberally for
jthat association which has dove so much
for the poor and needy during tlio last

! thirty-three years.
At the timo of his death Mr. Mills was

| a member oi the Pacific I nion Club of
| San Francisco and oi the Pioneer Asso-
ciation, and was also a Knight Templar.
lie was largely interested in the Eureka
and i'aiisade Railroad in Nevada, of
which he was President.

His wiie, who died several years ago,
was a daughter of the late Judge Swift,
formerly .Mayor of this city, and the sur-
viving members of his ianuly are two
daughters and a sou.

Mr. Mills' remains will bo buried in
the family plat in the CityCemetery here,
beside those of his wife, and will arrive
by the forenoon train to-morrow. The
funeral, which will hike place Irom the
depot on the arrival of the train, will lie
under the auspices ol Sacramento Lodge,
i . and A. M., Sacramento Commandery
acting as escort.

Deceased was not only a public-spirited
citizen, but was a man widely known
and highly esteemed.

Mr. Mills had been in poor health for
some time, the cause of death being
Hrigiit's disease and other com plications.
His death had been looked ior at any
moment, aud when it came it was no
surprise to tne members of his tamily.

SACRAMENTO'S EXHIBIT.
Mr. Greer Thinks it the Host at tho

Mechanics" Fair.
Ex-Supervisor E. Greer returned yes-

terday from San Francisco, where he has
been superintending the unpacking and
placing of the Sacramento World's Fair
exhibit for the "dress parade" at the Me-
chanics' Institute. He reported that last
night at 7 o'clock tho committee were to
meet for the purpose of awarding the JoUO
prize for tho iirst county exhibit in read-
iness for tiie fair, which opens to-day.

He thinks Sacramento will take the
prize for general excellence, as he has in
all his experience seeu nothing to equal
her exhibit. This county has US feet of
wall space, fitted up with shelves for the
exhibit, and three large shelves are
densely packed with jars containing lruit.
In the center aro two booths, llx_o feet
each. One part of the shelves aro filled
with table fruit and the rest with glass
jars containing different cereals and seeds,
as well as canned lruit.

The arch which was in the exhibit at
the State Pair last fall divides the two
booths, aud tho display of jellies in tho
second booth exceeds anything Mr. Greer
ever saw. The display of a nod fruits,
especially prunes aud that of almonds,
cannot be beaten.

There is also as fine a display of vege-
tables and green fruits as can be obtained.
There ii a magnificent showing of jellies
in the center, and where the roof rises to
ii peak sheaves of wheat are hung ou
little pegs, so that the elleut from below
is that ut a roof composed of one solid
sheaf, making a most unique and strik-
ing canopy.

.Mr. Greer further states that the Sacra-
mento citrus exhibit is progressing
finely. T. li. Hall and M. J. DiUxuan aro
working like beavers and leaving uo
stone unturned to secure its success.

ALL BY HIMSELF
A County Jail Trusty Inaugurates a

Little Rior.
In the Sheriffs oilico hangs a bell

known as the "riot" bell, and thereby
also hangs a tale.

A Prospect That the Government Will

Have ItClosed.
There is a prospect that the Jacobs

break, on the east side of the Sacramento
Kiver, some miles this side of its con-
fluence with the Feather, being closed at
an early day, or as soon as the water falls
sufficiently low. There is an appropria-
tion of Sj.-'i.OUO available for the work, and
Engineer Otto Yon (ieldern, of the Gov-
ernment's Engineering Corps, has gone
up the river to investigate the situation.

As the Rkcord-Unios has repeatedly-
explained, the -Sect of the Jacobs break
has beeu to form a high sandbar in the

river below it, and to divert a very large
; percentage of the water from tbe channel,
; sending it down across the American
I River basin, where it is banked up
against tbe American River near the lat-

moutb. Another effect is to seri-
: ously endanger the navigation of the
j river for a distance of several miles.

Mr. Yon Geidern does not hesitate to
i give it as his opinion that the rivers can-
| not ue restored to their former usefulness
| so long as hydraulic mining is carried ou
i along their tributaries, as no means can
! be devised, he says, to restrain tho ma-
terial carried in suspension, which
amounts to 30 per cent, of the whole, and
is the causo of injury to the river chan-
nels.

LANDLORD AND TENANT.
Tho Ochsuer-Wlii- Case Heard Before

Justice Dovine.
The suit recently brought by John

Ochsner against Frank H. Wing lor y_s
damages occupied Judge Devine's court
for the greater part of the day yesterday.

Wing rented a store of Ochsner aud oc-
cupied ilfor about seven years, and when
he moved out, a few months ago, Ochs-
ner claimed Wing owed him *i_ S5 fora
key, some glass broken, cleansing the
place, and other alleged damages. When
Wing refused to pay Ochsner sued lors_o.

Wing would not pay the trilling
amount, because he claimed it was an un-
just demand. He says the key in ques-
tion was not furnished him and that the
windows were broken by boys throwing
stones through them.

Ochsner also claimed that the walls of
the store wen? defaced and that lie had to
have the rooms cleaned alter Wing moved
out.

Mr. Wing testified that he had not de-
faced the walls and that he had eiven
notice two or three months before mov-ing, lie had not asked Ochsner to repair
the windows, as whenever any such re-
pairs were made the rent was raised about
SlO per month.

-Mrs. W ing also testified to substan-tially tho same effect, and the inference
| generally was that Ochsner uas irritated
: by the loss oi a tenant more thau by any
i damage lie had actually suffered.

At tne conclusion of the testimony the
case was taken under advisement by the1 Judge uutil to-day.

The State branch of the Pacific (oast
District Council also recommended the
passage of a bill limiting the labor of all
workmen to six days (or nights) in a
week.

It was resolved to levy a per capita
assessment off. for the reliefof the strik-
ing bakers ofSan Francisco.

Sacramento was chosen as the head-
quarters for the Council, and the next
meeting will lie held here.
