Danger of Cholera Next Summer.

I would especially invite the attention
of our national legislators to the follow-
ing facts and suggestions: While cholera
appears to have nearly died outin North-

{ western Eaurope, it seems to be still ling-

ering in epidemic form in the southeast-
ern portion of that continent. This indi-
cates a necessity for the continuance at

| the present tirne of the embargo on immi-

gration, at least so long as we have any

| news of the existence of cholera in south-

eastern Europe.
It is a well-known fact that in the past,

{ whenever cholera has obtained a foothold
| in Europe, it has never disappeared from
| that continent in less than from three to |
While the cold of winter has |

usually been sufficient apparently to ex-
terminate the disease in most parts of
Europe, it yet has always remained dor-
mant in other portions of the continent
which have less severe climates, to reap-
pear with renewed virulence at the ap-
proach of the next warm season. We
have no reason to believe that this visita-
tion of Europe will prove an exception in
this respect to the rule which heretofore
has bhad no exception. The mede of

{ assault of a nation by cholera may be

compared somewhat to the attack of the
rattlesnake, which usually sounds a note
of warning before striking his fatal blow.
The history of cholera epidemics shows
that threatened peoples, as a rule, receive
ample warning of danger. We have re-
ceived our warning. Let it be followed
by the enactment of such national legis-

{ lation this winter as will render our de-

fences doubly secure against the danger
of an invasion next summer.—Dr. E. O.
