ANOTHER JLTE MILLWANTED.

Appointment of Prison Director Hayes

Opposed.

MORE LOWER HOUSE ATTACHES.

Senator Hart Proposes to __*___ Poll-Tax —
Bankers to Be Ineligible

to Congress.

Senator Ostrom of Yuba County made
finite a speech on behalf of his rural con-
stituents yesterday.

He told the Senate that the farmers of
California were being .objected to many
hardships—needless ones—and that they

generally "cot the worst of It" on most i if
tiie propositions that were intended for
their benefit. Mr. < tstrotn had particular
reference to tho sale of the jute grain
bags which are manufactured at the State
Prison at Ban ' luentin.

The speech was occasioned by a motion
to confirm Governor Markbam's appoint-
ment of Daniel Mayes as a state Prison
Director, vice lrwin ('. Stamp, resigned.

OPPOSED TO COSTFIKMATIOX.

Senator Ostrom had voted for the con-
firmation ofall the other appointments of
the Governor, but took the lioor when
Hayes'name was reached. Ho opposed
the motion to make Hayes' job perina-
lncnt'. and offered amotion himself to the
eflect that it be rejected. Mr. Ostrom
said ho had visited ihe Governor's oltice
for the purposo of making a suggestion
as to what sort of a man should he ap-
pointed on the l'rison Board, but he was
told that there was no vacancy at present
for his man.

The Yuba Senator proposed to make a
vacancy.

He said ho believed that there should
le a man on ihe board who was thor-
oughly identified with the farming ele-
ment, and who understood the needs ofl
that community. The only article manu-
factured at the San ','uentiu Prison was
the jute grain-bag, and tins industry was
originally Intended to ease the burden of
the farmer through its cheapness. But
the farmers were satisfied that they*had
nol been treated fairly in tho sale of the

that speculators and large-scale
agriculturists had been flavored, and the
small farmer, whose living, precarious as
it is, depends upon his own toil and j
thrift, had beon left out in the cold. It
was in the hope of remedying this, Mr. i
Ostrom said, that a farming man was.
wanted on the Prison Board, so that he I
might point out the evils to the other |
members, who aro not farmers.

HAD BOMB BACK-NO.
Continuing, Senator Ostrom assured

the Senate that he was not talking simply j
to hear himself talk, but was voicing tho
sentiments of the entire agricultural
community—that is, that large portion of
it constituting the small holders. The !
State Grange, of which he was a mem- '
ber, had seen where tho evil lay and had
called attention to the necessity of a '
change.

Mr. Ostrom said ho did not desire to
piqaethe Governor, hot lie thought the
latter would, ifbis attention were called
to it. recognize the good motives enter-
tained by him, and would substitute for
Mr. Hayes a farmer who was in sym-
pathy with the farmers.

Senator Mahoney. replying to the Yuba
Statesman, said it was no time now to |
talk about putting a man on the Prison
Board as there was no vacancy. It would
not be proper to reject the Governor's
nominee. Besid : the Sau Fran-
olsco Senator, Mr. Hayes was a farmer,
and al»o a skilled mechanic, lie owned
a ranch, and was just the man to do
iKnotty what Mr. I -trom wanted done.

Mr. Ostrom was not satisfied with this,
lun, evidently realizing that ho was only
wasting his breath, sat down.

Mr. Hayes' appoinment was confirmed.

\ iew. He feels quite confident that his
billwill ba successful.

Senator Williams also proposes to give
tho convicts at Folsom some more work
to do. He put in a bill at tho afternoon_ O-don providing for an appropriation of
si' 0,000 for the establishment of a oo
factory at Warden Anil's boarding-boose. I
The cordage factory has been quite suc-

:i in other penal institutions, and
the Senator believes that the graduates
from Folsom should be able to boast of
some other profession besides rock-
breaking, hence his little bill.

REPUBLICANS IN CAUCUS.

WHITE'S ELECTION IS vTBTTJAIX-
CONCEDED BY THEM.

There Will Probably Ho Xo Republi-

can Nominee The Library Mat-

ter Dropped, Too.

The Republicans ofboth houses held a
joint caucus last evening in the Supreme
Courtroom and discussed in an informal
way the Senatorial question and coming
election of a Stale Librarian.

Regarding the Senatorship the friends
of the various aspirants for the compli-
mentary vote made speeches, but it was
evident from tlio start there would I c
considerable contention for this .honor,
aud it was finally agreed to drop the mat-
ter.

An important point was developed in
thocourso of tho talk, and that was that
the Republicans virtually concede that
Stephen M. White has a sure thing on the
election forSenator.

It was stated at the meeting by two dif-
ferent Assemblymen that Messrs. Carl-
son and Burke, the Independents, had
positively declined to vote for a Repub-
lican. They had. said that they would
vote for a Democrat, but did no', say who.

Itwas also further stated in the caucus
that reliable information had been t -ceived that the Populists' 'solid eight"
had been broken and that two of them
would at the joint meeting rote for White.

On this showing the Republicans—freed
for the present not to name a caucus nom-
inee.

The caucus then took up tho State Li-
brary matter.

Senator Carpenter moved that a com-
mittee of nine be appointed to sel
ticket to be placed before the joint meet-
ing. According to the Senator's motion
the committee was to consist of three
Democrats, three Republicans and three
Populists, and this committee was to
name for Library Trustees two D
crats, two Republicans and one Populist.

The motion was looked upon as v -
as it was known that a number of R<
Beans intended to vote with the Demo-
crats on the question, having in view the
retention in office of the present State
Librarian, i>. W. Perkins.
