How m Mother's Demise A-acted Ilei*
Daughter's. Family Many Miles

Away from Her.

"Something that has always appealed
largely to my credulity, and that I never
could explain, occurred to me, or rather
to my wile, some twenty years back,"said
J. I. I lavis to a St. Louis Ctlobe-Dt i.
reporter. "Itis a ease of genuine spirit-
ual telegraphy as Ideem it. I'll make a
story of it.

After about five
years of absence my wife desired to re-
visit her parents, aud nothing would do
but that we mas', go. Traveling i astward
or westward in is 1 was not what it is to-
day i assure you. It meant ihat 1 must

i forsake my business for many we. ks;
that all the family musl be lakeu along

| for the sake ol safety, and that cost a large
outlay of money. We paid the visit and I
Ihe bills, ami finally returned home.
At the time of parting irom her mother
my wile said tbat she felt just as though
she should never see her again, due
whole parting scene was rather sad. now*
thai Irecall il.

"Well, we returned to Terre Haute,
and for eight or nine years my wife cor-
responded regularly with her parents.
Along about Wi a letter came from home
saying that her mother was ill, but not
seriously so. Still it worried my wife a
great deal, and set her to thinking seri-
ously of going home again. The weight
of business and family affairs had grown
liy this time to such an extent thatil re-
quired constant attention. -My family was
a large one, ten children in all, ami my
wife was an excellent manager, s> that iii
view ofthe constant need ol her 1 was se-
riously opposed to her going. Anyhow,
she wrote a letter saying that she would
come home it they needed her, but that
she hoped all would bo well without. A
lew days after 1 ma,led this letter—it was
in the winter time and snowing—l camo
homo trom the mill and pre:.and to en-
joy myself as I usually did of winter
evenings. We had supper, and my wile
straightened things. Sue put the chil-
dren lo bed, that is the littlo ones, and we
sat alone in tbe sitting-room. I was
reading my paper and she was knitting,
as she always did, before the lire.
About 10 o'clock she stirred in her chair
and said:

"'Do you hoar some one walking?'
"Isaid 'So,' ior 1 didn't. 1 feltat oneo

that ihat was a queer question for her to
ask, lor it was snowing outside rather
heavily. It was one oi those soft, wet
snowstorms, and it would take a rather
heavy walker to be heard on a gravel
walk. 1 said, 'Why, it's snowing out.
You certainly did not hear any one walk.'
Just then she said:

"'Listen; some one's tapping on the
window.'

"'Bah,' 1 said, half nettled at what I
deemed her odd fancies, T don't hear any-
one.' I arose from my chair just to sat-
iety myself and her, aud opened tho side
door to which tho gravel path led. 1
looked, but no one was there. It was
simply snowing heavily, and no boot
marks were visible. Iturned back, fully
assured that it was ali her imagination.
For a little while nothing happened. I
got interested in some newspaper tale,
and sho again rocked to and froin her
chair, when ad al oneo I beard a tapping
on the window pane. My wile hear.! .t,
too. She stopped and looked at me with
that triumphant glance of. "there now, I
told you so;' coupled wilh wide-eyed
surprise. Wo listened. Itcame again -
once, twice, three times. I dropped my
paper and opened the door. My wife
came and looked over my shoulder into
the darkness, 'there was not a sign of
any one. although I had reached the door
quickly, and no 100 steps were in the
snow. I remember saying,'Well, that's
queer,' and shutting the door. Then wo
sat down to discuss the matter. Itwas
rather a serious question 1 assure you,
although I was not and am not now seri-
ously given to a belief in the supernat-
ural. Wo talked ot the matter, I dare
say, ten minutes, wbeu all at once my
wile said:

'" 'There it is again.'
"Before 1 could realize what it was, a

low, mournful sound came without, not
from the ground, I thought, but Irom tne
lower branches ofa troe thai stood a little
distance from the door. It was just like
a woman crying in most woful bitter-
ness. <m, that cry was simply awful! It
was just a long, low, human wail that
seemed t<> contain the bitterest sorrow.
I was almost dumb,ounied. I thought
my wile wouid faint, but she only sat
still, very pale, ami looked at me. l-'inally
I got up and went to the door. It was
tie same story as before. There was nol
a sign of any one's presen -.-.

"My wile took it at oneo ior what it
was—a token. She said that sbe knew
something must have happened at home;
mother was worse or dead, but she could
hardly think of that. Four days later a
letter came to my office for her. it was
not black bound, lor they couldn't buy
mourning paper out iv the country,
and maybe they didn't care to. But it
was from home, and I felt that it must
bring news of death. 1 opened it. and
sure enough it told of her mother's end,
how

_ . o'clock on the night that Ihe
omen came her mother had died from a
sudden innammation, and that her dying
exclamation was, 'Oh! Iwant to see Sa-
rah'—that is my wile's nrst name. I
withheld the letter for ten days, or uutil
1 thought her nervousness "had passed
away, and that she had siength enough
to bear themws. Then I broke ihe tid-
ings to her, and gave her the letter, it
was a cruei blow, ana it seemed cruel on
my part to withhold tho news so long;
but i still think it was best.

