An Interesting Memorial Discourse by

Rev. J. B. Siicox.

Tho Honored Dead of the Past Year-

Great Mon Whose Deeds Live

_on_ In History.

Tbe Congregational Church was
crowded to its utmost seating capacity
last evening with a very appreciative and
attentive audience who went to hear Bey.

Mr. Sib-ox in preface read a portion of
tho twenty-first chapter of Kevelations,

and by his request the choir and congre-
gation sang a hymn written by John _,

Whittier, which was peculiarly appropri-
ate, inasmuch as a large portion of the
discourse was a eulogy of the Quaker
] .oct. Mr. Siicox also ottered a very earnest
and eloquent prayer. Several selections
were well rendered by the choir, and
Liciiard T. ( ohn sang Longfellow's
"Psalm of Life" exquisitely. Tne organ
music was also exceptionally good.

Mr. Sileox's discourse was one most in-
structive and interesting, and held his

rs for nearly t\vo hours. He began
by saying it has been Ids custom for
many .ears to hold an "In Memoriam"
; rvice. in which he recalled the work
and worth of tiie distinguished dead of
t ie y. ar just closed. He thought it sure-
ly meet and right to recognize in this way
the illustrious souls that have passed
through the noiseless gates of death to
the life that awaits them beyond.

"We benefit ourselves," ho said, "when
we pay respect to superior worth. The
names graven on memorial columns are

calling us to rise higher in
thought, purpose, character and achieve-
ment, —very grave preaches to the soul
B short and earnest sermon.

men who serve God and
help humanity livealter death.

"The necrology ol ls:r_: contains more
eminent names than any year"since 1882

SOLDIERS ON WHEELS.

IGenerai Miles' Humorous Speech On
Military Cycling.

What May lie Accomplished by Mount-
ing the Cavalryman Upon a Two-

Wheeled, Tireless Steed.

The following speech by General Nel-
son A. Miles, T. S. A., was delivered

dette, President o!" tbe League of Ameri-
can Wheelmen, held at Chicago:

.1//. PreifideM and Gentletnen: The
question of the use of the bicycle for mili-
tary purposes is one that would net—rally
attract the attention of military men. As
the art of war is one of the oldest i_ the
history of mankind, it is natural to sup-
pose that the military man would adopt
any invention, any improve—tent, any-
thing that is new, that is nseful for man-
kind i11 times of peace which can he util-
ized in time of war. The battle-axe, the
short sword, and the | given

jsteel cannon and the dynamite gun; the! war canoe, the galley, and _ne-of-battle
: ship have given place to the submarine
torpedo boats; the armored ships and the

jih have been utilized for purposes
of war.

FACTS.
In a country like this, of sixty millions

of intelligent people, it is useless to give
an opinion about a fact; it is useless to
argue an i dis tt-s a subject that requires
no discussion. The intelligent people
simply, require a stati facts. They
••are nothing about my opinion or yours.
The people of this country all have their
oc, is opinions, and they are willing to ex-
press them on any and all occasions. We
all know that in military—tatters one of
the principal arts of war is rapidityof
movements, the power to move troop;
and munitions oi war rapidly from one
part of the country to the other. Hanni-
bal, the master of the-military an, was
enabled to place an inferior force in tho
Roman territory and keep it there for fif-
teen years, regardless of the powerful
armies that were brought against him.
And yet he was Anally overaume by the
rapidity of movement of oiie*nf the corps
against a portion of his army. Alexan-
der, Hannibal and Cicero used horses,
and s'apoleuu i caches, in moving rapidly
Iport ;oiis of their troops from one part of
tbe country to another. Every one fa-
miliar with modern history knows that
the steamship and 1 k omotive have been
utilized tor moving rapidly bodies of
tri ops lrom one section of the country to
another, and we all know the superiority
ofcal airy over infantry.

USE OF 1 I! I: .. Hi.i.c IN WAS.
General Shermaa told me at onetime

he was about Atlanta, his line ofcommu-
nication extending a longdistance, near-
ly 200 miles, that it took nearly 50,0 0
men to keep Forrest, with 5,000 men, off
Ins line of communication and away
lrom his depots of supplies. Forrest
would ride from one part of the
country to another. He was perhaps the
greatest cavalry leader that this country
has ever known, and it is said that he
woredown eleven mounts in a year. The
reason of that is that to guard against
In avy raiding commands that willdestroy
communications and depots of supply,
which are so important to an army, some
means must be used.

Now the question is whether the Amer-
ican forces or European forces, mounted
as you men are on the wheel, can do as
much on idol as you can, or as you could
were you mounted on horses. Itis a fact
so plain that it does not need the opinion
ofany military man. livery boy, 15 or
30 years of age, every young man can

Itis true that a man mounted on a

wheel can move over the ordinary roads
with greater rapidity and make greater
distanced than he could possibly move
on foot or mounted upon horses, it is
true thai if you wish to send a dispatch
and you station race horses a short dis-
tance apart, that they might possibly
make better time than the wheelman
could over the same road. But it is a
question withthe improvements that you
are making whether you cannot in time

• veil tiie race horse. When you men
are able to make, as they have already
made, twenty-four miles within one
hour, or have traveled at the rate of a
mile in two minutes, a quarter of a miio
iv thirty seconds, it is about as fast
as the ordinary horse can run, and you
men can keep it up longer than a
man can upon a single horse. Every
young man knows that itwill I
in ease of war, to organize a corps of men
that would excel any body ofiniautryor
cavalry. The President has told us'that
your leagaenumbers 30,000 men. Sup-
pose—tat you organize a corps of fifteen
or twenty thousand you||g, intelligent
men and mount them upon wheels and
equip them as they should be. Itwould
be one of the most effective corps ever
organized, it is estimated that there are
in this country a quarter of a millionof
men who are accustomed to ridel
cycle. Ifout ofthat number 50,000 men
were organized it would make oik-of the
most effective army corps that was ever
marshaled in any country or any time.
