How Haberdank Referred to His and
Becker's Victim.

Becker and Kaeding Toll In Court How

the Former and Haberdank Bun-

coed the Swede.

In Department One of the Superior
Court James Cornell, 11. C. Wolf, Levi
Auker, 8. Kingsbury, F. 11. (leorge,
M. H. Tansy, P. 11. Smith, J. E. Beach,
A. Grubhs, laniel Cox, S. H. Jackman
and Richmond Lavis were called as
jurors to try the case of (Jus Haberdank
for grand larceny, in buncoing Louis_ out of |8S some mouths ago, in
conjunction with ono William Becker,
alias Claussen, who has already been con-
v.eted.

The prosecution was conducted by As-
n;~t_nt District Attorney J. Charles
Jones, and J. C. Brusie aud I-_ J. Dwyer. appeared for the defense.

Kaeding was tho lirst witness called,
lie testilied substantially to the facts re-
lated l»y him to a Kkcokd-i'.moN re-
porter in August last, lie said ho had
been at work on a ranch aud came to
Sacramento, having finished his work at
his last place. One morning he met a
weli-dresscd stranger on X street, and
after a brief interview was told by his
new acquaintance that his name was
Htrobel, and that he was a Swede. It
developed, however, that his name was
Becker, .ilia-, Claussen.

Becker talked more like a Dane, but
Kaeding received his advances in good
faith, and Becker finally announced that
he was on the eve of opening a hardware
and cutlery store in San Francisco, and
had goods en route there. He told
..aeding further that he needed an assist-
ant to care for his horses and assist in the
a...re, aud yftered him a permanout situ-
ation, which Kaeding decided would suit
him.

Tiie two men walked down to Front
Bl re. t, bi tween N and O, where thoy sud-
denly met a man provided with what ap-
peared to be railroad froight-books, and
who was apparently a very busy clerk.

- man is alleged to have been Haber-
dank.. - ker inquired about his freight, and

trangeraaia it was here and would
be forwarded to San I-rancisco on pay-
ment of the charges— about $85.

"I'lljiav the charges in San Francisco,"
said Beaker.

"You can't do that," said tiie supposed

Quite a heated discussion took place

between Becker and the "agent," which
<nded by Be ker saying he only had $25
in caah, enough to pay his hotel bill here
and his fare to the city.

He then turned to Kaeding and asked if
he had the amount, but the latter said ho
had no mnpey witli bim.

The agent finally said ho was very busy
and must go.

"Wall, 1 must have the freight for-
warded," said Becker. "Where cau Isee
you again?"

The ag. .it said he had to go home todinner, out near the Capitol, and that if
Becker was there he would meet him at
noon.

Then Becker told Keading he was'in a
lix. He had a good watch and a check
for |1,500, bat could not raise the Kstopay the freight.

Kaeding was suspicious and very loth
to advance any of his hard-earned dol-
lars, but he was induced to draw it from
the People's Savings Bank and meet
i eeker and the agent at Capitol Park.
They met according to appointment, anda long parley ensued, during which the
"agent" had business and started oft,
1\ lediug refusing lor some time to ad-vance the money. Finally he succumbed,rather than offend his new employer, and
banded Booker fUO.

The two then walked hastily after the
agent, overtook him, and after Beckerhad given Kaeding the .1,500 check on
N\ ells, Fargo ... Co. as security, the

y was paid to the agent, who ap-
p» medio be much aggravated at Die de-lay.

Pecker even wont to a store and had SIO
changed so as to make the fSS, and re-
turned f5 to Kaeding.

Everything was now settled, the agentleft, and Becker took Kaeding to the
depot, where they were to embark forSani ranciaco, but were intercepted by Otlicer
Clark, who arrested Becker.

BECKER'S STOKT.
Cocker, alias Claussen, testified that he

and Haberdank came to Sacramento for
the purpose ol defrauding people. They
had various conversations on that sub-
ject; the last one was ou August oth, last
the day before his arrest. He saw Kaed-
ing on August sth. Witness engaged
him in conversation, and they walked up
to the Capitol grounds.

