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EA-PRESIDENT HAVES DEATH,

‘the Announcement Received With

Profound Sorrow.

TELEGRAMS OF CONDOLENCE FROM
PEOPLE OF PROMINENCE.

Expressions of Sincere Regret by

Senators and Representatives at His
Sudden Demise—An Executive Order
Issued Giving Official Notice of the
Ex-President’s Death, and Ordering
the Executive Mansion and De~
partments Draped in Mourning for
Thirty Days—The Funeral to Take
Place on Friday.

FremoxT (0,), Jan. 18,—The news of
the death of ex-President Hayes was re-
ceived this morning by the citizens with
great sorrow. The whole city is already
in mourning, flags at half-mast testifying
to the regard with which the General was
111:1-).

Telegrams of condolence are pouring in
from people of prominence in all parts of
the country.

Among the telegrams of condolence re-
ceived are those from President Harrison,
Secretary Foster, the living members of
Hayes’ Cabinet, the State officials, ex-
Governor Foraker and Governor Patti-
son of Pennsylvania. The living mem-
bers of Hayes’ Cabinet are: William M.
Evarts, John Sherman, Alexander Ram-
say, Nathan Goff, R. W. Thompson,
O, M. Key and Carl Schurz.

The funeral arrangements have been
placed in the hands .of Colonel H. S.
Buckland. The services will be very
simple, and be held at the family resi-
dence at 3 o’clock Friday afternoon. 'The
exercises will be very similar to those at
the funeral of Mrs. Hayes. Rev.J. W.
Barshferd, of the Ohio Wesleyan Uni-
versity at Delaware, Ohio, will conduct
the services, and the local Grand Army
of the Republic will probably have
simple ceremonies. General Hayes was
born at Delaware, and Mrs. Hayes re-
ccived part of her education there. After
Mrs. Hayes’ death the General erected a
simple tamily monument of Vermont
granite on the family lot, with a blank
space for his own name, and in com-
pliance with his wishes he will belaid be-
side his life companion.

TELEGRAMS OF CONDOLENCE.

The Hayes mansion to-day was kept
very quiet. Birchard Hayes and family
arrived on the morning train from To-
ledo, while Scott came from Canton.
Telegrams of condolence still continue to
pour in upon the family, and from the
leading and most prominent people of the
United States.

President Benjamin Harrison wired
the following to-day :

Webb C. Hayes: Your favorable tele-
gram last evening left e unprepared for
the sad news of your father’s death,
which came this morning. I very much
regret I shall not be able to manifest my
high respect and personal atiection for
him and my profound sympathy with his
family by attending the funeral.

BENJAMIN HARRISON.

Grover Cleveland sent a telegram from
Lakewood, N. J., saying: *“I desire to
express my heartfelt svmpathy with you
and those who mourn with you in the
household made desolate by the death of
your beloved and honored father.”

John Wanamaker, from Washington,
telegraphs: “I beg to assure you of my
sincere sympathy. Sixteen years’ ac-
quaintance with your father ripened into
affectionate regard for him.”

William M. Evarts says: *“We all send
our love and sympathy. Nothing but
the great severity of the weather prevents
our coming to the funeral.”

John Sherman says: “I received with
profound sorrow the announcement of
the death of your father. His eminent
services in a most exalted position are
appreciated by ail the people of the United
States. I deeply sympathize with you in
your bereavement.”

CLEVELAND WIPL ATTEND THE
NURAL.

LaxeEwoop (N, J.), Jan. 18,—At a late
hour this afternoon Cleveland decided to
attend the funeral of ex-President Hayes
at Fremont on Friday.

