American Republic, the biggest man in
the United States, the haughty and happy
product of a clumsy conspiracy to de-
fraud the people of their vested rights’’—
as he styles himself—he will endeavor to
prevent himself being placed on so low a
plave.

Lver since the committee appointad to
investigate the charges made by Brstz
found findings that there was not one |
iota of truth in the charges it has been |
supposed that Bretz would be summarily
expelled and his seat be declared vacant,
At first the Democrats stood solid for ex-
pulsion. Enough Republicans were with
them to allow Mr, Bretz to ride in a Pull-
man or to go less expensively counting
railroad ties, with his head bent in shame,
to his Alameda home. But a change
came about. The Democrats weakened |
and Republicans faltered. They looked |
upon expulsion as though Bretz would |
have been glorified and his own words |
become verity. They also feared their |
own acts would be subject to censure,
and in the Assembly yvesterday a motion
to expel was gracefully withdrawn by
Shanaban to give place for a substitute
offered by Anderson that Bretz be repri-
manded and subsequently suspended for
the period of one week.

A SPECIAL ORDER.

The consideration of the Bretz matter
was made a special order for yesterday |
morning at 11 o’clock, but the Judiciary
Comumittee, to whom was referred a reso- |
lution that Bretz be allowed to have
counsel on the floor of the House, was
not ready to report, and the matter went
over for the afternoon session. A major-
ity of the cominittee reported in favor of
the resolution, but limiting the counsel
to one hour's time for argument.

THE HAWAIIAN ‘SITUATION.

Senator Iord, the bright young states-
man from Sierra, realizes the importance
of the recent occurrences at the Hawaiian
Islands, and the mission of the Pro-
visional Government’s delegation to the
United States.

The Senate had scarcely gotten to work
yesterday when he offered a concurrent
resolution favoring annexation, as the
new Government desires. The resolu-
tion was as follows:

WHEREAS, A crisis has arisen in the
affairs of the Hawaiian Government, and
a desire has been expressed by a large
number of the citizens of that Govern-
ment that their country should be an-
nexed to and become a part of the United
States; and whereuas, a delegation of citi- |
zens of the Hawaiian Government is now
on its way to the National Capital to se-
cure such national legislation as will
secure the result above suggested; and
whereas, the interests of California and ot
our entire country would be enhanced by
the annexation to our domain of the
islands now comprised in territory of the
Hawaiian Kingdom; therefore, be it

Resolved, By the Senate of the State of !
California, the Assembly concurring,that
whenever the Hawaiian Government |
shall sigaify a desire that its territory |
should be annexed to, and become a
part of the territory of the United States,
our Senators in Congress be instructed,
and our Representatives be requested to
use all honorable means at their disposal
to bring about such a result, upon such |
terms as may be most beneficial to thei
inhabitants of both countries, and be it |
further

Ltesolved, That it is the sense of the
people of California that under no cir-
cumstances and uunder no conditions |
should any foreign power, other than the
United States of America, ever be per-
mitted to obtain any control or protect-
orate over the islands comprising the
territory of said Hawaiian Kingdom; also

Resolved, That the Goyernor be re-
quested to immediately telegraph these
resolutions to our Senators and Repre-
sentatives in Washington.

The resolution was referred at the
Senator’s request to the Committee on
Federal] Relations and will be reported
back quickly and adopted by the Senate.

THE *‘QUACK” BILL.
Senator Ford also precipitated a rather

warm debate during the afternoon on the
bill which provides for ‘“‘the regulation
of the practice of medicine and surgery”’
in California, and the appointment of a
State Board of Medical EExaminers, who 3
are to decide who are eligible to practice |
medicine in the fature. It is more famil- |
iarly known as the “‘anti-quack” bill,

and was introduced by Senator Simpson. |

Mr. Ford offered an amendment, when |
the bill was up for third reading, which |
he explained was simply to cure an ap- |
parent defect in the bill., The measure |
meant to provide that the three schools |
of medicine—alopathic, eclectic and ho-
meopathic—should be represented on
the board, but it did not say so clearly. |
He proposed to remedy this. ?

Senator Carpenter seemed to fear that
some one of the schools would get con- |
trol of the board and freeze out the other 1
two., Ie thought the bill should go back |
to the Hospital Committee for reconstruc- '
tion. Doctors were notorious for disa- |
greeing, he said, and if they were given !
an opportunity, such as the bill in its |
present state offered, they would be fight- |
ing perpetually.

Senator Ford explained that it was for !
the very reason suggested by Senator
Carpenter that he had offered the amend-
ment,

Senator Seawell took a hand in the
affair at this juncture. He, too, was
aware of the belligerent propensities of
the doctorsand was satisfied that great
care should be taken to keep them from
clawing each other. It was plain that
Senators Ford and Carpenter agreed as to
what the bill should provide, and he
thought he had an amendment that
would suit both. This was that the Gov-
ernor should be instructed in the bill not
to appoint more than three members of
each school on the Board of Examiners.
This would prevent any one school get-
ting control.

