
"REORGANIZERS" AND "CITIZENS."

The Vote-Splitting Business Inaugu-
rated on Saturday.

Two Partial Tickets Now ln the Field

—Two Moro to Come, ISesldo In-

dependent Candidate.-.

The local political pot has begun to sim-
mer, and will be at boiling heat about
Tuesday night, when the Republicans
will meet in convention and nominate a
full city ticket to be voted at next month's
election.

On Saturday night tho Reorganized
branch of tho Democracy aud the Citi-
zens' Association both held nominating
conventions and placed partial tickets in
tiie lield. The former made no nomina-
tion for Tax Collector, and, practically,
none for Assessor, as the gentleman
named for that place, R. 11. Hawloy, had
positively declined to be a candidate.

The Citizens nominated candidates for
ail the oliices except that of Assessor, two
of its nominees boing gentlemen whom it
was known the Republicans inteud to
nominate—Young for Auditor and Put-
nam for Collector.

Itis understood that the regular Dem-
OCtacy will iv a few days place a full________ In the field. "We'll have a con-
vention," said ono of the leaders on Sat-
urday night, ••that will make that one of
to-night look like a small affair, and we'il
put up a ticket, too, that will surprise
them.''

The Reorganized branch of the city
I'emocracy held its nominating con-
vention at Smith's Hall. Out of about
one hundred and seventy-live delegates
appointed by the ( euu-al Committee some
sixty were preseut, besides a number of
spectators.

K. <'. Irvine called the convention to
order. He said that, emboldened by their
success at tho last election, the committee
of ihe Reorganized Democracy had de-
ii-rmlued to hold this convention, believ-
ing that .success would again atteud them.

<.in.motion of 11. B. Nielsen Oscar Flint
was elected Temporary Chairman.

.Mr. Flint addressed the convention.
He expressed his sense of the honor con-
ferred on him, and said the party had
lately gone through a most bitter cam-
paign and emerged from the contest with
victory perched upon its crest. Is'ol only_ as this the case in the county, but Grov-
er Cleveland, the man whose star four
years ago was shrouded in gloom, had
successfully made tho Presidential cam-
paign. In ttiis county the party had
elected more men than for many years
before, und this spring would do better
yet.

Kelly was elected Temporary Secretary
of the convention.

SINEWS OP WAS.
J. N. Payne moved that the delegates

be assessed fifty cents each as they votedon the first roll-call.
___, K. Beard offered as an amendment

that tellers collect the money at once, as
candidates might all be nominated by
acclamation.

Mr. Payne accepted the amendment,and it was carried, and the coin ilowed in
freely.
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The report of the Committee of Plat-
form and Resolutions was presented, as
follows:

"The Reorganized Democracy ofSacra-
men tot ity, in convention assembled, en-
dorses the principles of the Democratic
party as expressed in the election of
Grover Cle\ eland and Adiai Stevenson as
President and Vice-President of the
1 nited states.

"Reform being the watchword of our
party in national and municipal all'airs
we pledge our candidates to the strictest
economy consistent with good govern-
ment. While we are in favor of city Im-
provements, wepledge our nominees to
faithfully guard us interest at all times.

"l'iie Reorganized Democracy ofSacra-
nieiiti. Cityand County is proud of therecord it has made, aud congratulates the
people of the couuty that it succeeded in
electing many of the prominent officers
al the last election—a result that could
ii.it have been reached but for tho bold
and fearless stand taken by the Reor"an-ized 1 lemoeracy.

"We again declare ourselves the friendof organized labor; in favor of the in-
lbrcement of the eight-hour law on all
public works, and reailim all that was
said on the labor question in the platform
adopted at our previous conventiou.

"We favor good government, and ask
all good citizens lo aid us in electing ournominees."

NOMINATIONS FOB MAYOR.
The next order of business being tho

nomination for Mayor, Henry t'. Koss,
Jr., placed in nomination one"whom, he
saiai, was well w-11-known in the city
and b:ul before held office creditably.
Ijowasa laboring man, and would make
himself felt in the tight, and would lie
elected. He nominated School Director
C. M. Harrison.

G. K. Harber seconded the nomination
in a brief speech.

K. C. Irvine, in a eulogistic speech,
nominated \V. 1). Comstock, the present
Mayor.

11. M. Bernard nominated R. <_. Crav-
ens, who, he said, had served the city
faithfully in ao official capacity.

The roll-call had not proceeded far
when it became apparent that Harrison
was tbe only one in it. so to say, and the
names of Comstock and Cravens were
•witudrawn. The nomination of Harri-
son was then make unanimous, amid
much enthusiasm.

