Our local papers represent the sentiment
of the public on this issue. Hon. Caleb
Sherman is the only authorized repre-
sentative of the people of Sauta Maria,
he having been duly elected by a mass
meeting held in Santa Maria January 23,
1893,

“Signed: Reuben Hart, John Rice,
Sam Miller, A. Weilheimen, H. Stowell,
W. Thornburg, T. J. Williams, John
Illiott, George Stowell, W. T. Hosmer.
John Hant, L. T. Deter, H. W. Baker, L.

Mr. Stork questioned Mr, Talbott very
closely, among other things asking him
if he had not, prior to his election,
pledged himselt against a division of the
county.

Mr. Talbott strenuously denied that he
had pledged himself against that or any
other measure, and that he had always
been in favor of division, owing to the
difliculty of those living in the western
part of the county to reach the county
seat.

Mr. Talbott further read a mumber of |

letters from prominent business men, all
of whom demanded a division.

Senate Bill No. 571, by Ragsdale, en-
titled “*An Act to amend an Act in rela-
tion to fence and pound district in the
county of Sonoma,” was referred to the
Committee on Township and County Or-
ganization.

Senate Bill No. 349, by Hart, entiiled
““An Act to change and permanently lo-
cate the boundary lines between the
counties of tilenn and Colusa,” was con-
sidered and reported pack favorable to
passage, the vote being four for, three
against.

CARLSON’S THANKS,

The Assembly Committee on Commerce
and Navigation met and considered As-
sembly Bill No. 20, entitled *“*An Act
making an appropriation for the con-
struction of a seawall, thoroughtares and
piers in the harbor of San Diego.” It
was reported back with the recommenda-
tion that it do pass.

Assemblyman Carlson, the author of
the bill, felt greatly elated over the action
of the Committee and was profuse in
thanks for their action.

Assembly Bill No. 332, which is an Act
authorizing the Board ot State Harbor

. DRAINAGE MATTERS.

The bill provides for
the organization and government of
drainage districts, and has been under
consideration for some time. The argu-
ments for and against the measure have
been varied and exhaustive, but a elimax
was reached last night, when Assembly-

The bill wasamended in Section 2 so
as to provide that the Board of Supervis-
crs in the counly organizing the ghsr.r!ct
should, immediately after defining its
boundaries, request the State Board of
Public Works to prepare the plans and
estimates of costs of the drumqge system
tor the district, and on receipt of the
plans by the Supervisors, they shall
order the election to decide whether or
not the district should be formed.

The practical etfect of the amendment
is to give the people interested a vote on
the plans. Instead of l_»lmd_ly going into
the formation of a district without 'kuow-
ing what the plans are to be and what the
cost, they know both before they form
