There was intense silence while i
tho names were being read, but alter
they were announced the gentlemen who
were present and referred to were indig-
nant ami on their feet demanding that
Mr. Johnson be placed on the witness-
stand at once to refute the charge.
"I swear positively that Mr. Johnson

made the marks on the card," said Mr. j
Rea, "and he mentioned other names' 'but did not mark them. Ho said he j

knew them personally. I deposited the !
letter with the card so that if auy of the ;
'marked 1 men should happen to he on j
the committee of investigation they
would not bo prejudiced against inc. I
have been accused ofall crimes under tho
sun. and 1 proposed to protect myself."

In response to Mr. MePike, Mr. Kea
said his public record is a clean
one and that such an investigation
would show that he is more of an anti-
railroad man than many demagogii.s.
Mr. Rea said that no ill feelings prompted
him to make the charge against Mr.
Johnson. He dial it to still the cry oi'
demagogues against the Railroad Com-
missioners, and to siiow that they wero
not as bad ;is they have been represented
to be.

Mr. Hurley wanted Mr. Johnson put
on the witness stand to deny the charges
which had been made against himself
and the other members charged with
being willing to sell their votes. Attor-
ney shortridge interposed by saying Mr.
Kea had niaiie no charges against any
special person, but ifMr. Hurley h:is auy
griei auee it was against Mr. Johnson.

Attorney Clunie made a statement on
behalf of Mr. Johnson that there was not
one word of truth iv the charges made ny
Rea, and that he did not oiler to sell any
vo:e. That all the statements were false-
hoods.

Mr. Johnson swore to tho truthfulness
ol the denials of his attorney, and also
that ho had never marked tho card,
which was charged he did, and that ho
kmiw only a>ne member so charged—
Mr. .Schroebel—before ho came to Sacra-
mento.

The bill was amended in Section 2so
as to provide that the Board of Supervis-
ees In the county organizing the district
should, immediately alter defining its
boundaries, request the Slate Board of
Public Works to prepare the plans anal
estimates of costs of the drainage system

for the district, and ou receipt of the
]Una by tho Supervisors, they shail
order the election to decide whether or
not the district should be formed.

The practical etl'oct of tho amendment
is to give the people interested a vote on
the plans. Instead of blindly going into
the formation ofa district without know-
ing what the plane; are to be and what the
cost, they know both beforo they form
the district.

Speaking of tho amendment, a member
ofthe committee said: "Ifa similar pro-
cedure had been followed in the forma-
tion ofthe irrigation districts there would
likely have been none wishing to dis-
organize at this time."

MAJOR PICO'S CLAIM.
The Senate Committee on Finance helala meeting, the principal feature of whichwas the examination of Seuate Bill No.

lsß.
The bill is entitled "An Act making an

appropriation to pay the claim of Major
•lose Ramon Pico lor oxpenses incurred
In recruiting and maintaining military
companies during the CivilWar, amount-
ing to $8,154."

A letter was read from Senator James
G. lair, which stated that he knew thecircumstances from which the claim
arose, and recommends that the bill pass.

An atlidavit by" "Major Pico was read,
in which he places the amount actually
due him to be almost gMi.Of.iti, but makes
no claim for $1,800, the amount it cost him
to tit out his regiment.

The .Major being present, addressed the
committee in person, and told his story
In a bluff, soldierly manner. At the
breaking out of the war he was. he said,
a rich man, and his latlu-r furnished thefunds necessary to raise oneof tiie first
regiments enlisted in the State, supply-
ing the money irom his own private
fortune. The regiment took nan in themany marches and countermarches along
the Pacilic Coast, and w;is afterward
mustered into service and did good exe-
cution in lighting the Apaches, who wero
very troublesome on the border.

•'Then," tho .Major continued, "1 was a
rich man, but to-day lam poor. 1 have
been robbed of my estate by San Fran-
cisco bankers, ami the broad acres ome
owned by my father have vanished never
to return, it was not my intention to
ask a return from the state, but stern
necessity drives me. J eun old, and have
been wounded in defense of my country,
but should it once more require my serv-ice, Cod willing, I will act a soldier's
part."

