
of the Crown, and tho post freed from all
religious (Usability.

'•)i!ies a clause providing for a full revo-
lution of the executive power from the
sovereign upon the Viceroy. Then
comes an Important provision for an ap-
propriation for au Executive Committee
by the Privy Council of Ireland. We
propose to make this Executive Council,
for ordinary atfairs of tho Cabinet, Vice-
roy.

"Itappeared to us highly inconvenient
to alter the numbers of the legislative
au<-emhly. We therefore leave the num-
ber at 103, and fix the term at five years."

Next, as to the legislative council,
Gladstone said they.came to the conclu-
sion that a nominated council would be a
v>eak council, and therefore proposed to
elect the council. "How do we differen-
tiate this council for the popular Assem-
blyt We propose to fix the number at
i rty-eight, with an eight years' term of
o:lice, the term of the popular assembly
being lesser. The bill must include a
provision for meeting what is called a
deadlock. In case where a bill is adopted
by the assembly more than once, and
where there is au interval oftwo years
between the two adoptions, or adissolu-
Uon ofParliament, then upon its second
adoption the two assemblies may be re-
quired to niuti and the fate of the bill is

decided in joint assembly. [Cheers.]
Next, all appeals shall lie to the Privy
Council alone, not to the Council and
Lords. The Privy Council may try the
invalidityof any Irish act."

Other clauses provide for the security
of emoluments of existing jndges and
officers generally. Then there is a clause
intended to correspond with the colonial
validity law, the effect of which is that if
the Irish Legislature should pass any act
in any way contrary to acts ofthe Impe-
rial Parliament, such laws shall be good
• \cept in so lar as it is contrary to an
Imperial enactment

"j'uo Exchequer Judges shall be ap-
pointed under authority of the crown,
mainly for financial business. Beside
the Exchequer Judges, it provides forsix
years that all judges shall be appointed
as now. We do not reserve for the hn-

rial ] 'arliameut the power to fixemolu-
ments. These will be fixed in Ireland,
and the effect will be to establish joint
control of these appointments.

"Tho month of September is probably
the moat convenient mouth for tho As-
Bcmbly'to meet. Therefore a clause pro-
viding that it shall meet on tho first
Tuesday in September. [Prolonged Irish
cheers.] We propose a gradual reduction
and ultimate dissolution or disappear-
ance of tho constabulary force with tho
• iscbarge of every obligation toward
them, In such a way as will not adversely
affect the interests ofthat honorable force.
2 'Uring tho period of transition they are
to be under the control of the Viceroy. It
is contemplated that they will be re-

I by a force owing its existence to
Jrish authorities in local areas.

"oil the important subject of the reten-
tion of Irish members in the Imperial
Parliament, there are strong arguments
which may bo alleged in defense of thn
proposition. Although I do not at all
admit that parliamentary supremacy de-
pends upon the retention of Irish uiem-
-1» is. I yet quite admit that the retention
in members has great practical import-
ance, because it exhibits supremacy in a:
manner intelligible to thu people. Be-
: ide, it gives Ireland fullvoice in all Par-
liament matters. ["Hear! hear!"']

"The British budgets will more or less :
influence Irish pecuniary balances. It
is therefore desirable, for the purpose of
mitigating any inconvenience which
might thence arise, that Ireland should j
have something to say about tho British \u25a0

budgets. Iknow no argument against j
the retention of Irish members at West- j
minster. Their retention involves two I
points: First, as to members, and sec-j
ondly, as to the voting power. Now, as
• > the first question, that of numbers, 'the population of Great Britain has In-
creased, while Ireland diminished, and
has now reached a point that, whereas
formerly entitled to 10-i members, it
would, according to the same ratio, now
have eighty. 1 imply that representation
in tho House from Ireland would be
composed Ofeighty Irish gentlemen.

"Now comes a gnat dilliculty. What
voting power are the eighty members to
have? Ireland is to bo represented here
tally; that is my first postulate. My
second postulate is that Ireland is to be
invested with separate lowers, sutject,
no doubt, to imperial authority, yet still
with separate powers over Irish affairs.
Ttien the question before us is that she
now votes so strongly upon matters
purely British. There is reason both
ways. We cannot find absolutely an
accurate lino of cleavage between ques-
tions that are imperial and those that are
Irish. Unless tho Irish members are
allowed to vote on all British questions,
they must have too littlo or too much!
We do not sco the possibility of exclud-
ing them from one of the highest and
most important functions of the House.
That is a determining composition of
executive power. Ido not sco it possible
to exclude Irish members from voting on 'a great subject for want of confidence.
Next, unless the Irish members voto on
all questions, you break parliamentary i
tradition.

