The Senate has gone back on its resolu-
tion to adjourn the Legislature sine die
at noon on March 4th.

When the proposition was put¥orward
Tuesday numerous statesmen took occa-
sion to show their disapproval of the|
action of the peaple in declining to ex- |
tend legislative sessions to 100 days, and
their demonstrated that the
Senators were inclined to be revengeful—
that they wereinclined to poutand let the
interests of the State go by the board in
orderthat they might havean opportunity |
to say, *‘I told you s0.” This was not the
motive that actuated all of the advoecates
for an adjournment at the end of the al-
lotted sixty days. DBut some of them did
take advantage of the opportunity to
show their teeth.

In accordance with the notice he gave
when the resolution was adopted, Senator
Maher moved yesterday afternoon that
the resolution be reconsidered. Then he |
made a speech. e said there were many
measures on the files which it would be
impossible to reach before the 4th of |
March, and he hoped the Senate would
repudiate its former hasty action. Senator |
awell hoped so, too, He intimated that |
some of the Senators who were advocat-
ing early adjonrnment had been favored |
and had gotten bills they were interested |

SENATOR HART'S REPLY.

Senator E. C. Hart of this city replied
to the imputations of Mr. Goucher with
reference to the verdict of the people of
Sacramento in November. *Let me say
to your, sir,”” he began, *‘that the people
of Sacramento demonstrated on that oc-
casion, as they have on all other occa-
sions, that they are not at all selfish.

THE LATEST SCANDAL. !

The investigation of the latest legis-

lative scandal — the charges preferred
against Attorney-General Hart that he|
has been derelict in duty and has unlaw- |
fully withheld money belonging to the |
State—was commenced yesterday by the

Gould of the Assembly.

Mr, Hart was present, and the charges
made by the Ways and Means Committee
were read to him, He was asked what
he had to say in defense, and replied that
he considered he was treated unfairly by
not being served with a copy of the
charges, He had not known of the re-
port of the Ways and Means Committee
save by street rumor. He claimed un-
just treatment by .the Ways and Means
Committee in not being given a hearing,
but he wanted to have a fair chance be-
fore the special committee.

Dr. Mathews, Chairman of the Com-
mittee, assured Mr, Hart that no previous
meeting had been held to investigate the
charges against him, and he did not want
the Ways and Means and the special com-
mittee confounded. A wrangle ensued
between Hart and Mathews, during |
which the Attorney-General was served
with a copy of the charges.

If ever a body intended to give a man
fair treatment, the Chairman said, it was
certainly intended to accord Mr. Hart a
full hearing and an opportunity to intro-
duce all evidence at his command. Mr,
Mathews also said the Ways and
Means Committee endeavored to serve
him with a copy of the charges, but
Mr. Hart was out“of town, and it was at
first intended to telegraph him, but learn-
ing he was en route to Sacramento, it was
