
THE WATER COMMITTEE.

It Recommends a Supply From the
Gravel-Beds,

Bat Suggests That Competitive Bids

be Solicited—A Proposition

for Ditch Water.

The citizens' committee to investigate
and report to the City Trustees tho opin-
ion of its members on the proposition
submitted by J. H. Henry to supply the
city with pure water, met again last even- i

ing.
There were present, Chairman .Vein- ;

htock, Secretary Steffens, C. H. Hubbard,
A. A. Van Voorhies, J. W. Wilson, G. A.
Stoddard, J. H. Roberts, P. A. Miller, F.
K. Dray, T. B. Hall and W. D. Stalker.

F. EL Dray, for tho committee on simi-
lar propositions, reported that the com- |
niittee had called on A. Abbott and found j
lie haul no proposition to offer, but was \u25a0

strongly in favor of some scheme for ob- I
taining water from wells in the gravel-
bod section.

DITCH WATER PROPOSITION.
Mr. Dray also read a proposition from

the South Yuba Mining aud Water Com-
pany, which proposes to furnish the city
with water at about tho present cost of
pumping. The proposition was a general
one, the company asking for a reasonable
t tine in which to submit one in detail. It
states, however, that the probable cost to
the city would be thirty-nine cents per
million gallons tthat of Mr. Henry is
tony cents). About one year would be
required in which to bring water to the
city.

A. A. Van Voorhies said he was famil-
iar with the character ofditch water sup-
plied to mountain towns, and it was well
known that the ditches carried as much
tilth as the rivers.

J. H. Koborls, T. B. Hall and others
expressed similar views regarding ditch
water. Mr. Hall thought tliat Sacrament-
ans generally would prefer the water they
have to using that ol ditch water.

WHAT THE CITY'S "WATER COSTS.
Joseph Steffens, from the Committee on

Financial Data, submitted a report show-
ing the quautily of water pumped by the
City Water Works during the years:

THE CITY'S PRESENT HANGER.
G. A. Stoddard, from the committee on

examination ofthe present water works,
reported that the Stevens pump was
.bund in bad condition, and is liable to
give out at auy moment. It is losing
twenty-five per cent, now by slippage.
111-- lioilypump is in as good condition

now aa when it was put in.
As now improved, the slippage ot tho

Holly pump willnot exceed o percent,
and its daily capacity will be something
over five and a half million gallons.

Mr. Stoddard summed up as the result
of his examination tliat the city was in
danger ofrunning short of a sufficient
supply of water. Another good pump
placed in the same building, with a ca-
pacity of 7,(*00,(Xt0 gallons per day, would
cost about 9.-o,l*oo. This, ofcourse, would
not give the city clear water, and even ii"
the Henry proposition were accepted he
believed the present pumps (with a new
one in place of the Stevensi should be
kept where thoy arc. The present con-
dition of things is bad and uusafe for the
city.

THE Yl'BA COMPANY.
At this juncture it was decided to give

a hearing to representatives of the Yuba
Company, who were in waiting.

Fred, Bearles, acting as counsel for
the company, briefly addressed the com-
mittee. Ho said the company has 400
miles of canals, reaching now down to
Rocklin, Placer County. Its capacity is
unlimited and the quality of the water is
of tho best. The supply can be increased
according to any increased demand. The
company is amply responsible and com-
petent to carry out any contract it might
make.

Mr. Spaulding, Superintendent of the
company, said they had beeu making
surveys with the express purpose of
making a proposition ofsupplying Sacra-
meuto.

DOES WATER PURIFY* ITSELF?
Mr. Stoddard expressed the rather

singular belief that water carried in open
canals is purer than that carried in pipes,
lie objected to carrying water any dis-
tance ivclosed pipes. Sir. Stoddard also
.-aid he did not regard well or artesian
water as good as that obtained from open
conduits.

ln reply to Mr. Van Voorhies, Mr.
Spaulding said it would take about a
mouth for his company to submit a defi-
nite proposition.

MUDDY IN* WINTER.
To Mr. Hall, Mr. Spaulding said the

water now supplied about Auburn is not
clear, but they expected to correct that,
in the winter, of course, the water would
al times be discolored somewhat.

