Larry Burns, the first witness examined
by the prosecution, gave few additional
particulars to those already published
heretofore. He testified that he saw Mrs.
Fortier in the West End saloon and car-
ried drinks to her. She took at least one
drink of beer and a glass of whisky.
Glenn drank whisky with her, and wit-
ness saw her smoking Glenn’s pipe and
singing

““TA-RA-RA BOOM-DE-AY,”
And evidently enjoying herself. Shegave

drinks.

Charles White testified to about the |

same etlect, and that he saw Powers and
the woman in Glenn’s room. Mrs. For-
tier was drunk, but Powers was sober,
He said Powers used insulting language
to her, but she was smoking and singing
and seemed to be having a good time.

Constable Frommelt of Washington
testified that the first he knew of the
woman Mr, Buckingham told him she
was lying in Glenn’s room. He inter-
viewed her and she told him she was
badly hurt and had been fearfully abused.
She only knew Glenn was one of her
assailants. He saw Kripp and Glenn
and got the names of all he could of them
aud made the arrests.

The young lady then said,
addressing the court and the occupants of
the room:

“I thought you might wish to inquire
further as to my mother’s injuries and
condition.”

Then her eyes began to flash, and she
let her temper show itself for a moment.
Addressing the counsel for the defense
she exclaimed:

*1 do mot wish to cause any one to
suffer, but I would not wish to defend
any one in a case of this kind! I would
be ashamed 1o attempt it; but it seems as
though some people enjoy it!” And she
cast such a fiery glance at the three coun-
selors that they turned about for mutual
protection and consolation.

When the women had gone the pro-
ceedings were continued with new vigor,
and Alexander Furniss, a barkeeper at
Gainsley’s saloon in this city, was called.

A “‘SOCIABLE” EVENING.

He had seen Mrs, Fortier in the West
End saloon, and saw Kripp, the bar-
tender, try to induce her to leave the hall.
She refused and fought, and Kripp car-
ried her forcibly downstirs and put her
outside, locking the door.

Afterward he saw ler smoking with
Glenn, and he was talking of starting a
restaurant in Washington, while she
talked about her family and what good
people they were. '1’he;x they sang. They
sang some melody with which he was
uniamiliar. They were very sociable and
convivial.

Furniss did not think the lady was so
drunk but what she was conscious, He
was then asked about her character, and
untolded a tale which, if printed, would
not be allowed to go through the mails.

There was considerable more testimony
taken on this point, which did not ap-
pear to have any relevancy to the ques-
tion touching the guilt of Powers.

DEFINITION OF *'A JaG.”

J. D. Barry, a barkeeper at Washing-
ton, also heard of the “*boxing match,™
and went over to the hall.
