HORRORS OF HEATHEN LIFE.

IA Graphic Account of Atrocities
Practiced in China.

Keplorablo Condition Rovealod When

the Veil of Exeluslveness is Lifted—
Revolting Crimes Committed and

Barbarous Punishment Intlictod iv
the Name of Justice.

There is said to be in a museum in
Dresden, among other gems and treas-
ures, a silver egg, which, when you
touch a spring, opens ami reveals a golden
yolk, says ihe Tsun Hv.a China corre-
spondent of the Louisville douri r-Jour-
it"l. Within this is hid a chicken, whose
wing being pressed, it also Hies open, dis-

| closing a splendid golden crown studded
with jewels. Another spring being
touched, hidden in the center is found
a magnificent diamond ."ing. One in
China willfind, from day to-, lay. equally
as great surprises, but of far less agreea-
ble nature. The first sight one usually
gets is the most favorable. One is aston-
ished at seeing men do the work of beasts
Of burden; at the filth in the cities, and
the abject poverty of the masses of tho
people. This is only the surface of
things. Day by day tho secret springs

: Confucianism ami in the name of civili-
.zation one at last ihuls China's millions
a S( ething mass, revolting to behi >ld, and
is ready to cry out with a distinguished
divine, "Not to save < hina from hell but
to get it out.

A few days ago :i criminal was executed
at a city a few miles from here. He was
marched through the streets to the pi
of execution. The beadsman, dressed in
red, marched in front, followed by his
attendants, who carried his sword. The
friends followed the condemned m
urging him to "shoul" on his way Id liio
place of execution, and to "die iik>
man." Ho yielded to their entreaties
ami gave a hideous yell whenever m _
which was repeated by his friends, ihe
execution was public. Tlio bands a .
feetoi the condemned man were bound.
lie was required to kneel beside a bench
and let his body lay across it. Beiug se-
curely tied to ihe bench a net was placed
over his hoad and tied. To thi.s m
rope was attached, and four men took
hold of tha rope, pulled with all their
might, stretching the neck nearly twice
its natural Length, and while the men
wore pulling the head was severed from
tho body at one blow by the headsman.

This is only one execution. Suoh
things aro common. There is a story
that L'eng Yu-lin, the great Admiral of
the Yangtse, made his boast that he
would cut off ten thousand beads.
lost no time in getting to work, and got,
in due season, to the nine thousand, nine
hundred and seventy-eighth, when it
came to his cars ihat be would die as si <m
as he had decapitated his ten li.
Ho stayed his hand and executed few
alter that, and died before ho reached tho
goal set before himself.

Every criminal is required to confess
his sins. In order to compel criminals to
do this several tortures have been in-
vented. One of the most common is to
make tho criminal lie down upon a table
on his back. He is bound, the knees are
securely tied down to tho table, then a
bri.-k is placed under each heel. This
bends iho limb _ue wrong way. ami is
very painful, li this does not make the
criminal confess a second brirk is put
under the heel. The torture is then in-
describable, and the criminal either con-. leases or faints. Another method i- ; ,
baro the culprit's back and tio a bunch of
incense to itjust over the spine. The in-
cense looks much like a rope and burns
slowly. J his is ignited ami slowly burns
a streak down the back, the flesh being
cooked., to the bone. These aro some ol
tho methods used. As a result o\
supposed criminal, whether gumy or uot,
is mado to confess guilt.

There are many methods of punishing
criminals. Decapitation and torturing
cutting off the various parts or the body
until the victim is dead are common. It
is said that the history of the late Mon-
golian rebellion it written would lie one
of bloody, wanton murder. 'Iho Chinese
soldiers slew men, women and child]
without cause or provocation. Their
pathway was strewn with dead bo lies.
The slaughter was sogreattbat the wolves
from the mountains tar to iho norm were
attracted to the hills and plains devas-
tated by sword and by lire, and fed upon
tlm bodies of the slain men, women and
children for months after. The number
of wolves attracted to the hills near this
place became alarming, and, alter they
had devoured the slain they attacked tho
living. Over one hundred persona were
killed by wolves near hero during last
summer.

The Chinoso soldiers are a terror of the
land, and are regarded by those who
know them best as robbers. Speaking of
robbers reminds me that the robbers of
tho laud are banded together and form a
powerful compact, li a bank in the city
wishes to send a large amount of money
to Peking, tho banker sends a gill to tho
chief of tho banditti infesting the terri-
toryl through which the money is about
to pass, telling him tho time the silver
will bo sent, and re [nesting ihat it be not
disturbed. When such a request is made,
accompanied by a handsome present, it is
usually honored. These banditti are uo(
the oniy robbers. The Government i-
engaged in tho same business. Taxes
aro very high, and every time one con
in contact with the rulers it costs some-
thing.

Add to this the fact that
the houses are poor, the food and clothing
scant, aud that thousands do not know
what it is to be warm from the timo tho

I cold days ofautumn come until the warm
days ofspringtime, aud lo this add all the
diseases resultant from vice, ignorance
and superstition tuat flesh is heir to.
When you have done this you have a

I glimpse of China. Such a state of affairs

would make us Americans madmen.
They take everything as coolly as if ev-
erything was just as it ought'to be. la
fact, they think it is.

Visitors sometimes say the converts to
Christianity :ire low and unfaithful, and
that their experience with them bus beeu
unsatisfactory, it is true, as a rule, that
tho average Chinese convert has not at-
tained to a very high standard of piety,
but when he is compared with what he
was the wonder is that he is as good as
he is. Even the most skeptical must

In cases of
idiocy it has been found weighing only -0
ounces. Broca places the lowest limit of
brain weight compatible with human in-
telligence at 30 ounces. BischoQ also
weighed the brains of ten cultivated and
celebrated men, some of which he lound

d the maximum. The brains

of 11!) ordinary offenders weighed
11 grammes more than the aver-
age. Broca compared 115 skulls tak-
en from a vault elu.-ed up not
later Chan the twelfth century with an-
other -erics of l'S> skulls taken trom
a cemet. ry belonging 10 the earlier years
of tho present century, aud found the
average capacity to be l,!_'i and 1,-402
grammes, showing considerable gain
during seven centuries of progressive
civilization.
