Itis -lamentable bet that a great many
of tbe trees, shrubs and vines planted
every spring and fall never grow, or live
only a few years to die, dwarfed and
wort—lees, and this for the sole reason
thai they have not proper care !
when planted. The—3 is no difficulty in
learning how to prune » tree correctly
before planting it. Nurserymen try to
demonstrate cleariy evory detail to lho
buyers of trees, that tho stock sent s.ut
may make a handsome and thrifty
growtb. liut buyers s-ontinue to demaiisl
vliss largest trees, as ii" sus'h trees could be
(•moved trom the nursery without de-
-trui'tioii of a part of the roots, ansl as if
a large tree, with mutilated root 3, were I
\u25a0worth more thau a small but perfect oiss'.

Having obtained their trees, many per-
ttois-, *i<-rsist in plant—12 them, without a
semblance of pruning, often by proxy,
trusting tho work to some careless or
unskilled laborer. Let us take a thrifty
young apple tree trom Llie box, as re-
ceives! frssm the nursery, aad Bee how we
can improve the tics'. '•What," says
issuiebody with raised hands, "improve
«.n Nature!" Not at all. Nature slsses
not tear up trees at three years ofage and
tiieu cxp.'i t thesss to livo. Man's neces-
sity dos-s, ths--, ais.i his art musl ihen per-
suade them not only to live, but to thrive .
so well thut their growth is not even I
checked. Hero is a tree of medium size,,
but still it has a mangled root or two. I

We wi!! begin St the root and work up.
Tho mistake of using the ax to trim off
broken or bruised rssots is sometimes
committed, but we will not make it, re-
membering that a downward blow is un- !
desirable for two reasons. I -less thesis |
is very sharp it i-rusho- the rool some*- i
what ansl loosens tho bark. The result-
ing cut surface does not (ace right and is
not as smooth as ifmade with a knife. A
smooth cat callusesovei and throws oul
rootlets soonest.

Sometimes a tree that lias had its roots
badly broken oi wholly destroyed may!

issnb w;ss removed. The scarred stump
of a rssot remaining will, of istmrse, be
carefully B_loothed with a sharp Knife.
Several things sis. uid'be noted about the !
correct system ot pruning. First, any
twig Uint .s noticed upon, the trunk, as
we leave tbe perfected root and glance to-
ward the is.p, is removed, as well as the
firstlow branch or tsvo oi the ts>p, how-
ever lssw we may wish tss heusi ths- future i
tree, because those growths'*—re aw-arfed
and weak.

A tree pruned Improperly at planting
wili never grow sat—tiacts rily. That the
shape of a young tree's bead may he im-
proved, a graft is sometime* inserted sst

the siiie oi tbe trunk where is hud is
deemed desirable. This, however, is
rarely nee* _iary.

When planting peach trees cut them to
t, rod, if two years old, and tss a Bhoner j
rod with only a bud or tws; uposs it if but !
a single year ohi. A peas-h iree is s-spe- j
cially likely to work in the v. iiui if it
have a head, until a hssle is made in the
earth about Lhestem..

ENTITLED TO CERTIFICATES.
Applicants Under Kig-tcen Years Who

Pass T«achent* —xainination.
First Deputy Attorney-General Layson j

has given the following decision in an-
swer to an Inquiry from the President of
the County Board of Education ofTulare
County:
"Iam of the opinion that au applicant

for a teacher's certificate, who has passed
a successful examination while under IS
years of age, is entitled to receive such
certificate from the County Board ofEd-
ucation when he or she becomes the age
sn 18 years. 1 think the board at any
regular meeting can issue such certifi-
cate. Section 275, Code of Civil Proced-
ure, provides that applicants for aslniis-
sion to practice law must be 21 years ssi
age; yet the Supreme Court examines
applicants under that ago aud issues its
certificate after the applicant becomes of
that age. Section 1770, Political Code,
allows semi-annual meetings for exam-
ination. It is silent upon the issue ssf
certificates. I do not think the amend-
ment of1803 affects the law in this par-
ticular."
