CHINESE EXCLUSION ACT.

Secretary Carlisle Will Strictly
Enforce Its Psovisions.

ONLY THE EXEMPT CLASS WILL BE
PERMITTED TO RETURN.

President Cleveland Sends Another
Iist of Nominations to the Senate

for Confirmation — Congressman

Springer is Authority for the State=-
ment That Congress WIill be Con-
vened In Extra Session Not Later
Than September 1st.

WasHINGTON, March 22.— Secretary
Carlisle has replied to certain inquiries
whether he will enforce the provisions of
the Chinese Exclusion Act, as follows:

“First—As the Act of May 5, 1892, en-
titled ‘An Act to prohibit the coming
of Chinese persons into the United States’
has not been repealed, it will be enforced
80 far as lies within the power of this de-
partment,

“Second—Section 14 of the Act ap-
proved May 6, 1892, entitled ‘An Act to
execule certain treaty stipulations re-
lating to the Chinese,” provides that here-
after no State court or court of the
[United States shall admit Chinese to cit-
izenship, and all laws in conflict with
this Act are hereby repealed. This pro-
vision of the law is in full force, and
the naturalization of Chinese is there-
fore illegal.

“Third—Chinese merchants established
in business in the United States, who
may depart therefrom with the intention
of returning thereto, will be permitted
to land upon submission to the Collector
of Customs at the port of first arrival of
evidence sufficient to satisfy him of their
identity as such returning merchants.

**Chinese persons not of the exempt
class, as for instance, laundrymen, re-
siding in the United States, and who de-
part therefrom, will not be permitted to
return,”

D. B. Guyton of Mississippi to be United
States Marshal for the Northern District
of Mississippi, and W. H. Hawkins of
Indiana to be United States Marshal for
Indiana. Adjourned till to-morrow.

SENATE PROCEEDINGS.
Ilarris of Tennessee Elected President
Pro Tem. to Succeed Manderson,

WasHiNgron, March 22.—In the Senate
to-day Senator Manderson resigned as
President pro tem. of the Senate, and
Harris of Tennessee was elected to the
position and was at once sworn in.

nation, to the Committee on Privileges
and Elections, Finally, in view of the
difficulties in the case, Cullom withdrew
his request and Hoar’s motion fell with
it.

The battle over the Senate executive
offices began in executive session to-day
with the proffer of a compromise by the
Democrats, the terms of which were that
the present officers draw salaries till July
1st, when the new officers who shall be
eleoted shall qualify and assume office.
The Republicans took the offer under ad-
visement and will caucus on it to-mor-
rOW.

At the caucus of Democrats which nom-
inated the ticket for Senate officers, it was
sgreed that certain Republicans should
not be disturbed. Among them are the
venerable Assistant Doorkeeper Isaac
Bassett and Acting Assistant Doorkeeper
Churles B. Reade.

CLEVELAND AND SILVER.

The President Will Send Another Del-
egation to Brussels.

WasgINGTOoN, March 22, — Several
{friends of silver coinage in the Senate
claim to bave positive assurances from
President Cleveland that he wiil send a
delegation to Brussels in May to repre-
sent the United Statesat the International
Monetary Conference, and that he has ai-
ready taken steps to notify the various
nations taking part that our Government
would be pleased to have them again
pepresented, Allison and Teller are re-

ported to have recéived these assurances.

It is not improbable that Teller will
take the place of Jones of Nevada as the
representative of free-silver Republicans
on the delegation from this country.
Allison has refused positively to return
to Brussels and Jones does not desire to
go. The President will designate a Dem-
ocrat in accord with his views on the sil-
ver question to take the place of Allison.
Among the names suggested as the possi-
ble choice are J. Edward Simmons, a
prominent New York banker; ex-Comp-
troller W, L. Trenholm and ex-Secretary
Fairchild.

PUBLIC PATRONAGE.

One Man Who Declined to Accept an
Important Office.

WasHINGTON, March 22.—One of the
most interesting developments of the day
at the White House was that the fact be-
came known that the Commissionership
of Pensions was offered to ex-Congress-
man Wheeler of Michigan and declined.
Wheeler had a long talk with the Presi-
dent yesterday upon the subject, and at
the conference the offer was made.
Wheeler told Cleveland that he did not
feel himself capable physically of assum-
ing the laborious duties involved in the
important position, although he appreci-
ated very highly the compliment.

Among the callers at the White House
to-day was Representative Washington,
who had with him six constituents whom
he presented to Cleveland. B. M. Hoard,
ex-Commissioner of Agriculture of Ten-
nessee, came in the interest of his own
candidacy for Assistant Commissioner of
Agriculture. Walter Cain and Thomas
Spofford came in behalf of Ernest Pillow,
a relative of the noted Confederate Gen-
eral, who desires the position of Assistant
Attorney-General for the Interior De-
partment,

Congressman Hall, Representative-
elect Baldwin and Dan Lawler, all of
Minnesota, presented thename ot Lewis
Baker, editor of the St. Paul G/lobe, for
Minister to Brazil, Harry Hawkins of
Duluth for Governor of Alaska, and C.
F. McDonald, Receiver of the Land
Office at St. Cloud.

A committee of non-union employing
printers of this city called on Cleveland
and presented a petition signed by non-
union men relative to his selection of
Public Printer, and protesting against
the effort made by a delegation of union
printers to induce Cleveland not to ap-
point C. W, Idwards of Delaware to the
office, on the ground that he is nota
union man.

Five members of the Missouri delega-
tion in Congress called at ths Postoffice
Department to-day and held a conference
with Postinaster-General Bissell, The
delegation desired some expression from
General Bissell as to what weight would
be given to recommendations of mem
bers of Congress in the appoint-
ment of Postinasters. 1t had been re-
peatedly stated in the newspapers, it was
said, that congressional intluence was
to go for nothing.

Bissell listened attentively to all that
was said, but did not think he could justly
be held responsible for what had been
published in the newspapers, and he
called attention te the fact that thus far
not a single Postmaster had been ap-
pointed who had not the indorsement of
a member of Congress, He thought,
however, the question of candidates
should in a measure at least be decided
by the peaple of the locality. What he
most desired was that he should have the

wbenefit of advice of the people, as well as

that of their representative in Congress.
Noone would in any sense be ignored,
and it was folly to suppose that the assist-
ance, ad vice and recommendations of men
of such high character as representatives
of the people in Congress would not
earnestly be desired. Bissell said he un-
derstood a statement was published that
no women were to be appointed to post-
masterships, and the newspapers were
also to be discriminated against. Neither
of these stories were true, and he regret-
ted their publication. He bade the dele-
¢gation good day,and hoped they would
come to see him whenever they had any-
thing to say in regard to appointments in
his department,
POLITICS IN KANSAS,

Bribery Offered In the Electlon for
United States Senator.

WasHINGTON, March 22,—Burgard, of
the lower house of the Kansas Legis-
lature, now in this city, has given Sen-
ator Martin an account of his experience
in connection with the attempts at brib-
ery in the election of United States Sen-
ator in that State. He says a proposition
was made to him to stay away {from the
Populists and get two others to do so for
$£7,500, and he was given to understand
the money would come from Watson,
who was said to have a barrel of money
to spend, and everybody was trying to
get his shovel into the pile.
says he made up his mind as the gang
was trying to rob Watson, he would turn
in and rob the gang. He told the man
who made the proposition that he (Bur-
gard) and two other men whom he named
would not vote at all, though, of course,
hie intended to vote for Martin when the
time came, as did the other two.
