Setback in the Wheat Market at San
Francisco.

Some Vioclent Fluctuations in Barley-—
Dalry Produce Weak—
Eggs Firm.

SAN Frawxcrsco, March 23d.
The Wheat market got a setback this morn-
ing on the local exchange, owing to a disposi-
tion cn the part ot dealers to copper the situa-
tion in the East. Bhe markets there were

firm, and both New York and Chicago closed |
Jaof a cent higher, but this falled to create |

any enthusiasm here. It is generally believed
that the movement in Chicago isa bull deal
in May Wheat, with the danger thata break
of 5 eents may occur at any moment. That
would smash prices here to an extent which
precludes risking too much on the chances.
The sales on the regular session to-day were
1,900 tons of Wheat—1,400 tons of December
at $1 31 to $1 314 ana 500 May at $1 25%.
The receipts were 3,176 centals. There were
some violent fluctuations in Barley, but after
& stormy opening the market closed weak,
with sales of 1,100 tons. Of this 1,000 tons
were May at from 85% 1o 864 cents and 100
tous of December at 8724 cents.  The receipts
were 5,814 centals. The spot Wheat market
is dull, with a light demand. The English
markets were lower and wealk, :

and Chickens,and as Easter approaches the
demand increases. Generally at this season
of the year recelpts are far in excess of de-
mands, but the continued cool weather seemns
to bave caused a much larger inquiry and a
falling off' in receipts. Fancy prices do not
tempt growers to dispose of their stocks and
the present outlook is that many will have
to content themselves with some other kind
of meat. To-day there were not half enough
fowls on hand to fill orders for Saturday, with
poorer prusf,ncc!,s the coming week.

There is little or nothing doing in fruits of
any description, the demand being light, with
heavy stocks of all varieties, though there is
nothing which can be said to be of first grade.
