riow the Famous Roquefort is
Manufactured.

For Two Thousand Years It Has lieen '

Sent to the fireat Capitals of Eu-

rope—An Interesting Process 'Which
la Largely Carried on In tho Dark.

Travelers in the south of France are
greatly interested in what has been at
some remote time the scene of gigantic
Tolanic disturbances. The ancient gran-
ite rocks have been split and torn apart,
and from the bowels of them have been
erupted vast mas>es of lava, which have
flowed in great streams and bilried the
ancient surface under hundreds of feet of
curious basaltic rock. In its turn thi>
rock has been broken up and fissured by
repeated outbursts and thrown up iuto a
mountain range, in which are caverns
and cave-., from which belch forth hot
Bpriiigs, sulphurous and bubbling with
UA>ts, the effects of the lires which still i
exist in the depths.

< me ofthese mountains consists of lime- j
6t<;tie, and is covered with luxuriant j
grasses. But as to its interior it is hoi- |
lowed by the volcanic forces iuto a series !
<if caves formed of vast masses of rock
thrown together as if dumped promiscu-
ously from some great higut, and all con-
nected with each other and with some sub-
terranean outlet, by which constant cocii
currents of air, always of the same km- \u25a0

peratureand degree of humidity, ilow in
a never-interrupted stream. By no mesas 'known to man could so perfect an ar- !
rangeuient for a chemical laboratory of i
even temperature and moisture and free
from every impure influence have been
better provided. Aud this laboratory, i
I>* Home happy accident, perhaps, to tho I
aboriginal cave-dweller, wag discovered!
and turned to use.

If the aboriginal man of that region, I
Whose bones and those ol his sheep aud I
d< ig lie together in these caves, maue use
Of this rock and thu caves under it, aud
the rich grasses that covered the soil on
it, he possibly milked his ewes and made
ol the milk just such cheese as the 'Frenchman of the present day makes in
precisely the sauie way, and sends to New |
xork for the use uf the luxurious person j
who is willing tci pay $1 a pound for it.
And just tile same, tlio predecessor of the
Frenchman of to-day, 2,000 years ago,
Bent the same kind of cheese to the
equally luxurious city of Home for thu
feasts ot the rich i>eoplo of that city, j
This is doubtless the oldest kind of 1
cheese that has come down irotn such a
distaut period to.the present unchanged
in character, and always popular for its
exquisite qualities.

This is the Roquefort cheese that is !
made from c-uc.'- milk in a most inter-
esting manner. The sheep have been
bred always lor their milking quality,
and the buik of tho cheese is yet made of j
tins kind of milk, but recently, as the
demand forit has Increased, some cow's I
milk i> used, without any difference ma- i
terially in the quality of the product. It
is not the milk,orany special preparation j
of it, upon which thu character of the
cheese depends, hut the unique process ot 'curing in these caves, in which the tem-
perature is precisely the same every day
in '.lie year; the atmosphere is pure and |
ot an unchangeable moisture, so that the :

special germs which cause'the fermenta-
tion always act in precisely the same
way, and thus the cheese never varies in
quality. So that whether cow's or sheep's
or goat's miik is used, the cheese is al-
ways Roquefort.

[I is to-day just what it was when tin-
luxurious Romans found it, and what it
was when the Uauls .strove ineffectually !
against the sup< nor civilization of their 1*

conquerors. It was thu method of this '
conquering nation to preserve everything
that was worth the saving they might 1

find in the countries they overran, dis- 'turbing as little as possible, but merely j
translerring into their own hands the
Government they overthrew. Thus all ;
ii>cful industries were preserved, and a 'settled and powerful Government tended
to encourage aud strengthen them.

Thus tins cheese has descended to our
day without any change whatever in the
process, and all the modern discoveries
in the science of cheese-making only ex-
plain the true inwardness of it and make
plain to the modern practitioner whit
was before obscure, and learned only by
many years of practice in these dark, !
cool and windy caves. We may now un-
derstand tho reason for every part of the
intricate process, and may see in the
mind's eye the minute germs at work
changing the caseous matter Into fat, and
developing that rich tlavor by which this
cheese has been known for more than
twenty centuries, and stands to-day a tri-
utnph of uneducated art.

l\v mountain on which the village of
Roquefort is situated Is called Larzac,and
Is about twenty-five miles in length and j
nearly 3,000 feet high. Tho soil is chiefly !
limestone, and the fertility of 11 is only
moderate. The natural pasture is thin,
bit it is made up by the crops of clover,
saufoin, lucern, and mixed grains, as
tares and oats, or rye and peas. These
mixed crops, under good culture, yield
abundantly, and afford the larger part of
tho subsistence of tho sheep, of which
about 800,0 ' ' arc Kept to supply tho milk.
By dose breeding this race ofsheep has I
be nine specially prolific ot milk, rich iv
:at and caseiue, bavins 5 and 7 per cent.
respectively ol theso elements of cheese, j
It is not so sweet as COW'S lllllk.

