
A CHAPTER FOR SACRAMENTANS.

Tho Rbgord-TJnion yesterday demon-
strated that in four years Sacramento has
expended in public works aud in aid of
institutions sl,irj."),i. land that no man,.
woman orchild in the city is poorer in
consequence, bnt that all aro more pros-
perous because of this output.

So it will be ifivfour years more we
use some 1300,000 or more to induce fac-
tory building here. The proposition is
now submitted to tho people to volunta-
rily tax themselves by an informal
pledging, one-half of one per cent, on
assessed values eacli year for four years,
the money to be paid in trust to a corpo-
ration already formed and to bo expended
only in .securing manufacturing indus-
tries for Sacramento.

Tho people ought to sign and send in
the pledges at once. Ifthey do, it will
amount to these beneficences:

1. Itwillenhance property values.
-. Give permanency to wago-earnors.
3. Augment trade and consumption of

products.

1. I 'uicken commerce, mechanical
irados, realty movement and financial
activity.

5. 'iy bringing new capital and taxa-
ble property in, it will lessen taxation all
around.

Thus no man will be loser, and each
wili bear a burden proportionate to his
financial standing.

It may be said that new factories—and
live or six are now bidding to come to

Saoramonto—will most benefit the sellers
of goods, the servers of refreshments and
tho lossors of houses, therefore they, es-
pecially merchants, should pay most to-
wards the scheme. While it is in a sense
true that furnishers of supplies willbene-
ftt largely, it is also true that all quick-
ening oftrade and increase of its volume
benefit all residents of Jits locality, and it
is also true that of the jjl.loo.uoo con-
tributed to public aud private works in
the four years past the merchants, banks
and shopkeepers of tho city havo con-
tributed most, excepting only the
amount expended on streets. They give
daily, constantly. They are called upon!
lor all manner of contributions and sub-|
\u25a0criptions, and some firms give so freely I
that il is counted as a regular and large !
percentage of charge upon the business.

.Moreover, if the peoplo voluntarily
pledge the proportional sum asked of ;
each, it will follow, as a matter of course, i
tuat commercial houses will contribute
to those incidental funds and naturally
resulting schemes that follow all public
improvements.

This whole matter of factory invitation
is a personal question for every man to
bring home to himself; he with $.*,ouu and
ho with 9100,000 worth ofproperty: "Can
Inot atlord to give one-half of 1 per cent,

a year for four years to insure increased
values, augmented capital, larger popula-
tion, greater circulation aud general pros-
perity, as compared to decadence, retro-
gression, depressed values, shrunken
trade, financial stringency and constant
fear?"

Of course, no factory is to be subsidized i
that does not invest from flvetoten times
the amount of privato capital; that does
not first erect works and pot in tho ma-
chinery plant, and that has not now be- j
hind it a good trade and heavy capital.
That is to say, our subsidy is to induce
the incoming of manufacturers with cap- •
ital and trade thai amount to guarantees

of permanency.

Why should a manufacturer "pull up
slakes"' in a great city and come to one
of lesser importance? Because great

factories, as a rule, are not in great cities,
and because tho fixed capital required in

them Is ;so large. Afactory in San Fran- i
Cisco ou a given site represents money
locked up in the site of from |100,000 to
$250,000 value. The same or greater area
here will represent, under the scheme
now before the people, no locked-up
capital at all. It is a fact that great

factories do not locate in New York, Bos-
ton and similar cities, but seek lesser
places for obvious reasons.

No*W Sacramento is a distributing point
of unequaled advantages. By water the
ocean harbor is reached speedily. On
both sidos of the river the coast

and Coast Range is reached by three
routes of rail, trunk and tributary, and
»ill soon be by a fourth. The upper
valley is tapped by the river aud two

lines of rail. The mountains are reached
by live hues of tail, direct and tributary.
Tne lower or San Joaquin Valley section
is reached by two lines of rail. Sacra-

mento is by rail directly related daily to
the Oregon trade, the Nevada and all

transmoutaine sections, and by rail with

continuous lines reaching to the Mat' of

Mexico, the South and Southvfeat aku

the republic of Mexico. It is a fact that
Sacramento is forty-eight miles nearer by

[ rail to the whole south end of the State
• than is San Francisco.

In addition, it is a fact that fewer days'
labor are lost in this climate than in hu-
mid and less equable climates of the

; coast. Tho assurance of cheapened and
jreliable power is given that eliminates
the fuel question, and finally, supplies
come to this terminal point at no greater i
cost than to San Francisco.

The little town of Petaluma
raised last year one-fourth of all we are
called upon for, and secured an industry
that sought rural economy. Hut to cite
examples of what has been, to prove
what may be done here, will too greatly
extend this article. The simple fact is,
nature by position, rail by radiating

uring center, but it needs the touch of tho
wand of willpower to perform the feat of
transformation, and that must be exer-
cised by the people of Sacramento alone.

AN IMPORTANT HEARING TO-MOR-
ROW.

Ileceiitly the Record-Union has thrice
editorially called attention to the high
importance to tho State and to intending
genuine settlers upon public lands, ofthe
proper administration of the lieu lands,
to which tho State becomes entitled. The
subject has, we are pleased to note, been
thus brought into the new prominence it
deserves since it is being widely debated
throughout the State.

To-morrow, Thursday, at 1 p. jr., at tho
State Capitol, the Surveyor-General, Mr. j
Reicbert, who is also Register of the j
Land • 'Dice, will hold an advisory court,
assisted by able counsel, to determine
certain important rules of practice affect-
ing the right of applicants to amend
original applications for lieu, thereby
securing to the old applications a priority
of date, notwithstanding the old applica-
tions themselves were void, because the
alleged loss was untrue, or because the
lands selected in lieu of the loss have
been disposed of by tho Government.

The issue is between the peoplo friendly
to the settlement of the State and specu-
lators in lands to inure to the State
through the exorcise ol'liou right arising
from loss.

Tho practice, from a considerable time
back inour land history, has grownup
of using dummy applications, so that j
priority of application will prevent ac-I
tual settlers from obtaining lands inuring
to tho State as lieu for loss, as already in- j
ili-aicd, aud so that the attorneys mak-
ing such selection can sell the lieu right
for from $3 to $5 an acre.

It will be readily understood, there-
fore, how exceedingly interesting the
hearing ol"to-morrow will be and how
important will be its results. The im-
portance of the matter, indeed, is as
broad as is the State and her lauded in-
terests, and concerns an exceedingly
large number of her citizens.

The State is to become possessed of a
lieu right amounting to some 300,000
acres. Ifthese lands can be made avail-
able to settlers at JI 2b an acre, a large
reinforcement of population may be ex-
pected. Dut if settlers must pay §o an
acre to tbe attorneys who have pre-
empted by tiling applications, which by
way ofamendment may secure priority,
then the State receives but a dollar and a '
quarter au acre, whilo the manipulator
gets Jo an acre out of the exercise of lieu
right.

In this connection it is a matter of his-
tory that the bill granting lieu to the State
ofCalifornia, aud which was approved by
the President February '.is, lh'J\, was in-
troduced in the United States Senate by
Senator Leland Stanford, and by him its
passage was secured. It is a measure of
such beneficence that it ought to be borne
in mind that the credit for the bill is due
to California's senior Senator at Wash-
ington.
