What the Usually Astute Ah Loy

rested Ah .sue he was standing withintiltcen ieet of where Ah Man lay.

James McKeon testilied that he saw themen running and saw Ah Man trying tokeep Ah Sue nil'with an iron pan. lie
finally ran away, and Ah Sue followedhi 111. Ah Man foil at Third and 1 streets,
and he saw no more. All .Sue walkedslowly back till ho passed Scrivor's
stable, and theu broke into a run and
went toward J street.

Ah Loy was put on tho stand to tollwhat he kuew of the homicide. Heing a
prominent member of tho Fong lamilvor what is commonly called a "boss," tvstestimony was looked for with some in-terest. District Attorney Ryan, among
other ijuostions, asked him this :

"Could a court and jury depend on the

truth of the answers given by one China-
man for or against another of tho same
laiuily ?"

In response, Ah Loy ejaculated with
a chuckle and an air ol great importance,
"Oh, yes, lor him own family: yes. Two
ulla Chinaman ketchee lawshuit in iiis
clititly; one man makee little lie, ail
litrht—makee nodillllence: makee ho case
alloe more stlonger. I hettee yon "ye

hundled dollah one Chinaman lellee lie
in China, he get lied cut oil', sure !"

"That will do, Loy," interposed Judge
Johnson. "Contine yourself to the ques-
tions entirely, and never mind anything
else."

The jury found Sue to be sane, and he
will have to stand his trial. Apparently
the Chinamen want to eet rid of him, aud
