
HAWAIIAN INTELLIGENCE.

Commissioner Blount Arrives
Safely at Honolulu.

HE V/IL.L PROBABLY REMAIN THERE
SEVERAL WEEKS.

Groat Surprise That Only Ono Ferson
Waa Sent Out by President Cleve-
land—The Anti-Annexation Move-
ment Weak—Consul-General Sever-
ance Convinced That Annexation is

Not Only Advisable, but Necessary.

HONOLULU, March 281—The United

States revenue cutter Rush arrived liero
this morning, nine days from San I-'ran-
laaoo, having on board ex-Congressman
Blount of Ceorgia, who was appointed
Commissioner to investigate tbe existing j
fonilitions in Hawaii and report as to tbe ]
expediency of annexation of the islands
to the L'nited States. As soon as the ratt-
le, was sighted ofl"Koko Head at IJ a. .m.,
the business men went to work and in a
short time the streets and buildings were
covered with Hags and bunting. The
townspeople turned out en m:iss. snd by
11 o'clock, when tho Rush anchored iv
-•'aval Row, the docks ami streets were
crowded.

The mail steamer Australia, which was
scheduled to leave at noon, was held
baok and from her deck the baud of tho i
Provisional Government welcomed the
new arrivals with tiie strains of the "Tho J
Star Spangled Banner." A delegation j
from the Annexation Club hastily ;
i'ormed, and welcomed the Commissioner ;
at tho boat-landing. A party of about |
seventy-five Hawaiian women irom the
Women's Branch of the Hawaiian Patri-
otic League, bearing American ami Ha-
waiian Hags, also proceeded to the docks.
Dr. J. s. McGrew, Chairman, and Pro-
fessor .Scott aud General llartwcll, as a
committee from tho Annexation Club;
Vnited stales Minister Slovens, P. P.
Hastings, Aide to President Pole; .Major
Robertson, the Queen's Chamberlain,
:md tho newspaper correspondents put
Off to the Rush to pay their respects to
the commission. Tlie news that but one
Dorsou had boon sent in that capacity to
the islands soon spread to tbe shore and
occasioned much surprise.

Commissioner Illount declined to be
interviewed for publication, but from
casual conversation it would seem that
his labors hero may cover a period of
several weeks. The Rush willprobably
return to San Krancisco in the meantime.
Commissioner Blount did not leave tho
sieamer lor several hours, and conse-
quently the reception by tho Hawaiian
.League and Annexation Club did not
take place. The Rush brought dispatches
from Washington to Admiral Skerrett,
and also to the Provisional Government,
but the nature of them could not bo
1. .trued.

After the lirst feeling of surprise had
passed away, expressions of satisfaction
at the personnel of the commission pre-
vailed among tho annexationists. The
Hush brought no mail from tbe siaiw,
and tho arrival of tho Rio de Janeiro,
*a hich is expected to put in here to-mor-
row on her way to China, is awaited for
further particulars as to the sentiment in
A morion.

The past two weeks have been fruitful
of political matters, and the general
lethargy of the Hawaiians prior to March
•ith has given way to action. The Civil
Rights League and the Hawaiian Patri-
otic League havo held frequent mass-
meetings, at which either annexation or
disfranchisement were the respective sub-
jects of denunciation.

On the evening of March 2!st, the day
before tlie arrival ot the steamship Aus-
tralia with tho news that the annexation
ti latyhad been shelved, a rousing meet-
ing of white residents, numbering fully
1,500, was held at the large drill shed ad-
joining tho armory of tho Provisional
Government, at which an annexation
club was formed which now has about
1,200 members.

Speeches wero mado by some of the
most prominent men in Honolulu.
Kobert Wilcox, the editor ofthe Liberal,
was made one of the Vice-Presidents of
the lelub, an.l was tho only Hawaiian
who prominently allied hiinsoli' with tlie
meeting. Tho honor was practically
forced upon Wilcox, who had hitherto
considered that his influence would be
greater among the natives ifhe held aloof
from open demonstrations.

The escape of Imada Yasaki, a Japan-
ese morderer, to the cruiser Naniwa on
March 15th, and refusal of Captain Togo
ofthe Naniwa to give him np on tho re-
quest of tho Provisional Government,
caused considerable excitement for a
time, especially when the rumor circu-
lated that the Boston's guns would en-
force the demands of the Provisiouai
Government.

Itis needless to state that the American
naval forces did not contemplate any
interference, and that the Provisional
Government, recognising the fact that it
h.is no extradition treaty with Japan antl
must therefore reiy on international
courtesy to turn over a convicted crim-
inal, did not unduly press tho matter.
Captain Togo has referred ittohisuov-
ernnicnt and will act in accordance with
the Instructions be may receive.

