Daniel M. Browning of Illinois, nomi-
nated to be Commissioner of Indian Af-
fairs, lives at lieuton and is about o<) years
of age. Ho is a lawyer, and in 18S2 was
Judge of tho Pistrict Court of Illinois in
liis district. Browning is said to have;
jiiadoa strong etlort to secure tho position
ol" Commissioner of tho Land Utlice.

Frank C. Armstrong, who is named |
Assistant Commissioner, is sot down as a
resident of British Columbia. He was
originally Inspector in the Indian Bureau
from Louisiana in Cleveland's first ad-

left it to join bis fortunes with tho Con-
t leracy.

After nearly throe hours in executivel
session tiie Senato adjourned until to-
morrow afternoon.

A communication was received from
the President concerning tho Uehring
Sea case, which set out in narrative form
the proceedings taken up to date before
the court of arbitration.

Senator liorman called upon the Presi- 'dent to-day to discuss with him the ques-

have considered by the Senate, and he i
hoped to beahlo to{retail in by the end of'
this or early in next week.

THE JiOACII CASE.

It Was the Occasion of Some Very|
l'lain Talk In tho Semite.

Wash im. ion, April 11.—The Roach
case came prominently to the front to-
day in executive session of the Senate,
and was the cause of some rather plain
talk. It w_s declared by the Democratic
leaders that if the Roach caso is to be
tone into at this session, others should be
taken up as well. The Republicans re-
torted that they were afraid of no investi-
gation eoocaraJng any other members,
but they iusisted tbat some positive ac-

tion should be taken in this particular
ease. Alter a loug discussion of the two
views so vehemently adhered to by the
respective sides the question was laid
aside without any definite action being
taken.

Tho Martin caso was eiven a share of
the debUe, and, from the discussion that
tnsued, tho Senato will, if possible, re-
fuse to loon into the question ofthe legal-
ityof the seat now occupied by Martin.

CHINESE 11EGISTKAT1OK ACT.
An Early Decision to bo Had In the

Supreme Court.
Washington, April 11.—An adjourned

session of the .Supreme Court is to be
held some time iv May. to pass upon the
constitutionality of tho Oeary law. The
court would probably have adjourned in
tho latter part of this month, but the
Chinese Government has been anxious to
have the point settled onco and for ull
time, without needless delay-. The piin,
however, is not to Uoep the court in ses-
sion any longer tliah need be. The law
goes into operation on the oth of .May.
An arrest will be made in New York at
once, and habeas corpus proceedings will
be begun, with a view to having a hear-
ing in Now York. The case will bo de-
cided promptly aud carried up to the
.Supreme Court, which, it is hoped, will
give it precedence over everything on
account of its international importance.

At the Chinese Legation great interest
is expressed in the court's action, which
may mean a difference of hundreds of
thousands of dollars to the Chinese resi-
dents in this country, who, it they can-
not have a hearing now, will bo obliged
to bear the expeuse of a long and bitter
light as the alternative of immediate sub-
mission to the statute.

SYMPATHIZERS IN BOSTON.
Boston, April n.—a meeting of Chi-

nese sympathizers was held in Berkeley
Temple yesterday alternoon, the promi-
nent persons present being Rev. llufus
B. Toboy, William Lloyd Uarrison, Mi-s
Carter, lor years the most active person
in Boston in missionary service among
tho Chinese, and some loading China-
men. It was decided that none of tho
Chinese here shall attempt to comply
with ihe Geary law, 'or not one in twenty
could produce the necessary white v. ii-
ness, so they will all stand together. This
is the advice of their friends. There arc
about l,_ou Chinese in boston,and within
ten miles of liie city many have joined
the Chinese Defense League. The plan
now is to liavo a Chinaman arrested in
New York as soon as tho law goes ii;lo
effect, to have a Jhdge dtvido against
him aud then to appeal the case at once to
the Supreme Court and have a final de-
cision as soou as possible The state-
ment is made here that Secretaries Car-
lisle and Gresham are opposed to the law.

BU-SIAS TItJKATT.

Alleged Text or tho Document Drawn
lii In 1887.

Washington, April ll.—The text or
the alleged text of the extradition treulv
signed by Secretary Bayard and lie
struve, Russian Minister in Washington
in iv*7, but which tailed of ratification by
the Senate, principally because of iho
strong opposition raised to Article 111.,
denning political offenses, is published j
here this morning, apparently with the
view of eliciting expressions of public
opinion.

The same alleged text was published in ;

some New York papers six years ago, j
and is believed to be accurate. Article
111. is tho article which tbo-Republican
Senators, it is said, now desire should be
made public, in parallel columns with the
corresponding article of the amended
treaty, which the Senalo ratiliod last s ; s-
sion. The article iv question as submitted
iv 1887 is as follows:

Article ill. Ifit be made ta appear that
extradition is sought with tho view to i
try, or punish a person, on demand for
an offense of a political character, tho |
surrender shall not take place, nor shall!
any person surrendered be tried, or pun-
ished, for any political oifense committed
previously to his extradition, nor for any J
offense other than that lor which extradi- :
tion is grained: nor shall the surrender of
any person be demanded lor an oileu.se j
committed prior to the date at which this <
convention shall tako elleci. Murder or I
manslaughter, comprising the willful or
negligent killing of a sovereign or chief
magistrate ol a Slate or any member of i
his family, as well as an attempt to coin- i
mit or participate in said crime.--, shall not I
be considered an olleuse of a political
character.