".Nol long alter, to appease her anger
aud satisfy ncr longings, 1 took her home
again, where she visited her father and
ihe grave ol her mother. But aside from
ail that ! firmly believe in tokens now. i
have had some Other queer unexpiaiua-
ble things to happen since then, all of
which have eonnrmed me in tbo belie!
that thore is something that passes be-
tween those who have strong bonds of
aiieetion between them, that in moments
of extreme joy or sorrow- files like an ar-
row with tho news, and we call them
tokens."

Electric Cigar-Lighting.

Asign in front of a down-town cigar-
shop reads."\\ aik in and light your cigar
by electricity."

A Star writer responded to tbe invita-
tion. On the cigar counter was a small
machine on a wooden base, the visible
part of which consisted chieily of two ob-
jects resembling in miniature the elec-
trodes commonly attached for grasping
with the hands to agalvanic apparatus, a
printed card directed the customer to take
hold of one of these and pull it out of the
tube which held ii.

It was \u25a0 \ cry simple affair. On pulling
out the metal rod the cud of it came into
contact with a wire point, thus complet-
ing the oir-ait. Insiae of the rod was a
wick projecting slightly from its extrem-
ity, aud this was set alireinstantaneously
by ihe electric spark. The rod with-
drawn from its tube made a small torch,
which was applied to the cigar. Ihe rod
was then thrust back into the tube again,
the end of it going into au extinguisher,
by which the tlauie was put out. This

made it ready for the next person who
might desire a light.

Itwas explained tiiat the wick ran all
the way through the rod, raid occasion-
ally it was necessary to unscrew tiie
handle and pour in a" small quantity of
oil, enough to keep tho wick sup-plied.
The battery was concealed in the wooden
base and w«.ts calculated to hist for a cou-
ple ofyears without renewal.

Before long this device is to be applied
to small contrivances of a size suitable for
being carried in the pocket, battery and
ail being put up in a bulk about half that
of an ordinary revolver. Thus the smoker
will be enabled to light his cigar or cigar-
ette by electricity always, instead of using
mutches. One advautago ofthis plan will
be that it will serve perfectly well in a
gale of wind—Washington Star.

NOT PRETTY TROPHIES.
Human Heads V.'cm by tho Napo*s In-

dians of Northern I hllo.
"Aremarkable tribe of Indians," said

Mr. ChUda, who was recently iv South
America, to a Pittsburg Dispatch man,
"are the Napos, who live in ihe northern
put of chile. Instead ot wearing
s.-alps at their belts as trophies, like
American savages, tiie beads of their ene-
mies dangle at their girdles. By a mys-
terious process, known only to them-
selves, they r.-movo ail the la.-ial and
cranium bones without cutting the skin
or destroying the interior. ihe head is
then r. luoed, without maiming any ot'
tho features, to the size of a man's list.
Mr. Cbllds brought one of these beads
with him and he intends to put it in the
museum of the Carnegie Library hen;.
In Sau b'rmnci-ou he Bhowed it to tbe
Connty Medical Society and the doctors
offered him $1,0-0 for it. lie said no sum
of money would buy it. lie thinks there
is one in tbe Smithsonian Institution,
ane, outside of bis own, be doesn't be-
lieve there is another in tho United
st ites. I'he Indians discovered they
could sell the heads to the whites at a
good price, ami to prevent them Irom lur-
ing tho people into mountains ana killing
them, or murdering the aged of the tribe
and preparing their heads, a law was
passed forbidding their sale.

Through the kindness of General Caa-
niauo and General Sorsby, the American
Consul at Ecuador, Mr. chills secured
the head. He says General Sorsby has
oil: in order- for heads from museums and
colleges in the United States,and be is
afraid be wiil not be able lo get them.
'I'he head and face that Mr. Cbilds has is
not as large as a basebali. By the s, cref
process the bones were removed and the
features reduced. All the hair on Un-
original head is still there. It is long and
black, and probably reached to the shoul-
ders. The Indians put a string through
the lip lor every enemy they iiad slain.
'this iiead had four strings ill the lip, and
the mouth is drawn out oi shape. The
microscope reveals the pores of the skin
greatly crowded together. The head was
cut oil even with the shoulders, and there
is a hole in the windpipe, directly under
tho chin, where the victim was evidently
stabbed. A number of people have looked
at tlio head, and id! are puzzled how i:
was prepared. General Caamano thinks
thai immediately after the bones are
taken out red-hot gravel is put into the
head.