They made an engagement to meet the
next morning at the Capitol Park, andWalked down to Front and O streets
They there met Haberdank, and he spoke
to witness about the freight and said it
must be settled right away. The defend-
ant represented himself as a freight agent.Witness stated, in answer to a question
that Haberdank was not a freight agent!
The meeting was by agreement betweenhim and Haberdank. The story agreed
on was that if the freight was not paid
an extra charge would be made for .tor-
tine. Ilaberdau_ agreed to wait till 12
o'clock, and to meet him at Capitol Parkat that time.

Witness said he and Kaeding went to a
bank and Kaeding drew his mouev and
they went to the park. Haberdankw anted hun to settle, aud was told thathe was not able—that Kaeding would notlet linn have it. 1 .fondant walked away,
saying he could not fool away any moire
tune. Kaeding then offered to let him
have the money ifhe would let him have
the 11,500. Kaeding then let him have|90. They followed defendant, and
tendered him the money.be had to change
a (10 piece and returned |5. Witness
then made an excuse to get away fromKaeding, making- an agreement to meethim at the boat, aud go to San Francisco
with him.

Witness said that all the representa-
tions that Haberdank made to Kaeding
were false. He got the blank check iv
San 1- ranciaco and it was written by wit-ness in defendant's room and in his pres-
ence, aud he knew to what use it was to
be put. Wit-ess never received any of
the ¥.».">.

Cross-examined as to whether he had
received a communication from Haber-
dank about Christmas time, he stated that
he received one in writing, which he sent
to his lawyer in San Francisco, the gen-
eral tenor of which was that witness
should make his testimony favorable to
defendant.

OTHEK WTTRBSS-B,

W. J. Losey testified that Becker came
in and wanted change for a £10 piece.
Alter obtaining it he crossed the street
and joined two other men.

Samuel Raphael testilied that Becker
worked for him for throe years. He had

.c of tbe store aud Haberdank never
worked for him. He remembered

• r's arreSf. Haberdank hung
around the store afterward and showed
him a receipt for $45 paid to a lawyer for
Becker's defense, aud at another time
wanted witness to take S-V. and send it toBacramento to help Becker out, and
wanted him to find out if there was any
danger of him i Haberdank > being ar-
rested, as he would skip if there was any
danger. He also wanted to tind out fi"
'the sucker" was in Sacramento, for if

be was be [the defendant) could beidenti-
hed and would be sent up.

On cross-examination he stated that
Claussen, or Becker, _.ad sole charge of
the business, spending all his time in the
store, and that after his release on bail he
took him into his employ again. When
Becker left the employ ofwitness he did
it of his own free will, and was told that
the place was open for him to come back
at any time.

TESTIMONY FOR THE DEIEN-E.
Mrs. C. J. March testified for the de-

fense that she resided in San Francisco,
and that tbe defendant was her son-in-
law, vn tiie 4th ol August last he en-
gaged in her employ, .'-he ideutitied a
book banded her by .Mr. Brusie as her ac-
count, and an entry iv it that the defend-
ant entered her employ ou August-ith
as her writing. He worked continuously
for her tillNovember .Md, not being away
during that time. Tho entries were all
in her handwriting, and made at differ-
ent times. She made the entry on August
4th.

In response to a question by Mr. Jones,
who asked how it came that" as she was
employing other men, there was no entry
in the book subsequent to that date,
witness became much excited and told
him everything else, but he failed to get
an answer to his question. Her tongue
ran at a—4o gait, aud the Deputy Sheriff
had hard work to subdue the merriment
in the courtroom.

Tho case was continued till to-day for
argument.

SLAUGHTER'S SHANTIES.

Their Presence Denounced by Indig-
nant Citizens.

Capitol Avenue Disgraced by a Col-

lection or lints That Should he

Condemned Officially.

Yesterday's session of the City Trustees
! *W_ enlivened by the presentation of a
i petition from outraged owners of prop-
erty in the vicinity ofSixth and M streets,
which locality lias been disgraced by a

half block of old and tumble-down rook-
eiic.-, placed there by Jesse Slaughter,
who holds a lease of the grotiiiii.