EXECUTIVE ORDER.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 18,—A special meet-
ing of the Cabinet was held this after-
noon at which the following Executive
order was drafted and adopted:

To the People of the United States: .The
death of Rutherford B. Hayes, who was
President of the United States from
March 4, 1877, to March 4, 1881, at his
home in Fremont, Ohio, at 11 p. 3. ves-
terday, was an event the announcement
of which will be received with very gen-
eral and very sinceresorrow. His public
service extended over many years and
over a wide range of official duty.
was a patriotic citizen, a lover of the flag
and our free institutions, an industrious
and conscientious civil ofiicer, a soldier
of dauntless courage, a loyal comrade and
friend, a sympathetic and helpful neigh-
bor, and the honored head of a happy
Christian home. He bad steadily grown
in public esteem, and the impartial his-
torian will not fail to recognize the con-
scientiousness, manliness and courage
which sostrongly characterized his whole
public career. ' :

As an expression of public sorrow, it is
ovdered that the Executive Mansion and
Executive Departments at Washington
be draped in mourning, and the nags
thereon placed at half-staff for a period of
thirty days. And on the day of the
funeral all publie business departments
will be suspended, and military and
nsaval honors, under orders of the Secre-
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taries of War-and Navy, be ordered on |

The Navy Department designated Cap-
tain Howell and Commanders Dickins
and Houston to represent itat the funeral.
They left for Fremont to-nighi.

The Attorney-General called the atten-
tion of the Supreme Court to the death of
theex-President, and the court adjourned.

SORROW AT WASHINGTON.

While the knowledge of ex-President
Hayes’ serious illness somewhat pre-
pared the Seuators and Representatives
here for the sad news of his death, still it
came with a shock to many of those who
bad known him intimately and were
hopeful of his ability to resist the last at-
tack. :

Senator Sherman was perhaps more in-
timately acgnainted with ex-President
Hayes than any other Senator, and as a
member of his Cabinet officially associ-

ated with the administration. He was
deeply moved, and after the Senate ad-
Jjourned at his motion, said: *‘I knew him
as well, perhaps, as any one can know
another. He was always fair and just to
friend and foe, and sometimes failed to
say no when it would have been better
for him to have done so, because his dis-
position was to oblige every one. The
South should feel proudly grateful to him,
for with infinite courage he extended to
the white men of that section the oppor-
tunity to reorganize their States at a time
when they had been bitterly unjust to
him. The death of Hayes comes to me
like a sudden blow. But I believe he
was as well prepared for death as human
nature will permit any of us to be.”

Senator Brice spoke very feelingly of
Hayes, whomn he knew well. I will, at
the proper time,” said he, “pay my tri’-
ute to the worth of Mr. Hayes as a man,
citizen and public official. As a Lc:ino-
crat, I criticised with much hate and
great feeling the conduct and course of
aflairs by which he became President,
but the warmth and kindliness, fair-
ness and tenderness of the President, was
such that I was never able to feel any
sense of resentment against him individ-
ually. I can now see that his adminis-
tration as President softened the asperi-
ties growing out of the civil war, and led
to that perfect union of blessings which
we are now enjoying.”

The death of ex-President Hayes was
received quietly by members of the
House. The members of the Ohio dele-
gation, nearly everyone of whom was
personally acquainted with the ex-Presi-
dent, spoke kindly of him. In speaking
of the sentiment of Democrats of Ohio
towards Hayes, Representative Outh-
waite (Democrat) said: ““The Democrats
of Ohio always regarded him as a con-
scientious man, a patriotic man, and as a
man devoted to the interest of the State
and country.”’

Representative Dugan (Dem.) said
Hayes was popular in Ohio. “The Demo-
crats never blamed him personally for
the result in 1876, He did no more than
Tilden. They both permitted their re-
spective party friends to work the matter
out, and I don’t think any blame attaches
to the minds of the Democrats toward
Mr. Hayes personally, He was a popu-
lar man, a patriot in war and a patriot in
peace, and loved by the whole Union.”

Representative Caldwell said: **There
is deep regret among the Ohio Repub-
licans. Mr. Hayes’ career was one of the
most remarkable of any public man in
the country.”

Mr. Burrows of Michigan said: “Presi-
dent Hayes deserves and will hold an
honorable place in the history of this
country. In civil and military life he
discharged every trust with fidelity, and,
when ocecasion required, exhibited re-
served power and courage equal toany
emergency."