Senators Mahoney and Iiarl talked
about the doctors and so did several oth-
ers, and the concensus of opinion was
that anything that would keep the med-
icos from ‘“‘scrapping”’ was satisfactory
all around, so the bill was sent back to
the committee to be fixed up in that way.

GOUCHER WARMS UP.

Senator Goucher, the big statesman
from Fresno, was thoroughly mad when
he took his seat yesterday. Somebody
had shown him a dispatech in Sunday’s
Chronicle, from his town, purporting to
give an account of a mass meeting there
to diccuss county division. The dispatch
said that Mr. Goucher and Assemblyman
Mordecai addressed the meeting, and said
that ‘“their action, if the division bill came
toa vote,would be governed by the voice
of the property owners in the proposed
new county of Madera, and not by what
the people of the old county should say.
Thearticle further said that there was great
indignation on the part of the Fresnoites,
and great confusion at the meeting in
consequence,”’

Senator Goucher rose to a question of
privilege, after reading the article, and
denounced the Fresno correspondent in
bitter terms. He did not blame the paper,
he said, because it was at the mercy of
the correspondent. The latter he char-
acterized as an *‘unscrupulous and malig-
nant liar.” Continuing, he sald, *The
fellow that wrote that must have been in
some dive drinking five cent-beer instead
of at meeting; or else he didn’t get his
usual hypodermic injection of morphine
that day.”

AGAINST CATTLE TRUSTS.

Ragsdale’s bill, ““to prevent combina-
tions to obstruct the sale of live stock in
the State of California,” was passed
finally in the Senate yesterday and sent
over to the Assembly.

The measuredid not experience much
trouble in getting through.

Senator Carpenter, who is always on
the alert, wanted to know what the
author expected his bill to accomplish.
Mr. Ragsdale didn’t appear to know
much about it, but Senator Ostrom arose
and explained the bill at length, He said
that under its provisions the big cattle
dealers could not dictate to the small
dealers where they must make their pur-
chases, and what price they must pay.
It would put an end, he thought, to the
trust which had existed in this State for
years.

Senator Wilson made one of his radical
speeches in favor of the bill .and against
“these fellers that get together,” ete, He
prefacesall of his speeches with the an-
nouncement that he believes in “equal
rights to ail men,” and got it off again
yesterday. He was emphatically down
on these ‘““fellers,” he said, because they
let the others do the work and took all
the monev. That kind of business he
declared wouldn’t go in a beehive,

EIGHT-HOUR MEASURE PASSED BY
THE SENATE,

Lengthy Discussions in the Lower
House—The Blaine Memorial—

New Bills Introduced.

The Senate convened at 2 p. ., Licu-
tenant-Governor Reddick in the chair.

A quorum was present, prayer was
offered and the journal read.

Senator Goucher, rising to a question
of privilege, denounced the author of an
article in the Chronicle derogatory to him
and Assemblyman Mordecai.

The third reading of bills was then pro-
ceeded with.

Senate Bill No, 182—-An Act to amend
Section 3009 of the Political Code of the
State of California, relating to the ap-
pointment of certain officers and em-
ployes by the Board ot Health of the
City and County of San Franciseo—was
read.

Senator Carpenter asked the author of
the bill, Senator Dunn, if the bill created
any new offices.

Mr. Dunn explained that in San Fran-
cisco the inspectors provided for in the
bill are already employed by the local gov-
ernment. His bill simply proposed to
make the offices permanent.

The roll was called and the bill was
passed finally, and ordered to the As- |
sembly. i

Senate Bill No.73—An Act to amend an
Act entitled *“An Act to establish a Po-
liticai Code,”” approved March 12, 1872, by
amending Section 3244, relating to eight
hours’ labor—was passed finally. Sen-
ator Berry explained his vote against the
measure, saying he believed it would be
a hardship on persons who desired to en-
ter into contracts for more than eight
hours’ work a day. Senator Ostrom also
explained, during roil-call, that he was
opposed to the bill because it would en-
danger the salaries of men working for
contractors. Before the roll-call was fin-
ished Senator Maher, the author of the
bill, asked that it be laid over for a day.

Senate Bill No, 274—An Act to amend
Sections 1612, 1942, 1959, 1973, 1982, 1984,
1990, 1992, 2003, 2004, 2027 and 2094, and to
add three new sections, to be known as
1923, 1945 and 1981, all of the Political
Code of the State of California, and re-
lating to the National Guard, was passed
finally.