KB. BARRTaOS'a REMARKS.
Mr. Harrison was called out and ad-

dressed the convention at some length.
He said be felt tho weight of tbe obliga-
tion laid on his shoulders more than any
other man could. If the verdict of tbe
ballot-box placed him in the position of
the Mayor in the city where his wife and
children were, the interests of tbe people
should be bis lirst care, and be would ad-
minister the affairs of tbe city without
fear or favor. He was a Democrat from
principle and education. Democracy
meant purity, not the barter ofvotes. He
desired to be elected by honest means.
He bad little property here but his good
name, of which be was proud. Tbe re-
sponsibilities tbey bad laid upon him

could not be borne alone, and he asked
every good Democrat to help him. if
they elected him they should never be
ashamed ol him. He had not sought the
nomination, and only thealay before beeu
asked to accept it,and had reluctantly con-
sented. He had tne satisfaction of num-
bering among his friends a great many
of the best citizens in this city, but those
who "toil not, neither do they spin," did
not know him, and he did not wish them
to.

His remarks were well received.

For Chief of Police, H. B. Nielsen nom-
inated John Hantzman, in a brief but
eulogistic speech, and J. B. Harris sec-
onded the nomination.

James C. Kel y nominated Captain

He asked all good citizens to
support him, and promised, it elected, to
give them a clean administration ol the
police affairs.

for the otlice of Fire Commissioner. He
named David Ahem.

On motion of H. D. Mash Mr. Ahem
was nominated by acclamation.

H. C. Ross stated that under the new

law it would be necessary that a com-
mittee should be empowered to fill
vacancies on the ticket, and the Central
Committee was empowered to fulfillthat
duty.

The convention then adjourned with
cheers for the ticket.

YUBA COUNTY FARMERS.

Action Taken by Them Regarding
the Caminetti Bill.

While Not Indorsing the Measure.

They Object to tho Kllmluatlon

of the Penal tj- Clause.

At a mass meeting at Wheatland, Yuba
County, February _lh, of tho citizens of
Wheatland and vicinity the following
preamble and resolutious were unani-
mously adopted:

Whereas, Hydraulic mining as car-
ried on in this State has resulted in the
destruction of many thousand acres of
the best agricultural lands in the world
and has done irreparable injury to the
navigable rivers and waterways of the
Mate: and whereas, the said hydraulic
mining has been declared unlawful by
the courts or" justice, both Stato aud Fed-
eral; and whereas, there is now pending
in Congress a measure known as the
Caminetti bill, which claims to permit
the resumption of hydraulic mining
under certain restriction, and only upon
the condition tuat no further injury is to
be done to the valley lands and waterways
ofthe State. Said biil as it now stands
prohibits and declares unlawful all hy-
draulic mining that directly or indirectly
injures the navigability of the rivers,
other than is permitted under the provis-
ions ofthe bill, and said bill farther de-
clares that all parties who desire to mine
by the hydraulic process must come
under the provisions of the bill. Tho
bill further prescribes au appropriate
penalty against those who shall violate
its provisions, and as this measure is tho
product and offspring of the hydraulic
mining interest of this State, and desired
by this interest only; and whereas, we
are credibly informed that an agent has
been B. Nt to Washington by the hydraulic
"mining interest to have the penal clause
stricken from tho bill, or the bill so mod-
ined as to avoid all responsibility under
its provisions, and to permit hydraulic
mining to be resumed, or at least to be
no further iuterdicted until tho provis-
ions of the bill can I o put in operation,
which they claim will be many months
and perhaps may be many years; there-
fore be it

Resolved, That we, the people of Wheat-
land aud vicinity, iv mass meeting as-
sembled, view with alarm auv and all
efforts to secure by legislation the restor-
ation of hydraulic mining, knowing as
we do that it cannot be carried on with-
out material injury to the rivers and val-
leys below; and be it further

Resolved, That disclaiming any and all
desire for the Caminetti bill to become a
law, we do protest against auy modifica-
tion of the penal clause or other provi-
sions thereof, now ameuded by the Sen-
ate Committee, aud by which the river
and valley interest will be less securely
guarded than as now provided for in the
bill.

Resolved, That a copy of these resolu-
tions be forwarded to our Representa-
tives in Congress, and that a copy be for-
warded to the Sacramento Record-U kioh
and the Marysvillo Democrat for publica-
tion.