The bill has been before the two pre-
ceding Legislatures, and after having
beeu reported upon favorably from com-
mittees of both branches, died on lile.

A number ofthe members of the com-mittee stated that they would support thebill, and the matter was taken under ad-
visement.

Senator Gesford, Colonel Koyce and
Assemblyman Wade addressed the com-
mittee in reference to the bill making ap-
propriations for maintaining tho Veter-
ans' Hume at Napa and for enlarging tho
same.

REA'S CHARGES.

THE COMMISSIONER STANDS BY
THEM FIIIMLY.

He Relates the Story of How Assem-
blyman Johnson Would

Accept Money.

The charge! made by Railroad Com-
missioner Rea lhat Assemblyman John-
son of Santa Clara ollered to sell his vote
to him for $100, and that he could deliver
other legislators who were for sale, was
under investigation last night belore a
select committee of Assemblymen.
Henry C. MePike, ex-United States Dis-
trict Attorney, and Andy Clunie appeared
in behalf ofMr. Johnson, and Hon. S. M.
Shortridge and Attorney Richards repre-
sented Mr. Rea. Assemblyman Morde-
cai presided.

The charge made by Mr. Rea was read.
A number of witnesses who had been
subpenaed were present, but were re-
quested to loave the room, uutil called,
while Mr. Rea testified.

Mr. Rea said that for six years he has
been Railroad Commissioner. Ho had
met Mr. Johnson but twice, and had
converse-.tion with him only once, in the
office of tho Electric Improvement Com-
pany in San Jose last December—on the
Tth or Sth of the month.

Mr. Kea said that a Mr. Rethel once
told him that Johnson weis in his I lea's
oilice and wanted to soe him. He told
Rethel that he knew Johnson's mission
—ho wanted money—and did not want to
meet him. Johnson had called at his
otlice many times. lie said he became
aca]iiaintod with Mr. Johnson through
Major Harrington. Barrington, in intro-
ducing Johnson, said he (Johnson, was
very friendly to the Railroad Commis-
mission and would vote for any measure
in the Legislature which he (Rea) might
want bim to, anal that ho (Johnson)
wanted to borrow 5100. Harrington said
Johnson had a note drawn up lor the
amount, payable to bearer. He also said
Johnson was willing to sign a paper to
the effect that he was friendly to the
Railroeid Commissioners.
"Itold Johnson I did not care anything

about the note, and knew that "all ho
wanted was money," said Kea. Ho asked
Johnson why he signed tbe '1 radio Asso-
ciation pledge if ho was lavorable to the
Commissioners. Johnson answered that
tiiere were votes in ihe willows wbich ho
could not get without signing tho pledge.
He said there were others who would
vote as he would if there waa sufficient
consideration.

Continuing, Mr. Rea said he and John-
son talked about; the I'nited States Sena-
torial question, in wbich Johnson said
there were several legislalois who could
be secured to vote lor a Republican
I nite,l states Senator. Rea asked John-
son for their names and the districts they
represented.

Rea
then took the card.

Rea said tho card was deposited in a
San Jose bank, and will be introduced iv
evidence. Johnson marked his own
name ami others, said Kea who were out
for money, but they would not positively
agree to vote for a Republican ."-enator.

Mr. Rea said he then defined his posi-
tion in relation to tho Trailic Association
bill.

Rea said he recited his objections to the
Trailic Association bill, and told Johnson
he would probably be approached by
Leeds in behalf of the bill, which Rea
said he thought could not carry. John-
son said if he did, it would cut iio figure
with him. Rea said that every decision
of the commission but oue was inimical
to the railroaai company.

Mr. Rea said he gave the note back to
Johnson and did not have it more than a
second. He told Johnson he did not
want the note, nor cared anything for its
indorsement. He did not exauiine the
paper but was satisfied it was a note.