"Now come reasons against universal
voting powers. It would be a great
anomaly if these eighty Irish members
should come here continually to inter-
vene in questions purely and absolutely
British. The whole subject is full of |
thorns aud brambles, but our object is
tho autonomy and sell-government of
Ireland in all matters properly Irish. The
Jrish people certainly did not raise the
difficulty of retention of Irish members
in the House. This is a secondary mat-
ter in their eyes, and ouglit not to inter-
fere with tho principal aim. In the face j
ora feeling of uncertainty over questions
of the retention of the Irish members, wo
Lave allixed to tho paragraph concerning
the questions, the words 'Excepting and
until Parliament shall determine comiug
financial legislation. 1

1 wish to auppiy a keynote to the finan-
cial part of legislation. The keynote is to
be found in tho provision that there is to i

be one system of legislation for all j
kingdoms as far as external things are
concerned. It guided us to the conclu-
sion to which we arrived of unity in
commercial legislation for three king- j
doms. This includes customs and tho i

exercise of tho duties of postollice and i

telegraphs. By adopting this keynote |
wo cau attain to tho most valuable re- j
suits, and will be likely to avoid the ;
elapsing of agents of the Imperial and j
agents Of the Irish Government. We can i
in.-.ke under cover of this proposal, a |
larger and more liberal transfer to Ire-j
laud in the management of her own af-
fairs than we could make ifwo proceeded j
on nny other principles. We hope to es-
cape in this way all collection in the in-
terior of Ireland of any revenue whatever
jjyImperial authority.

"Aprinciple to which we are bound to1
give effect in Ireland is: Ireland lias to
bear a fair share of imperial expenditure.
["Hear illear !"] There aro three modes
in which this may be attained. The first
method is to lump the sum payment
adopted in 1886. Another method, is

"When we come to a state of war, wo
i have to look to three sources: customs.
I excise and income tax. With regard to
| customs, we propose to leave them in our
hands, so there can bo no dilliculty in
adapting contributions so far as customs
are concerned. With regard to excise,
we have in view a proposition to retain a
considerable control in our hands, which
willenable Great Britain to make sure of

i having aid from Ireland, if she thinks
such provision necessary.

"The Irish balance-sheet stands thus:
i>n tho credit side would appear excise,
£VJ^O,OGO, while the taxation which goes
over stamps, income tax and excise li-
cense, which are £1,485.000; postal rev-enue, £740,000; crown lands, £65,000;
miscellaneous, £'140,fW— making a total
of £5,000,000. On tho other side, Ireland
taxes over the whole civil charges, with
the exception of constabulary charges.
£4,110,000; inland revenues, £100,000, and
postal service, £790,000. We propose that
Ireland shall take part of the constabu-, lary charges, amounting to £I,ooo,ckjO.
This-would bring the Irish charges to
£3,160,000. We propose that she shall re-
ceive against that items Ihave put to her
credit, amounting to £5,660,000. Thus she
willhave a clear surplus of£500,000 with

you, to let the dead bury the dead, and
cast behind you former recollections of
bygone evils; cherish love and sustain
one another through all vicissitudes of
human affairs in times that are to come.
[Prolonged Liberal cheers.]

When the cheering died out Sir Ed-
ward Clarke, Attorney-General in Salis-
bury's administration, congratulated
Gladstone on the maenificent physical
effort which he had just made, and then
proceeded to enlarge on the proposals of
the bill. He dwelt with particular sevor-
ity upon tho absence of any provisions
which would remove the objections of tho
people of Lister to home rule, and then
went on to declare that the bill as out-
lined would not satisfy even the
aUsts.

Thomas Kewlin, anti-I'arnellite, de-
clared the provisions of the bill, on the
whole, better than those of the bill of Its*;.

Gladstone, in answer to Sir Jidward
Clarko, said the land question was re-
served to the imperial Parliament for
three years.

The members then trooped out into the
lobbies, where the speech was informally
discussed with great animation. The
Glaustoniou Liberals were disposed to re-
gard it as a conciliatory, well-balanced
and peace-making measure, and seemed
to be hopeful as to the second reading.
The auti-I'arnellite members, while
guarded in their utterances, favored the
billas a whole, and were especially well
pleased with the financial arrangements, I
Concerning which there had been appre-
hensions. Allthat tho Tories would say
for the new bill was that it was more
sagacious and better drawn than that of
ISSU. The Liberal-Unionists would not
jnake even this favorable admission, and
are declaring everywhere that it will I
never reach the committee stage in tho I
House of Commons.