Mr. Niles said the people of Grass Val-
ley and Nevada City had good water
from tho Yuba Company, but he did not
deny it got somewhat muddy in winter.

Mr. Hall said that of course ditch water
would be very warm in summer by the
time it was carried to this city.

A doctor's views.
Dr. W. A. Briggs having entered he

was requested to lavor the committee
with his views. The doctor said that a
couple of years ago he, in connection
with other citizens, made a thorough in-
vestigation of the water supply in tho
gravel section east ofthe city. The water
bad beeu aualyzed by the State Chemist
and prououucod to be as nearly puro as
any tbat could be found. First, the city
needs pure, clear water. The proposition i
made by the Yuba company should not ;
be considered, as it would give us ditch
•rater no better thau that we now have,
it would be open to the same objection I
that the river water is.

WATER DOES NOT PURIFY
Itself in running—to any oxtent: in fact, I
it is more liable tc contamination thau it '
i- to purification.

Recent experiments, said the doctor,
show ed that running water purifies itself
very slowly indeed, oven when not ex-
posed to contamination. As between
mountain water, as we would be likely
to get it, and that from subterranean
channels, he greatly preferred the latter,
i.vcntually we will probably get good
water from Lake Tahoe, but in tho mean-
time he believed the best available sup- !
ply was to bo had within or uear tho city I
limits. This water conies under great—ure aud must come from an abund-
ant source.

Dr. Briggs here read from the Record-
Ul-IOH of July last, showing that alive
trout was pumped up on the larm of C.
D, Brooke, near Oak Park, bearing out
the presumption that a largo subterranean
channel, supplied irom some mountain j
lake, flows beneath the gravel-bed section
east ot the city.

Alter a long and informal discussion of l
the different results obtained from the
use of well water i.and from which dis-
cussion it appeared that the foulest water i

used was healthful, aud pure water such |
aa that obtaiued at Blue Canyon was bad |
for some persons , the committee weut
into executive session.

THE COMMITTEE'S ACTION.

The result of the committee's delibera- j
.lons was the adoption of the followiug ;
resolution:

"Resolved, That this committee recom- j
mend to the City Trustees that they In- !
vite bids for the furnishing of clear, pure
water from artesian wells, to be located
east of the city, as per specifications and
agreement to be submitted by this com-
mittee; the most favorable bid therefor to
be submitted to the people of the city at j

a special election to be called for that pur-
pose."

The committee then adjourned to meet
at the call of the Chairman.

THE BRIDGE PAID FOR.

Final Payment Made Yesterday by the
Supervisors.

Members Exercised Over the Hydraulic

Mining Bill—Some Minor

Matters.

Yesterday afternoon the Board of Su-
pervisors held a meeting lor the purpose
of considering the acceptance of the Fol-
BOm bridge aud some minor matters.

Grove L. Johnson stated to the board
that lie had been out of tho city, and on j
his return found that the bill lor the re- J
sumption of hydraulic iniuiug had been |
recommended by the Assembly Commit-
tee and was likely to pass both houses. I
lie had asked Assemblyman Owen to let j
him kuow when the committee would 'hold its meeting, so that he could go up
and address it ou the subject, but he had
neglected to do so. Ifthis bill should
pan all the work done and money spent
by this and other boards willhave beeu
thrown away, aud the evil we have been
lighting lor years will sweep us away at
last.

It means, he said, the destruction. of
our county, for the greatest injury done
is not to the navigable rivers aloue, but j
to the American, Cosumnes and Moka-
lumue and the country adjacent to them, ]
which aro not protected iii the bill. The
board, tho City Trustees and mem! ers ol'
tho Legislature from this county should
all oppose it. They should pass resolu-
tions to the Legislature asking it to pro- I
tort us by defeating it. Ifhydraulic min-
ing is resumed under this biil, uo power I
on earth cau stop it again, and we are \u25a0

doomed. We must act immediately ifwe j
want to do auy good.