This cheese is what wo call a "half
skim"': that is, the evening's milk is 1
Skimmed, after having been heated to
near boiling, aud set until tho morning, i
The fresh milk and the skimmed even- ,
ilia's milk are warmed to I"1 aud then
curdled by the addition of a largu spoon- \u25a0

fui oi rennet to ttlty quarts or U.i pounds
ot milk* The beating and the quantity ]
of 1. nnet used aro varied as tlie weather !
niaj i,c warm or damp, as this has some
effect upon the behavior of the milk, as is I
veil known to cluosc-niakers. The curd, j
when sufficiently linn, is cut to liberate j
the ',vhey, « inch i- .lipped off, and the
euro Is lifted into the molds. These are I
of earthenware and glazed, cylindrical in j
form, and pierced with holes for the
drainage of the whey. They are eiuht
Inches in diameter and three and one-
half deep, tir.is making a cheese that ;

weighs nvo pounds when fully cured. 1
_\^ The molds are tilled, the curd is in- |

oculated with a ferment made of dried
moldy bread powdered, this being well
distributed among the curd by tho lin-
gerf as tho curd U placed in the mold.
The curd is heaped aoove the edge of the
mold three inches, so that as it shrinks
the cheese will just lit the mold.

A second mold is then tilled in the '
same way and placed on the first, and the '
curd is covered with a plate of lead,
srhiob serves to press it ami get rid of the
cxc-.-> ol moisture from it. When this
has been effected tho cheese will have
Bhrunk within tlio limits of the mold. ]
The winy drains from tiie cheese into I

The caves being formed by the dis-

placement, fracture, aud heaping to-
jether of a vast number of rocks, are

jiade up of an intricate labyrinth ofopen

ipaces aud narrow passages, through

which currents of cold air are continually !
liassinjf. Ihese air currents are con-
trolled by closing up some ot th'o pas-
sagos, leaving openings that may be
closed or shut as the wiud outside may
make desirable. Some of the spaces are
arched over with masonry, but all aro
profoundly dark, and the visitor sees
ouly the littleglimmering lights flicker-
ing in the darkness as he passes the open
portal of one of the caves where the
women, dimly seen, are scraping the
mold from the cheeses or turning them j
or moistening them, and in their curious ,
way, aiding the wonderful germs at
work to elfect the slow changes ill the
curd.

The temperature of the caves is kept at
80s by the use of the ventilators, and the
moisttue is sustained at a humidity of
4Sr. When the cheeses are brought to
the oaves 'they weigh IS per cent, of the
milk used.

They are now laid on the ground on I
clean straw to be gradually cooled down i
to the temperature of the cave. They I
then go to the salting room, where they 1
are rubbed withsalt on one face, which j
is turned to the ground; a second cheese 'is salted in the sainu way on one face and i
laid on.the first; a third one is then salted I
and laid on the second one. In this way
tho cave is lilled with cheeses. In twenty- !
four hours the cheeses are salted on the j
other face and reversed and placed as be- i
fore. This frequent reversing is to keep !
a certain, quantity of moisture in the
cheese and develop the growth ol the
special fungus which has been sown in
the curd. This is the common green :
mold, pencillium glaucuin. In forty-
eight hours more the cheeses become
Viscous aiid aro rubbed with a coarse
cloth and again piled as before. In two |
days more the fungus has spread through
the cheese and appears ou the outside as j
a sticky, pasty matter. This is scraped i
off with knives, with a thin stratum of
tho crust, which is sold as an article of
food.

The cheeses are now sorted, the most
solid being placed on the iloor and the
Others on them in threes, as before. In
eigiit days they become covered with a
yellowish-red mold, and this with a forest
ol minute vegetation of white mildew.
This is scraped oil and given to pigs. In
tweh c days more a secoud scraping (rac-
iagei is given, the best cheeses making
ohe growth offungus the most quickly.
They undergo this process frequently as
the mold gathers, until lha character of it
changes, showing that the condition, of
Uhe curd has changed. Fir.-t, tho red mold
that appears on cream in damp dairies, |
and known by its circular spots of brigiu
rid, and then a dense blue mold cover the
cheeses and announce the completion of
the curing. The cheeses aro then finally
svraped, wiped, and wrapped in tinfoil,
which excludes the air, and are then
ready for thu market.

As tiie curing proceeds, those cheeses
that indicate superior quality by the ap-
pearance of the mold on them are kept
separate and held for a laLer sale, when
the exquisite tlavor so highly valued be-comes developed, and these are sold at, thehighest prices.

This whole process, intricate as it islias been learned during no one knows
how many centuries, but at least twenty.Ithasbeen taught by lather to son, or i
mother to daughter, and by this l.mgpractice periection has been readied. Hut
with our present knowledge ol the
changes wrought by the action of these
minute plants on the nitrogenous matter
of the curd, there will be no difficulty in ''formulating a molliod of mailing this i
cheese that will produce a quality equal
to the ariginal, if tue means <-l controlling |
the curing by temperature and moisture
are provided.

It will he noticed by the expert in
cheese-making that this variety owes Us
character principally to the fact that the :
caring ofitdepends upon the culture in
cheese and not on it ot the fungi by which
the changes in the curd are Drodnced. It
is, m fact, similar in this respect to the
equally rich and line SUJton of England, j
which is inoculated with the fungus by
inserting skewers dipped in a prepara-
tion ol the mold or by placing in tho curd |fragments ofthe fungus as it is placed in |
the mold. The actual inoculation pro- I
tin\u25a0•'•-\u25a0 a much more etl'ective operation I
than the mere outside exposure to the
fungus germs that exist in the air, and I
just as culture produces bettor ell'ects in \other plants ;desired lor special quali-
ties.—New York Times.