Hon. John K. Lush. ex-Representative !
an,l editor of the Ka Leo newspaper, and j
Mr. Maisden, one of tho Hawaiian Com-
missioners from Washington, returned
here on the Australia March 22a. As
toon a .'no steamer arrived withinbail-
ing distance of the dock. Bush mounted
the rigging and called oat in the Hawaiian
language: "Noannexation yet; tho treaty
has been tabled and a commission is com-
ing down to find out what you want and :
give you your rights."

A yell ol joy went up from the crowd
in natives who lined tho shore, and thei
Dace of Maisden. Who stood near Boab,
Ilushed as the natives turned their looks'
of triumph on him. Lush continued to

call out the good tidings as tho steamship ;
slowly steered to her anchorage and a j
roll of applause everywhere followed the j
remarks of tho "Hawaiian patriot."

The native does not attend annexation
meetings, nor thoso presided over by |
friends of the Provisional Government,
or tho so-called "missionaries." conse-
quently it is from speakers like Ashford,
Creighton, Bobs, Bush and others that he
learns what tho United States is going to
do.

In conversation with l'nited States

Consul-General Severance this poiut was
broached, and he said it had been sug-
gested to the new Annexation Club by

himself and by others, that speakers be
sent throughout the islands to address tho

natives iv their own tongue and to dis-

jabuse Iheir minds of many false impros- '
| sions prevailing regarding the course of
! the i 'nited States.

The natives, if they liud that the L'nited
Commission is not disposed to put J

the annexation question in the form of a
plebiscite, which it is not likely would be
done without the sanction of the Pro-
visional Government, which is opposed
to such methods, may see lit to take a
popular vote among thomselves for the
edification ofthe Commissioner.

Tho Hawaiians think if they can show
a £ood majority against annexation that
President Cleveland would recall the
commission, tho restoration ot the
monarchy would follow, and that so far
as America is concerned, the latter coun-
try would be satisfied with a commercial
or reciprocity treaty guaranteeing itmauy
advantages.

Conßul-General Severance, questioned
regarding this point, sa.d such a popular
vote would by no means represent the
intelligence, wealth or influence of the
Gauntry, and for that reason he did
not think that itwould avail much. Mr.
Severance is apparently convinced that I
annexation will be found to be not only
advisable but necessary.

In spile of all, the conclusion ia forced
upon an impartial observer that the auti- j
annexation movement i-. weak, seriously j

| weak, from the fact that it is backed by |
no high moral convictions, and that the j
average native does not fully, if at ail, j
understand just what he is opposing.

Tho Hawaiians on an average are pos- I
sessed probably of greater intellectual
development than mauy of the colored
voters nf the Southern states and are eer- i
tainly more tractable, but their idea of
national prosperity is -till confined to
frequency with which luaus, or native !
feasts, and balls at the palace occurred or
may yet occur.

The fluctuations of commerce and the
mysteries ofa tariff bill cut no figure in
their calculations. The antithesis to their '.
love of country is their dislike of the

! "missionary," which term has about the i
I same application in most cast s as would I
| that of Puritan to the descendants in the j
United States ofthe old Mayflower immi-

! grants.

It cannot be denied that some of the
regulations here in force bear a family
resemblance to tho "Line Laws'' of Con-
necticut, but only the native docs not
know that these would pass away with
tho lullux ofnew blood and new ideas.

Annexation need not degenerate into
conquest unless through disfranchise-
ment, whicli is no more necessary here
than in some of the Southern States, Dro- j
viding the heads of the local government j
aro scut from Washington and are just;
men.

The Women's* Branch of the Hawaiian
Patriotic League held a meeting at Arion
Hall on March _Tth aud completed or-
ganization by the election ofofficers. The
meeting was well attended and consider-
able enthusiasm was displayed.

March 15th the report was circulated
throughout the city that tho Provisional
Government was about to make another r
demand on the Japanese for tho sur-j
render of the fugitive prisoner, who had
taken refuge on the Japanese man-of-
war, and that Admiral Skerrett had con-
sented to use his influence toward back-
ing up the demand. Wild as the rumor
was, it succeeded in drawing a large
crowd to the wharves, who waited iv ex-
pectation of seeing tho Boston's guns
turned on tbe powerful cruiser bearing
the chrysanthemum tlag.

The force of the rumor was added to
by the fact that orders had been made
public transferring, ou the same day, a
number of blue jackets from Camp lios-
ton, where they were not needed, to the
cruiser Boston, where their presence was
necossary for the proper discipline of the
ship. Alter a time, nothiug of a warlike
nature transpiring, the crowd dispersed.

The Government has forwarded to tho
Hawaiian Consul at Tokio a request ou i
the Emperor of Japan for tho return of
tho murderer. Several romantic stories
have been in circulation since the arrival
here ofthe Naniwa.