It pointed out tho modification ofArti-
cle 111., as adopted in the treaty, which
now awaits exchange or ratifications to I
strengthen its declarations as to political
offenses against a sovereign or chief mag-
istrate, but makes no concessions in favor
of Kussia not reciprocated in favor <•; the
United States. The actual text of this
part ofthe treaty, as it now stands, is as
follows:

The attempt urjon the life of the head
ofeither Government, or against that of
any member of his family, when such
attempt comprises the act either of mur- I
deror assassination or of poisoning, shall I
not he considered a political otteuse or an \u25a0

avtconnected with si:ch offense.
Article 11. oi tho treaty of U257 contains

this: "The crime of forgery, by which is
understood the utterance offorged papers
and also the counterfeiting of public,
sovereign or Governmental Acts." H is
understood this definition is retained in
tho amended tieaty ratified by tli" Sen-
ate. The opponents of the treaty con ten I
that under tiiis definition persons will lie
extraditable for using false passports or •

passports issued in an assumed name, !
which is saij to be a very common prac-
tice of persons who believe their true
names would excite the suspiciou of tho !
Russian authorities.

WISTEB GRADf.
Average Condition as Koportpd b3" tho

Deportment of Agriculture.
Washington. April 11.—The Aprilre-

port of tho Department of Agriculture
makes the average condition of winter
wheat on the Ist of April 77.1, against 31.2
last year, and thai ofrye *~>.~.

Tho averages of the principal wheat
States are: Ohio 87, Michigan 71, Indiana
K2, Illinois 72, Missouri 86, Kansas S2.
The average of these six States is 71. J,
against 77 in April, lfi&i, It is S3 in New
i'6rk,B7 in Pennsylvania, 89 in .Mary-

land, ;;7 in Virginia; the Southern States
ranging from S3 in Tennessee to lw in
Texas.

The Pacific states show a favorable
condition, with the exception of Califor-
nia, where too much rain is reports :.

Seeding is late in the Ohio and Mis-
sissippi Valleys, because of (he widi iy
prevalent drought, causing poor condi-
tion of >oil ami retarding germination,
and in some cases wholly preventing the
same, ;*s in Kansas, where the reports
show a total failure.

Over considerable areas in tho Atlantic,
Middle, Southern aud Pnciue States se i-
inji conditions are favorable The plant
entered in winter in the main wheat-pro-
ducing states is in a low state of \ itaiity,
caused by persistent drought and early
cold weather, except in California, whore
excessive rains produced similar effects.
No damage from tho l!e.^s,;a:i Uy is noted
in parts of states of Ohio, Michigan, in-
diana and Illinois.

Snow covering hr.s been goneral
throughout liio Eastern, Middle and
Northwestern States, Uut notwithstand-
ing the reports do not show mil h ab.ui-
tnent from the benefits ol protection thus
afforded, because of the excessive cold of
tho winter and high winds, alternate
thawing and freezing in tho latter end of
the month of February and through
-March and April.

Tho bulletin will contain the report of
the condition of live stick at the close of
winter aud the estimated losses.

London, April 11.—Henry M. Stanley
has writien to the Peace Association a
letter in which he attributes the increase
of trade in ls;r_ at African ports under
German administration to a growing
rjfcactico, among the Gorman merchants,
of importing into Africa small arms and
ammunition. These, ho says, are sold to
the slave-traders, and do inestimable
damage. Stanley inculpates, also, the
l'ortuguesc. He appeals 10 European na-
tiona to suppress tlie traiiic in arms.
Unless this step is taken, he adds, all
L'tiorls to stop the slave trade will be in
vain.

Soft Versus Hard Water.
Everybody likes soft water, but many

half-scientiiic people uave a kind of idea
that hard water, that .s, water with car-
bonate oflime dissolved in it, may be of
Borne value in the nutrition aud develop-
ment of bones, and especially in tho de-
velopment of children's bone.-. Dr. J
M. box, who is entitled to a hearingfr'oui
tho fact ol his having given valuable in-
formation on n\c subject before aroyal
commission, holds a contrary view. Ho
maintains ttiai the principal use nf water
in the human body is for solvent pur-
poses, in that case it is manifest that
water which lias seventy or eighty or
even 10U grains of solid matter per gallon
dissolved in it must be less powerfully
Bolvent than water which has not more
than five or ten grains. The water thai'
is used up in dissolving liir.e c.uuiot dis-
solve other soluble matter —at any rate
not to the fullextent of the natural solv-
ent power of unadulterated water. Itis
sometimes argued, as already noted, that
water having lime dissolved inttmay,
when drank, give up its lime to tho body,
and so help Iv the formation ofthe bones.

On this poiutSir I.yon PlayfiJr says:
"Ihave seen evidence given in cases of
water supply, not only that it was desir-
able for health, but that it (carbonate of
lime) was absolutely necessary for the !formation of bones. ISut that showed a
lamentable lack of chemical knowledge
because the lime required in food dues
not come from the water, but iroin the
solid particles of food taken, and 1 do not
think that the lime In water has any in-
ilnenceon tho process of animal nutri-
tion." The water consumed in the
mountainous districts of Scotland Is soft
\u25a0water, and Highlanders are not generally
supposed to be deficient in bone or
muscle. It is also stated that the talfi atpeople iv Oreal Bntaip are to be metwith in soft water districts, for Instancein Cumberland and Aberdeen. The tallest
people of all aro found in Aberdeenwhin is a very soft water district. Soft
water is, in short, pure water, so lar ;i,
lime is concerned; and b')th in sicknessand in health, and, indeed, for ;;ll ordi-nary purposes for which water is re-quired, it is much to be preferred to hard.