The place ha-, been an eyesore in that
part of the city for two years or more,
and would be a disgrace to the nanny-
goat district in the suburbs of New York,
where people live like pigs. The petition
pieseuted to the board reads:

"Zb the Honorable the Board of Trus-
; tees of Sacramento .- The undersigned
i property-owners and residents In the
I vicinity of Sixth and M streets of Sacra-
mento respectfully call your atteution to
the condition of iots ijand 1 In the block
bounded by l-Tl'th and Sixth, M and 5T
streets, and the alleged improvements
thereon. Said improvements consist
of the Biding Academy, of which we do
not complain, and some twelve or lifteen
old rookeries, denominated residences,
but whicli are totally uutit ior human
habitation. These so-called houses have
been moved on to this property from
other localities, where they have been
condemned and abandoned by tho owners
as no longer lit to be maintained.

"They are crowded thickly together on
this ground, and the spaces between them
are tilled with old, dry and worthless

| lumber. Most of the houses have no
chimneys or Hues, but the smoke from
tires therein is earned off through com-
mon stovepipe poked out of a window
or lot through a hole cut in the roof. The
whole presents a constant menace of tire,
threatening the surrounding property,
and, in fact, the entiro city with a con-
flagration.

"These so-called houses have no proper
plumbing or proper sanitation—the out-
bouses are not provided with vaults, cess-
pools, overflow pipes, drainage, sewerage
or vent-pipes, but are merely small
wooden structures set over an open
trench, and this entire property is in
siieh condition as to be a standing menace
to the health of the neighborhood and of
the cit}% aud to constitute a public nui-
sance of the worst description, endanger-
ing the health and lives of the citizens
and the destruction of their property.

"We therefore respectfully request
your honorable board to exercise in our
behalf the powers given you by the city
charter—declare this property to be a
public nuisunce, and cause such nuisauce
to be abated and removed."

Almost the entire property on IIstreet
from Fifth to Seventh, as well as the
cross streets, was represented on the
petition.

A. Johnson appeared for the petitioners,
aud described the situation to the board,
giving them a very clear statement of the
magnitude of the nuisance complained
of. The complaint did not refer to one
house, but to the whole bunch of houses
Slaughter had moved in, as well on Sixth
street as on M.

SLAl'lillTEß's DEFENSE.
P. M. I. larken appeared as attorney for

Jesse Slaughter, aud claimed that the lat-
ter had not violated any law; he simply-
wished to get a little rent out of his prop-
erty. Poor folks could not afford to live
in as hue houses as the rich. The plumb-
ing was as good as was necessary.

On motion of Trustee t'ouklin, the
matter was referred to the Street Com-
missioner, with direction to confer with
the Chief Engineer of the Fire Depart-
ment and the Board of Health, with the
request that prompt action be taken.

TAMALE-MEN.
They Have Their OIT Spells, Just as

Other Species of Humanity.
In the Police Court yesterday John

Maguire, who looked like a farm-hand,
was arraigned for being drunk before the
public. When asked to explain he ap-
peared to be yet dazed, and couldn't ac-
count for it. He acknowledged it to be
his first time, aud Judge Buckley let him
go without the usual penalty.

One Lesher, charged with petty
larceny, had his case continued until to-
day at the request of the City Attorney.

Mollie Jones ploadod guilty to disturb-
ing the peace, and was sentenced to a fine
of $30, or fifteen days in the County Jaii.

Officer Ferral, who made ttie arrest,
testified that he found her at Third aud
X streets, about 7 o'clock on Sunday
morning, where two knights of the vi-
cinity were lighting for the supremacy
in her affections.

Wilbur Smith thought if they could
get thirty entries they could have good
races, lie favored stakes; it encouraged
breeders to try for them. In the East
they give stakes and don't fear Other
meetings will interfere, and we have
enough thoroughbreds hero to run every
day in tho year. There are at least 500
horses here, and with penalties and al-
lowances the club could equalize matters.

E. F. Smith thought the club could
make up stakes after the Blood-horse
meeting, and have plenty of entries.

J. W. Wilson thought there would be
no trouble about horses. The maiuques-
tion was money 10 hang up for stakes,
and that must be provided for.

W. Gardiner suggested a three-mile
race for roadsters, cither juicers or trot-
ters, belonging to members, and the sug-
gestion was favorably roceived.

W. >». Bowers oflered a stake of .Situ,
and D. Flint a pioneer hop-yard stake of
JUKI. W. Gardiner offored a stake of$100,
if they would have a six days' meeting.

The meeting then adjourned for one
week.