The Evening Star pays this tribute to
the ex-President: That a great man died
when Rutherford B. Hayes breathed his
last cannot be questioned. Not a brilliant
man, but one in whom there were quali-
ties far more desirable than that ephem-
eral something that captivates the
thoughtless and moves a maultitude to
unmeaning applause. Underlying every
public act of the ex-President was solid
principle, and, so far as the people were
permitted glimpses into his home life,
thissame principle seems to have con-
trolled his private affairs. Those who
pride themselves on being practical poli-
ticians may have but feeble commenda-
tion for hisadministration as Chief Magis-
trate, but their faint praise cannot affect
his character, nor is it in the power of
man to undo the great good he undoubt-
edly accomplished. Thrice elected Gov-
ernor of Ohio, be failed in no duty that
promised to exalt the commonwealth that
gave him high honors in return for his
brainy devotion. As a member of the
House of Representatives he was a firm
friend of all that was honest and true. As
President of the United States, inaugu-
rated after the most memorable election
struggle in the nation’s history, he set his
face against all manner of wrong, and
gave unflinching encouragement to the
labors of charity and political righteous-
ness. That such a course should result
in superficial unpopularity was to be ex-
pected, but time will bring justice,

CONGRESS ADJOURNS,

WASHINGTON, Jan. 18.—On motion of
Sherman, after remarks in eulogy of the
late ex-President R. B. Hayes, the Senate
adjourned. The House, after a short
session, also adjourned after eulogistic
remarks by Haynes and others.

SORROW AT COLUMBUS.

Corumevus (Chio), Jan. 18.—All work
was suspended at the Ohio State Uni-
versity on account of the death of ex-
President Hayes. He was President of
the Board of Trustees. The faculty
adopted resoiutions to the effect that
while he was eminent in war he was
pre-eminent in peace. A committee was
appointed to attend the funeral.

By action of the Legislature and State
officers the State House will be draped,
and arrangements were concluded to
secure transportation for these officials to
the funeral. State troops, if desirable by
the family, will be ordered to participate
in the obsequies.

Governor McKinley, speaking of the
death of the ex-President, said: ‘It is in
a nature a personal bereavement. When
a boy I joined his regiment, was pro-
moted to Lieutenant, then Major, and
went through the war with him. In 1876,
when he was elected President,’I was
elected to Congress at the same time. I
have a wonderful admiration for him as a
man and citizen.”

SUNDRY CIVIL BILL.

Appropriations Carried by It Aggre-
gate $390,828,834,
WasHiNGTON, Jan. 18.—The sundry
civil appropriation bill reported to the
House to-day carries an aggregate appro-
priation of §39,828,834. It includes $16,-
115,750 appropriated for river and harbor
improvements. The principal appro-
yriations are as follows: Enforcement of
the alien contract labor laws, $75,000; en-
forcement of the Chinese Exclusion Act,
$5,000; life-saving service, $1,370,747;
lighthouse, beacons and fog signals, $92,-
200; prevention of epidemics, $350,000, an
increase of §250,000 made because of fear
of cholera; surveys of public lands, $105,-
000; quarantine service, $57,000; expenses
of the United States courts, $3.345,000; im-
proving canal at Cascades, Columbia
River, Oregon, $1,419,250; improving the
Humboldt harbor, California, §522,000, In
connection with the appropriations is
§490,000 for salaries and commissions of
Registers and Receivers of Land Offices,
It is made the duty of the Secretary of
the Interior to consolidate the District
Land Ofiices, so as to bring the total com-
pensation within the appropriation.

PUPPIES AND QUALLS.

Better Work Done at the Field
Trials Yesterday.

THE DERBY CONCLUDED—-THE ALL-
AGE STAKE TO-DAY.

A Young Man Shoots and Kills Him-
self at Clear Creck, Butte County—
Three Fires at Lodl and Vicinity—A
Drunken Row at the Stockton Race-
Track Likely to Resuit in the Death
of One of the Participants.

BAKERSFIELD, Jan, 18.—The third day
of the field trials was a very enjoyable
one for the dogmen who went out to the
grounds. A number of sportsmen went
off for private shooting. Those who
watched the dogs work saw some good
sport.

The remaining heats of the derby were
all run off. The dogs were well matched
and did some interesting work.

The first brace was put down at 9:10
o’clock, about seven miles from town.
They were Jim P. and Booth. Both
dogs were steady. Jim P. won the heat.