Supervisor Todd said two members of
the board were members of the Anti-
Debris Association; they had an attorney |
to look alter it also. He thought witli
Mr. Johnsou that something should bo
done immediately, and presented the ;
following resolution:

'*W"__________, There is now pending be-
fore the Legislature of thia State tho
Senate bill, known as the Ford hydraulic j
mining bill, and we consider that the !
passage of this bill would be detrimental
o the best interests of this county as
well as to all the agricultural counties i
now subject to damage from the effects ofI
hydraulic mining; therefore bo it

"Resolved, Ly this board, that the mem-
bers of the Legislature from this county !
be requested to oppo.su said bill, and that
they at once take such stops as are nee- j
essary to have said bill re-referred to tho •
proper committee in order that this board j
and its representatives may have au op- j
portunity to be heard on the merits ofi
said bill."

The resolution was unanimously |
passed.

THE FOLSOM BRtDO-S.
The board then took up for discussion ;

the matter of accepting tho Folsom
bridge. Supervisors Curtis, Miller and
Jenkins allagreed as to the satisfactory !
test of the bridge, and on motion of the i
latter that the Folsom bridge be accepted ;
by this board, it was so ordered.

Supervisor Curtis was complimented
by the members of the board for the good j
work he had done in connection with tho
iir.dge.

\\ ith an eye to business while loading ,
tho wagons with gravel for the bridge j
test, he nad so arranged it that they were !
unloaded as they were drawn oil' tiio :
bridge, building up the Folsom approach j
to it and saving tiie county quite a large '
sum lor the work, and getting it dono !
much sooner than it would otborwise j
have been done.

Supervisor Jenkins said that one-half !
the purchase price ofthe bridge hud been j
paid, and as it was now accepted, the next
tuing was to pay lor it. ilo therefore
moved that warrants be drawn in lavor
of the San Francisco Bridge Company,
one of $0,07.5 from the geueral road fund,
one of$10,0U_ from the general fund and
oue of $l_l> from the road fund of Dis-
trict .so. 0, aud the board so ordered.

threo or four days longer. Rememberjthat tho best butchers in Now York and! other largo cities hang thoir beef from
four to six weeks alter it is killed. In

I freezing weather this is none too loug.
For savory beef, weigh out threo ounces

[ of saltpeter, three-quarters of a pound of
I common salt, one ounce of coarse sugar,
i a quarter of an ounco each of black
! pepper aud allspice, four or live sprays of
jparsley, the same amount of summer
jsavory, a sprig of sweet marjoram, if
| convenient, two bay leaves and two or
three sprigs of thyme. Pound all these
ingredients together. Take out any bone
that may be iv the meat and rub the meat
thorougbly with the pounded mixture.
Let it hang in a cold place for about two

I weeks, and everyday turn it and rub it.
j When you are ready to cook it, wipe it

> off", rub it with a little butler, cut up an
jonion and throw over it, dredge it lightly
jwith flour and roast it iva siow oven for
about six hours. Or, if you prefer it, in

ja pot with a cut-up onion or carrot, and
let it stew slowly, in boiling water enough

ito cook it, for live or six hours. The
jliquor it is stewed in should be saved.
The meat is always served cold. Ifit is

' stewed it should be cooled iv the liquor
i in which it is cooked.

This savory beef will koep for two
weeks in cold weather after it is cooked,
and is a wholesome, inexpensive article

: to keep in the house for the accidental
; visitor or for general family use.—Ne-t
i York Tribune.

ZEMANSKY'S ASSAILANT.

Giglio Would Plead Guilty Rather
Than Stay in the City Jail.

He Makes No Defense, and is Hold to

Answer on a Charge of A-s#utt
to _H,urd. r.

Vincent Giglio, the man who shot Isaac
Zemansky, the pawnbroker, and who iv
turn was shot by Zemausky, early this
month, was examined iv the Police Court
yesterday for assault to commit murder.

AVhen asked if he was ready for ex-
amination, Giglio replied that he had
neither attorney nor wituessos present,
but that he wanted his case to go on, as
ho would die ifhe was kept iv the City
Jail any longer.

Zemansfcy aud the Prosecuting Attor-
ney asked a continuance ol tho case un-
til Monday next, aud then until Satur-
day, but Giglio protested agaiust delay.
"Iwillplead guilty," said he, "to set-

tle my case aud get out of this jail, rather
than wait auy longer."

Judge Buckley thought thero was no
good reason for a delay by the prosecu-, lion, and that the deteudant was entitled

!to somo consideration. Ho thought ii"
! Giglio was ready to proceed the prose-
cution had witnesses enough.