Tho latest is that Prince Komatsu, a
nephew of the Mikado, came over on tho
vessel with tho intention of forming v
matrimonial alliance with the Princess
Kaiulani. Finding however, tho story
goes, the Hawaiian Islands too small a
dowry for his royal needs, he concluded
not to press his suit.

NATIVKS AT WAS,
Honolulu, March 29.—The missionary

steamer .Morning Star arrived hore
March 27th. after a cruise of 18,000 miles
among the Marshall, (.ilbert, Caroline j
and other islands of tlie South Pacific.
When the Morning Star 101lthe island of I
l'onape, of tho Caroline group, tho Pona- |
peans wero still at war with tho Spanish,
and several murders had been committed
in one night. Three Spanish deserters,
who had been harbored by a native fam-
ily for two months, foully murdered the
whole family and went bac'v to a Spanish
settlement, In revenge for this massacre
three other Spaniards were cut to pieces \
by natives. The Spanish ship San Juati !
was tho only warship at Pouapo. Tlie
Germans opposed thecruise of the .Morn-
ing Star through the Marshall Islands. |
The natives of the Marshall Islands aro |
very hostile to the Germans, und havo j
sworn a deadly enmity to thorn. At Kuk j
the natives were fighting among them- j
selves, ant! several bloody encounters :
bad occurred. Tho German warship Olga
had been at Jaluit, but had proceeded on 'her cruise before the Morning Star ar- !
rived.

SCALPERS MUST WAIT.
Tho Coyote-Breeding Industry Re-

The Siate Board ol Examiners took a

step yesterday that may have the effect of
checking to some extent the raid of tho
coyote-scalpers on the State Treasury.

The board adopted a resolution post-
poning action on all coyote-soalp certifi-
cates tor the quarter ending December 31,
[892, and also for tho quarter ending
March3l, 1893, until next Juno.

The coyote-scalp business has passed
tho •'infant industry stage, and has be-
come a full-grown cancer that is eating
out lho vitals ofthe general iiinU in the
State Treasury. It has ail seasons lor its
harvest, and those engaged iv the busi-
ness manage to work it successfully
every month in the year. Hut if tho, Board of Examiners act on the demands
presented only at long intervals it is pos-

' siblo tho scalpers may get weary and take
; an occasional rest.

Experiments on Fluorescence.
A very beautiful and suggestive experi-

ment in color combination is described
by /." Nature. The test is ofthe simplest
possible description, and needs only for |
its exhibition a tumbler of water and a!
small quantity Of lluoreseenee. Its ob-
ject is to show the beauties of the respect- !
ive colors obtained from coal tar, and
their possibilities when blended or con-
trasted. When the water witii which the
tumbler is tilled lias become perfectly
quiescent, a few fine particles of liuoros- |
cenceare thrown upon its surface. As
the small grains descend slowly to tiie
bottom of the glass, thoy will dissolve
and leave behind them yellow trains,
with green emanations of the most brill-
iant aspect. Tho quantity of coloring
needed for the phenomenon is exceed-
ingly small. While this experiment sti -
ceeds ina greater or less extent with all P
tho artificialcoloring matters that water I
readily dissolves, it is particularly strik- ;
ing with the lluoreseenee coloring sub- ;
stances, such as cosine, erythrosino, etc. j
The non-fluorescence coloring materials, j
such as malachite green, cocine and
French red. gi\e trains ol a single color, i
but by combining them, most oll'ectivo |
results can be obtained.

SAVED HIS NECK.
All Sno Pleads Guilty to the Murdor of

Ah Man.

It having been determined by a jury
on Tuesday that Ah Sue, the slayer of
Ah Man, w;is not insane, his friends per-
suaded him that it would be advisable for
him to plead guilty to murder and trust

to tho leniency of the court, rather than
to stand trial an, 1 run the risk of being
sentenced to death.

He thereforo appeared before Judge
Johnson yesterday prepared to acknowl-
edge that "ho killed Ah Man. although not
intentionally. Lincoln White, the pris-
oner's counsel, informed the court that
his client would plead guiltytothe chares
of laurdor, provided the court would
promise not to inflict the death penalty.

Of course Judge Johnson declined to
commit' himself beforehand as to what
penalty he should inflict, but still counsel
pleaded for somo such assurance.

District Attorney Ryan said ho would
not insist ou the infliction of the death
penalty, under tho circumstances, al-
though ho regarded tho crime as a willful
one. Still, a doubt oxisted as to the pris-
oner's mental soundness, and he would
consent to a sentence of life imprison-
ment.

Tho prisoner then made a statement to
tho effect that ho killed Ah Man through
mistake, but would plead guilty.

Judge Johnson said that he would be
governed, in determining the degree of
murder applying to the ease, by the evi-
dence taken in the examination as to tLa
prisoner's sanity, and would announce
the sentence on Saturday.