George P. and Mercury were put down
next, and George established a good
point. Mercury pointed a single and
George backed, but broke in. George
then got another point, winning the heat
in thirty-five minutes.

The Gordon dog Van had a heat, but
being withdrawn by his owner, Countess
Noble , won. her first heat in the third
series by default,

Brown Betty and Jim were next put
down. Birds were soon found, and Jim
makes a good point. The bitch points a
rabhit; Jim backs, and the dogs wins the
heat in thirty minutes.

George P. beat Countess Noble in the
next heat hands down. He picked out
one bird after another. The Countess
was off her nose, and did not make a
point.

The final heat of the derby was a
peculiar and interesting one between Jim
P. and George P., litter brothers. Both
were handled by Walters and owned by
James Watson. The dogs are of the
same size, and both as black as coal. Jim
wore a collar for the beneiit of the judges.
They were put down at 1:17 and both im-
mediately pointed a rabbit. They are as
near alike as two peas and range alike.
No birds

were found for some
time. Finally John points a
covey and was beautifully, backed

by George. Jim breaks in badly, and the
heat was awarded to George, after being
down an hour and a half, winning the
first money.

Countess, Noble and Mercury were put
down to run off a side heat to decide
which shall run against George P. for
second money. Countess flushed and
Mercury chased a rabbit obstinately,
Both made sight points on a covey which
were running across the open. Mercury
pointed three birds. Countess picked
out three single birds, one after another,
the last time making the stanchest point
seen during the races, and was well
backed by Mercury. Countess won the
heat.

After having rested twenty minutes
Countess was again put down with Jim
P. to run off the heat deciding the second
money. Jim was hardly out of the
wagon when he pointed a bird, and then
three more in rapid succession, In the
last point he was backed by Countess.
The bird was ordered shot by the judges.
It was winged, and Jim chased badly.
Both dogs pointed, but no bird was
found. Countess worked up a bird a
long distance and marked a good point.
She was awarded the heat and second
money.

The judges divided third money be-
tween Jim P., Johanna and Dr. P. The
stake of $630 was divided as follows:
Fifty per cent. to the winner’s owner,
‘Watson; 30 per cent. of the remainder to
Payne, who gets second money. The
remaining 20 per cent. constitutes the di-
vide for the third.

The annual meeting of the club will be
held to-night, at which officers for the
ensuing year will be elected and dogs en-
tered for the all-age stake, the prelim-
inary heats of which will be run off to-
morrow.

THE SAN JUAN PLACERS

Said by an Old Miner to Be the Worst
Kind of a Fake.

Cororapo SPrINGS, Jan. 18,—J. C. Cox,
an old miner, has just returned from the
San Juan gold fields. He confirms the
statement that the reputed rich find of
gold placers is the worst kind of a fake.
He says the fact is gold is found, but not
in quantities to pay for mining by any
method. Crowds still flock there, al-
though the roads are lined with hundreds
of miners who are leaving. He says
there is much privation in the camp. A
notice offering $5,000 reward for John
Hay, dead or alive, is conspicuously
posted at intervals throunghout the dis-
trict. Hay is charged with having origi-
nated the fake.

RAILWAY ACCIDENTS.

Collisilon of Two Passenger Trains
Near Hobart, Indiana.

Forr WayY~NE (Ind.), Jan. 18.—A bad
wreck is reported at Hobart, Ind,, on the
Pittsburg, Fort Wayne and Chicago road.
Two passenger trains collided and six

cars, containing Yoo passengers, were
wrecked. It is said nobody was killed
outright.

Four other trainmen were
injured, two probably fatally.

POLITICAL DOINGS.

THE KANSAS SQUABBLE TO BE
TAKEN TO THE COURTS.

Legislatures in Several States Meeot in
Joint Session and Elect United

States Senators.

TopreEkA (Kan.), Jan. 18.—The Populists
have finally decided to submit the ques-
tion of the legalisy of the Populist House
organization to the Supreme Court. To
this end the Senate to-day passed and
sent to the House the legislative appro-
priation bill. The House will pass it and
the Governor will sign it. Then the Re-
publicans will enjoin the Treasurer from
making any payments under it on the
ground that the bill was not passed by a
legally constituted House. Thus the mat-
ter will finally get into the court. The
two Houses are still meeting on opposite
sides of Representative Hall, and trans-
act considerable business without inter-
fering with each other, and late this aft-
ernoon adjourned till to-morrow. The
business in the Senate is practically at a
standstill.