Zemansky said he had two witnesses
who wero in Alameda, but iiually con-
sented to let the examination proceed,
saving ho would take tho stand.

Zemausky was then sworn, and testi-
fied that about 9 o'clock on the night he
was shot he came out of a restaurant
near his place of busiuess, aud that Giglio,
without saying a word, stepped up to
within au arm's length of him and shot
him in the breast.

He did not see the man uutil the latter
had lired, and immediately alter he re-
turned the shot aud lired a number of
times at Giglio as he ran away. He
stated tiiat he had had some trouble about

i a bargain wilh the dofondauta week or so
I belore the shooting. The shot, he said,
j came near killing him, aud several phy-
sicians had given bim up. Tne ball

! struck him to the right of tho center of
\ his breast, and he .till carried the bullet.

GigUo's pistol was submitted for Ze-
I mansky's identification, but he could nol
j identity it, as ho had not seen it closely.

Giglio declined lo make any statement,
and did not seem to comprehend how to
proceed iv offering a defense. He was
held to answer to the Superior Court,
with bail fixed at ?_,Ooo.

BIG LOCOMOTIVE.
The Monster Weighs ItJO Tons "When

In Working Order.
The biggest and most powerful railroad

locomotivo in the world, according to

I Locomotive Engineering, will soon bo
running on the .Mexican Railroad. It
was constructed at the Rhode Island Lo-
comotive Works with a couple of liko
companions. Tho monster weighs lilo
tons when in working order and was
built to climb sleep grades in the mount-
ains of Mexico and to drag heavy loads
around sharp curves safely.

The engine looks likea couple of loco-. motives of the "mogul" pattern backed
\u25a0up together, with the two cabs joined. It
| is an odd form and was constructed
after a design turnished by Su-
perintendent of Machinery I. W.
Johnstone, of the Mexican Central, who
realized that a special style was necessary

I for tne work to be performed on his rail-
I road. The idea was to secure a motor
with flexibility sullicient to go round the
sharp curves with least (Motional resist-
ance. This flexibilityis gained by secur-
ing the driving-wheels in a truck which
is tree to move in a line different from
that followed by the main frames.

The cylinder and boiler in the Mexican
Central Goliath are carried o_i the main
frames separate from the driving-wheel
trucks. As the cylinders are not in lino
with the driving-wheels in rounding
curves, it is necessary that a special
method of transmitting power from tho
cylinders to the crank-pins should beemployed. This is done in a very m-
geuious way through levers that trans-
mit the power and compensate for the
varying distances between the pistons
and the crank, due to the swiveling oi"
the driving-wheels. But for this coin-
pensatiugarrangement it would be neces-
sary to givo the engine so much cylinder
appearance that the lo3s of steam
would be very great. The
power-transmittiug levers are seen
at the back of the cylinders, con-
nected at the top by a short link, and the
bottom ends pinned to the front ond of
tho main rods. There ate two of the lat-
ter, one connecting with a crank-pin, the
other with a return crank. Tiie piston
transmits motion to tho back one ofthe
two levers, and that gives motion to the
front lever, which is lulcrumed securely

I to the frame near its centor.
The engines are compound, with annu-

lar cylinders, the high-pressure cylinder
being in the middle and tho low-pressure
cylinder outside. The high-pressure cyl-
inder is 13 inches diameter and the low-
pressure -. inches. Tho stroke is 24
inches. Itis.calculated that the cylinder
capacity ofeach pair of cylinders is equal

I to a 19x_*4 simple engine.
The boilers are of utis steel, 9-10-inch

! in diameter, aud carrying ISO pounds olj steam to tho square iuch. They are 54'
inches in diameter, and have 201 two-inch

I tubes, 15 feet OJ inches long. The fire-
boxes are of the l.elpaire type, 50 inches
long and 66 inches wide.

The arrangement of working is that
the valve-motion of the two engines is
operated by one screw reverse lever.

In the new locomotive the engineer sits
ou one side ot the cab with all the neces-
sary apparatus for working the doublo-
euder within easy reach. On the other
side tho fireman pours in the fuel through
side doors. Acoal-passer is necessary to
aid him.