Governor Liewelling this afternoon
handed to an Associated Press represent-
ative a long statement giving the reason
for recognizing the Populist House. It
is that he believed the Populist’s House
legally organized and the Republican
House illegally organized. The state-
ment quotes a precedent for this action.

THE DEADLOCK IN WYOMING.

CHEYENNE, Jan. 18.—In the Senatorial
contest another combination has been
formed. The five Populists now havea
Senatorial candidate of their own, Will-
iam Brown of Sheridan County, an out-
and-out Democrat.

THE FRENCH SCANDAL.

Republicans Rally to the Cause of
the Government.

WILL NOT ASSIST IN PROVOKING A
PRESIDENTIAL CRISIS.

How Ferdinand de Lesseps Got the
Clergy to Take a Helping Hand in
His Panama Canal Schemes—Names
of Prominent Deputies Implicated
in the Fraud Made Public—Sums

Paid Them Varying From Ten

Thousand to Three Hundred Thou-
sand Francs.

Paris, Jan. 18.—The Republicans, ig-
noring their personal differances, are
rallying to the cause of the Government.
Goblet states he will not associate himself
with a campaign designed to provoke a
Presidential ecrisis. This sentiment is
generally expressed by other prominent
men whom the reactionists had hoped to
attract to their side through motives of
personal ambition. 'The detection of
Royalists plotting at home and ncreasing
the interest in affairs abroad, have served
to weaken the hold of the Parama scan-
dal on the public mind; and the enemies
of the Government also find the public
more incredulous, in view of the earnest
prosecution of the De Lesseps and their
associates, in believing the assertion that
President Carnot or the Ministry have
anything to conceal.

In view of the developments of the
trial, attention has been called to the part
which Ferdinand De Lesseps got the
clergy to take in helping his scheme,
which heretofore has almost escaped ob-
servation. De Lesseps and his whole
family went prominently to high mass at
Madeleine all the time the bubble was
being blown. The christening of each of
the successive children of the family was
a not less public event, celebrated at the
nunciature by special license. The pre-
late was in once instance asked to be god-
father.

The speculations in Panama options, it
is said, went on at the Vatican. A mar-
quise who has a maunsion in the Palace de
la Concorde was advised by a priestly
counselor to convert her offering ot 40,600
francs a year to the Peter’s Pence fund
| into Panama paper. The adviser gota
| heavy percentage on the transaction. Of
course the company was expected to pay
heavily and answered to the expectations.
Every priest who persuaded one of his
flock to take a bond or share got a com-
mission. The run of the priests on the
Panama offices was so great that arrange-
ments were being made for a special ofiice
and secretary to receive them.

When the collapse came, De Lesseps
sent out in a most sensational way
brigades of Sisters of Charity to the hos-
pital at the canal works. An appeal was
one night made through a religious paper
to the zeal and devotion of the Daughters
of St. Viucent de Paul. The next day
there were thirty-eight volunteers, who
were taken to Saint Nazaire the day after
to embark. The eves of the Catholic
world of France were for an hour riveted
on the poor heroies, who were then for-
gotten until another brigade of volun-
teers were needed, for the yellow fever
no more spared them than other whites
on the isthmus in the unhecalthy season.
A call was once made for chaplains, but
not with so much suecess.

It has been claimed in connection with
the Deputies accused of corruption in
the Panama aflair that, as the alleged
corruption took place in 1888, on the oc-
casion of the passage of the lottery loan
by Parliament, the law of 1889 on traf-
ficking with the elective mandate is in-
applicable, but Clause 177 of ,the Penal
Code punishes with civil degradation all
public functionaries guilty of venality.

DEPUTIES IMPLICATED.

PARris, Jan. 18.—The first witness be-
fore the Parliamentary Commission in-
quiry to-day was M. Stephane, clerk in
the service of Baron de Reinach’s part-
ner, M. Popper. He said Baron de
Reinach left him a list of persons com-
promised in the distribution of the Pan-
ama money. Among the names on the
list were Arene, Deves, Grevy, Roche,
Dugue de la Foucinnire, Rouvier, Proust,
Floquet, Renault, Barbe, Berall and
Thevenet. Several names repeated on
the list as men indicted received Panama
money more than once. The whole list
contained the names of more than 100
Deputies who bad been beneficiaries of
the Panama fund. The sums paid these
men varied between 10,000 and 300,000
franes each., M. Stephane said he gave
the list to M. Clemenceau, who, he
thought, could make the best use of it.

Cousiderable questioning on the part of
Chairman Brisson elicited many addi-
tional facts which show that M. Stephane
had in his possession a list similar to the
one photographed for M. Andrien. M.
Stephane was requested to wait in the
committee-room while M. Clemencan was
summoned from the chamber.

Five minutes later Clemencau arrived.
He denied emphatically that he ever re-
ceived any list of compromised Deputies
from anybody. He did not even hear of
such a list from Baron de’Reinach or
anybody connected with him in business.

M. Stephbane was then recalled. Ile re-
peated his former testimony without
variation, directly contradicting every-
thing M. Ciemenceau said.

THE SILVER QUESTION.
Plan Which Bankers of Great Britain
Approve of.

Loxpox, Jan. 18.—The Financial
News publishes the draft of the proposed
silver treaty between the United States
and Great Britain, drawn by Alexander
Del Mar of the Silver Commission of 1876,
It does not disturb the gold basis in
either country, nor does it introduce any
embarrassing pledges, Each country for
itself agrees to purchase all the silver
offered to it, beginning at 38 pence gold
per ounce at a standard of .925 fine, and
raising the price one-eighth of a penny
each month until it reaches 59% pence,
sales to be made at one-half penny per
ounce above the current purchase price.

Quarterly settlements are to be made
between the two countries, the intent
being that each shall receive and pay for
an equal amount of silver. Payment is

! to be made in gold interest-bearing con-
! sols issued by each country independ-
ently,

Mr. Del Mar shows that each country
is now losing over £5,000,000 a year—
England in Indian exchangeand America
on its silver products—and that the treaty
will save all this and more.

The plan has been read in banking cir-
cles and meets with much approval.

MEXICO FORGING AHEAD.

Wonderful Improvement in Commerce

Due to the Building of Rallroads.

City orF MEexico, Jan. 18.—The fol-
lowing statistical showing is derived
from official sources: Mexico has 10,836
kilometers of railroad, costing the Gov-
ernnient an average per kilometer, in
subsidies, §3,500. Mexico’s revenue for
the fiscal year 1875-77, before the time of
the railroads, was $17,266,220. The reve-
nue for the last fiscal year was $37,632,036.
Most of this increase is considered mainly
due to the building of railroads. The
National Pawn Institution last year
loaned $2,123,598. All but sixty miles of
the line of the Tehuantepec Railroad is
graded. Itis reported the traffic of the
Monterey and Gulf Railroad is rapidly
increasing and even the company’s new
rolling stock is insuflicient for the freight
which awaits transportation. It is
rumored Collis P. Huntington will in
April bave work started on the Inter-

national Railroad extension from
Durango to Guadalajara and the Pacific
Coast. Engineers employed by the

Monterey and Gulf Railroad are now
surveying the roate for an extension to
the Pacific Coast.
MEXICAN NORTHERN CONCESSION,
CHIHUAHUA (Mexico), Jan. 18.—The
Mexican Northern Pacific Railroad has
obtained from the Mexican Government
a concession for the construction of a
road from: this city to Guerrero, 120
miles west. A section of thirty miles of
this proposed line, graded by the old
Mexican Northern, will be operated in
connection with the road now being con-
structed from Deming, N. M., to Cor-
ralitos, Mexico, by the same company.

TERRIBLE SUFFERING IN EUROPE.
The Cold Winter Very Severe on the
Poorer Classes.

BERLIN, Jan. 18.—The bodies of three
persons frozen to death were found in the
streets to-day. Navigation is suspended
on the Elibe at Hamburg,
Prussian cities are suffering keenly. The
depression of trade has left tens of thou-
sands unemployed.
